Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
Chair Kassekert acknowledged the presence of Yvonne Maher, Acting Director of the Division of Gaming Enforcement.

1.
By a vote of 5-0 ratified the minutes of April 4, 2007 public meeting (transcript page 8).
2.
By a vote of 5-0 remanded for hearings 6 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*). 


By a vote of 5-0 remanded to a hearing the application of Gary Ng for a casino key employee license and qualification  (Exhibit EL-1*).

By a vote of 5-0 granted 9 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino

employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*).

By a vote of 5-0 found the following plenarily qualified in connection with their respective gaming related casino service industry licenses, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:51-1.14B(h):  Gerald J. Ford, Scientific Games Racing, LLC., Stephen L. Gibbs, Scientific Games Racing, LLC; and Andrew Paul Cammegh, Cammegh Limited.

By a vote of 5-0 granted the following applications for initial and renewal of casino key employee licenses and for qualification:  Maureen Adams,  Regional Vice President of Finance for Bally’s Park Place, Inc, Boardwalk Regency Corporation, Marina Associates and Atlantic City Showboat, Inc.; Nicholas R. Amato, Senior Vice President and General Counsel and Secretary for Resorts International Hotel, Inc. and RIH Acquisition NJ LLC; Francis Fitzpatrick, III, Director of Security for Trump Plaza Associates, LLC ; Donald W. Kneisel, II, Assistant Vice President of Informational Techology for Adamar of New Jersey, Inc.; John C. Sanchez, Vice President of Slot Operations for Marina Associates and Chun Ming Mak, Vice President of Far East Marketing for RIH Acquisition NJ, LLC  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 9-13).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the petition of Marina District Development Company (d/b/a Borgata Hotel Casino & Spa) and issued a temporary casino key employee license to David Coskey, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5 :12-89 (e ) and permitted him, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19 :43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the power of Vice President of Marketing, without first having been qualified  (PRN 0950701)  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 13-16).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of John A. Griffith, Judith Moya, Julio Delacruz, Michael T. Brown, Mark W. Alosi, Waclaw W. Gimalski, Barry M. Greenstein, Marie S. Brady, Pablo Reyes- Mota, Kathleen D. Kelso, Sammy Rivera  (a/k/a Sammy Rivera – Santiago) and Dipti Amin (rulings number 07-04-18-04-A, 07-04-18-04-B, 07-04-18-04-C, 07-04-18-04-D, 07-04-18-04-E, 07-04-18-04-F, 07-04-18-04-G, 04-18-04-I, 04-18-04-L, 04-18-04-M, 04-18-04-N, 04-18-04-O;

Approved the stipulation of settlement and denied the license application of Dacole C. Mincey.  Applicant may petition for a position that does not require a license; petition for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation.  (ruling number 07-04-18-04-H); and

Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the credential held by Roger A. Prescott.  Respondent may petition for a position that does not require a license; petition for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 07-04-18-04-K, transcript pages 16-18).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and granted the non-gaming casino service industry license renewal application of Fondacaro Companies, Inc., pursuant to section 92c of the Act  (ruling number 07-04-18-05; transcript pages 22-23).

By a vote of 5-0 suspended the credentials held by Mona C. McKenna, Brenda S. Palen and David J. Snyder  (rulings number 07-04-18-06-A, 07-04-18-06-B, 07-04-18-06-C; transcript pages 23-25).

By a vote of 4-0 granted the Division of Gaming Enforcement request for preliminary placement of the Order placing the names of John Campanella, Jr. and Paul Spina on the exclusion list, pending the final outcome of the related petitions for final exclusion  (rulings number 07-04-18-07; transcript pages 25-27).

8.
Considered the joint petition of RIH Acquisitions, LLC, NJ and Resorts International Hotel, Inc. for approval of a Second Amended and Restated Joint Services Agreement:
By a vote of 5-0 granted the petition and approved the revised tables of organization and lines of reporting for the MIS and Internal Audit Departments, subject to the conditions stated on the record and set forth in the Order  (PRN 0600601)  (ruling number 07-04-18-08; transcript pages 32-43).

Considered the petition of Marina District Development Company, LLC to amend N.J.A.C 19:50-3.3(c ), and for declaratory ruling for a relaxation of N.J.A.C 19:50-3.3 (c), pursuant to N.J.A.C 19:40-1.3(d ) and such other relief:

By a vote of 5-0 tabled the petition for up to 90 days and authorized publication of a Notice of Action to that effect  (PRN 0540702) (transcript page 27-28).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and approved the petition of Marina Associates (d/b/a Harrah’s Casino Hotel Atlantic City), for an amendment to its Certificate of Operation and Casino Hotel Alcoholic Beverage License, to permit the reconfiguration and expansion of its gaming floor, subject to the conditions in the Resolution (PRN 0990701) (ruling number 07-04-18-10; transcript pages 28-30).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and approved the petition of Boardwalk Regency Corporation (d/b/a Caesars Atlantic City), for an amendment to its Certificate of Operation and Casino Hotel Alcoholic Beverage License, to permit the reconfiguration and expansion of its gaming floor, subject to the conditions in the Resolution (PRN 0990704) (ruling number 07-04-18-11; transcript pages 30-31).

12.
By a vote of 5-0 readopted as published N.J.A.C. 19:49 (Junkets)  (transcript pages 31-32).

13.
Considered the amended petition of RIH Acquisitions NJ, LLC for renewal of its Casino License, Casino Hotel Alcoholic Beverage License and other related relief; the exhibits; and the testimony of Anthony P. Rodio, Regional President and Chief Gaming Executive; and Eric Matejevic, Chief Financial Officer, Resorts International Holdings, L.L.C.:

Exhibits C-1 to C-3, and D-1 (redacted), D-1A, D-2 were entered into evidence.  Exhibit C-4 (draft Resolution) was marked for Identification only.

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution as modified on the record and granted RIH Acquisitions NJ, LLC (d/b/a/ Hilton Casino) a five year renewal of its Casino and Casino Hotel Alcoholic Beverage Licenses, in accordance with the findings and rulings and subject to the conditions stated in the Resolution  (PRN 3630603) (ruling number 07-04-18-13; transcript pages 43-114).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and granted Gary K. Ng application for a casino key employee license and qualification as Senior Vice President of Asian Player Development for Trump Taj Mahal Associates, Trump Plaza Associates, LLC, and Trump Marina Associates, LLC, subject to the conditions set forth in the stipulation  (07-04-18-14; transcript pages 18-21).

In accordance with Resolution No. 06-12-13-20, the next closed session of the Commission shall be held on Wednesday, May 2, 2007, at 9:15 a.m. in the Commission offices  (transcript page 114).
