Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By a vote of 5-0 ratified the minutes of April 18, 2007 public meeting   (transcript page 8).
2.
By a vote of 5-0 remanded for hearings 13 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*). 

By a vote of 5-0 granted 6 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino

employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*).


By a vote of 5-0 granted the following applications for renewal of casino key employee licenses and for qualification:  William H. Banning, III,  Director of Security for Trump Taj Mahal Associates, LLC ; and Lawrence J. Mullin, President and Chief Operating Officer for Marina District Development Company, LLC  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 9-11).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the petition of Trump Marina Associates, LLC  (d/b/a Trump Marina Hotel Casino) and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Cheryl E. Wilson, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-89 (e ) and permitted her, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19 :43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the power of Vice President of Marketing, without first having been qualified  (PRN 1010702)  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 11-12).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Syed M. Ali, Glenn Borders, Louis A. Dello-Russo, III, and Anwar Khan (rulings number 07-05-02-04-A, 07-05-02-04-B, 07-05-02-04-C, 07-05-02-04-D; transcript pages 12-14).
5.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and denied Mariahilda Rivera- Irizarry application for a casino key employee license.  Ms. Rivera-Irizarry is prohibited from applying for or holding any license, registration, qualification, or approval required under the Act or working in a non-credential hotel position, subject to the conditions set forth in the stipulation  (07-05-02-05; transcript pages 14-16).

6.
By a vote of 5-0 approved for publication amendments and new rule for bad beat payouts in poker  (transcript pages 16-18).
7.
By a vote of 5-0 approved for publication amendments and new rule for Three Card bonus wager in Let it Ride Poker  (transcript pages 18-19).
8.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted as published amendment to N.J.A.C. 19:47-1.5 (Collection of Vigorish in Craps after Player Wins for Certain Buy and Lay Bets with True Odds)  (transcript pages 20-21).
9.
Considered the petition of IGT to terminate the "Regis" Slot System and to transfer its Progressive Jackpot to the "Mega Riches" Slot System:


By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and approved IGT's request to transfer a progressive slot jackpot, subject to the conditions in the Resolution  (PRN 1000702)  (ruling number 07-05-02-9; transcript pages 21-23).

By votes of 5-0 suspended the credentials held by Jimmy "Minh" Pham; and Jennifer Tu Pham  (rulings number 07-05-02-10-A, 07-05-02-10-B; transcript pages 23-63).
