Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
The week of May 7 to May 13 was New Jersey State Public Service Recognition Week.  Vice Chair Fedorko recognized the following employees who were honored on Monday, May 7th in a ceremony at The Patriot’s Theater War Memorial in Trenton:  Sharon Hand, John M. Williams and William Perry received Longevity  (transcript pages 9-12).
1.
By a vote of 4-0 ratified the minutes of May 2, 2007 public meeting (transcript pages  8-9).
2.
By a vote of 4-0 remanded for hearings 7 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*). 


By a vote of 4-0 remanded for a hearing the casino service industry license application of Bond Mortgage New Jersey  (Exhibit EL-1*).
By a vote of 4-0 granted 10 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*).


By a vote of 4-0 granted the renewal application of James A. Rigot for a casino key employee license and for qualification as General Manager for Trump Plaza Associates, LLC.  (Exhibit EL-2*).

By a vote of 4-0 granted the casino service industry license application of Phoenix Marketing, Inc.  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 13-15).
3.
By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Barry L. Hamlett, Jr., Raymond R. Volanto, Juan Perez,  Luis A. Rivera- Moya, Michael A. Dellaratto, Bridgette S. Haynes, Tracy McNeil, Phuong T. Le and Logan Holt (rulings number 07-05-16-03-A, 07-05-16-03-B, 07-05-16-03-D, 07-05-16-03-E, 07-05-16-03-F, 07-05-16-03-G, 07-05-16-03-H, 07-05-16-03-I, 07-05-16-03-J); and

Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the credential held by Marc A Bongiorno.  Respondent may petition for a position that does not require a license; petition for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 07-05-16-03-C; transcript pages 15-18).

By a vote of 3-1 (Commissioner Epps dissented) suspended the credential held by Patricia A Dennis  (rulings number 07-05-16-04-A); and

By a vote of 4-0 suspended the credentials held by Nancy B. Olevsky and Illya R. Ortiz  (a/k/a Illya Acosta)  (rulings number 07-05-16-04-B, 07-05-16-04-C; transcript pages 18-26).

5.
By a vote of 4-0, based upon non-compliance with the reporting conditions set forth in the respective orders, vacated the existing Orders and denied the respective license applications of Linda Bell (a/k/a Daniels, Brutus), Joi N. Robinson, Jose A. Torres and William W. Watson, Jr.  further, pursuant to section 106c of the Act, revoked the casino service employee registrations held by Linda Bell, Joi N. Robinson and Jose A. Torres, (ruling number 07-05-16-06-A, 07-05-16-06-B, 07-05-16-06-C, 07-05-16-06-D; transcript pages 26-28).

6.
By a vote of 4-0 granted the Division of Gaming Enforcement request for preliminary placement of the Order placing the name of Coung Chi Dinh, (a/k/a Dina Chi Coung) on the exclusion list, pending the final outcome of the related petition for final exclusion  (rulings number 07-05-16-06; transcript pages 28-29).

7.
By a vote of 4-0 entered a final Order directing that the name of Christian P. Scillia remain on the exclusion list until further Order of the Commission. (ruling number 07-05-16-07; transcript pages 29-30).

8.
Adjourned the petition of Marina District Development Company, LLC to amend N.J.A.C 19:50-3.3(c), and for declaratory ruling for a relaxation of N.J.A.C 19:50-3.3 (c), pursuant to N.J.A.C 19:40-1.3(d ) and such other relief  (PRN 0540702) (transcript page 31).
9.
Considered the petition of IGT to terminate the "Diamond Cinema" Slot System and to split and transfer its Progressive Jackpot to the "Video MegaBucks" and “Jeopardy $0.25” Slot System:


By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and approved IGT's request to split and transfer a progressive slot jackpot, subject to the conditions in the Resolution  (PRN 1240702) (ruling number 07-05-16-09; transcript pages 31-32).

10.
Considered the petitions of IGT, Marina District Development Company, LLC, (d/b/a Borgata Hotel Casino & Spa), Adamar of New Jersey, Inc. (d/b/a Tropicana casino and resort) and Bally’s Park Place Inc., (d/b/a/ Bally’s Atlantic City) to terminate the "Jackpot Hunter" Slot System and to transfer its Progressive Jackpots to the "Fort Knox" Slot System:


By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and approved petitioners’ request to transfer the progressive slot jackpots, subject to the conditions in the Resolution  (PRN 1000703, 1220701, 1240703); (ruling number 07-05-16-10; transcript pages 32-34).

11.
Considered the petition of RIH acquisitions, Inc., (d/b/a Hilton Hotel and Casino), for an amendment to N.J.A.C. 19:47-8.2  (PRN 0790701):
By a vote of 4-0 approved for publication and temporarily adopted amendment to N.J.A.C. 19:47-8.2  (incremental wagers) (transcript pages 34-36).
12.
Considered the Rulemaking petition of Francis Lentz for proposed publication of amendments to N.J.A.C 19:47-3.7 and 7.7  ("Last Call For Bets" In Mini-Baccarat):

By a vote of 4-0 denied the petition and declined to publish an amendment to N.J.A.C 19:47-3.7 and 7.7, that would require the dealer in baccarat and mini- baccarat to say “last call for bets”  (ruling number 07-05-16-12; transcript pages  36-47).

13.
By a vote of 4-0  a) preliminarily approve the progressive payout wager for texas hold’em poker as a new wager compatible with the public interest, pursuant to section 5 of the Act;  b) authorize the publication of the Notice of Temporary adoption, which will permit a test of the progressive payout wager to begin on or after May 31, 2007; subject to the conditions listed below, and continue for a period of time not to exceed 270 days;  c) temporarily adopt the amendments contained in the Notice of Proposal, for the purpose of conducting the test  d) delegate to the Director of the Division of Compliance, the authority to establish the terms and conditions of a test of progressive payout wager, including any link to the progressive payout wager for Caribbean stud poker; and  e) condition any test of the progressive payout wager upon the filing with and approval by the Division of Compliance of all necessary test submissions for a section 69e test of the progressive payout wager for texas hold’em bonus poker ( transcript pages 47-49).
14.
By a vote of 4-0 approved for publication amendments for Total Card Wagers in Baccarat Punto Banco and Minibaccarat (transcript pages 49-51).
15.
Considered the petition of Trump Properties for Relief from Commission Order No. 07-04-04-08:

By a vote of 4-0 granted the petition of Trump Taj Mahal Associates, LLC, Trump Plaza Associates, LLC and Trump Marina Associates, LLC, for relief from Commission Order 07-04-04-08, prohibiting business with Ikon Office Solutions, Inc. and permitted Trump Taj Mahal Associates, LLC, Trump Plaza Associates, LLC and Trump Marina Associates, LLC, to continue conducting business with Ikon Office Solutions, Inc. until July 2, 2007  (PRN 1290710) (ruling number 07-05-16-15; transcript pages 51-52).

In accordance with Resolution No. 06-12-13-20, the next closed session of the Commission shall be held on Wednesday, June 6, 2007, at 9:15 a.m. in the Commission offices  (transcript page 52).


There being no members of the public to address the Commission, the meeting adjourned at 11:17 a.m.
