Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
Chair Kassekert opened the meeting with a moment of silence in memory of Commission employee Iris Cathy Butts.

Chair Kassekert acknowledged the presence of visiting regulators from the Regulatory Authority of Singapore: Chen Wei Ann, Head of Licensing and Yeo Yee Chuan, Head of Investigation  (transcript pages 50-51).

By a vote of 4-0 (Chair Kassekert abstained) ratified the minutes of May 16, 2007 public meeting (transcript page 10).
2.
By a vote of 5-0 remanded for hearings 12 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*). 


By a vote of 5-0 remanded for a hearing the casino service industry license applications of Jocanz, Inc.; Architectural Signing Arizona, Inc.; and Atlantic City Quality Foods, Inc. (Exhibit EL-1*).

By a vote of 5-0 granted 15 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*).

By a vote of 5-0 found Patti Sarles Hart plenarily qualified in connection with the gaming related casino service industry license of IGT, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:51-1.14B(h)  (Exhibit EL-2*).

By a vote of 5-0 granted the following applications for initial and renewal of casino key employee licenses and for qualification:  Ravneet S. Bhandari, Senior Vice President of Revenue for Trump Marina Associates, LLC, Trump Plaza Associates, LLC and Trump Taj Mahal Associates, LLC; Eleni Lemoniotis, Director of Internal Audit for Trump Taj Mahal Associates, LLC; Robert M. Pickus, Executive Vice President, General Counsel and Secretary for Trump Marina Associates, LLC, Trump Plaza Associates, LLC and Trump Taj Mahal Associates, LLC; and Cheryl E. Wilson, Vice President of Marketing for Trump Marina Associates, LLC  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 10-14).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Joey Anderson, Lawrence Blackledge, Robin R. Grimes (a/k/a Robin R. Taylor, Robin R. Taylor-Grimes, Robin Renai), Yvette M. Hunter, Nelson Santos, Richard W. Wenger, Cory A. Bain, Rhonda Y. Dubose, Daniel Colella, Peter A. Pallitto and Carlton L. Torian (rulings number 07-05-16-03-A, 07-05-16-03-B, 07-05-16-03-C, 07-05-16-03-D, 07-05-16-03-E, 07-05-16-03-F, 07-05-16-03-I, 07-05-16-03-J, 07-05-16-03-K, 07-05-16-03-L, 07-05-16-03-M); 

Approved the stipulation of settlement and applied section 91e waiver, and good cause is found, pursuant to section 106c of the Act, to permit Karen Cruz (a/k/a Ibis Hernandez), to retain her casino service employee registration and to work in a position that does not require a license.  A civil penalty of $250 was imposed for violation of section 86b of the Act and respondent is required to document an extension of her alien residency status which expires on July 31, 2007  (ruling number 07-06-06-03-G); and

Approved the stipulation of settlement and continued in effect Jeury J. Sierra casino service employee registration in revoked status.  Respondent may petition for a position that does not require a license; petition to reapply early for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 07-06-06-03-H; transcript pages 14-17).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and granted the non-gaming casino service industry license renewal application of Jacqueline Sindelman, Inc., (t/a Jackie Delman) and the qualification of Jacqueline Sindelman, subject to compliance with certain financial and reporting obligations (ruling numbers 07-06-06-04; transcript pages 17-19).

5.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the Initial Decision of Hearing Examiner Ralph G. Frulio, Commissioner, and denied the casino employee license application of Quan M. Nguyen.  Mr. Quan is prohibited from applying for or holding any license, registration, qualification, or approval required under the Act or working in a non-credential hotel position  (ruling numbers 07-06-06-05; transcript pages 19-20).

By a vote of 5-0 adjourned the petition of Harvey J. Helmandollar, IIl for early reapplication  (07-0129-RA) (transcript pages 20-23).
7.
By a vote of 5-0 granted the Division of Gaming Enforcement request for preliminary placement of the Order placing the name of Bao A. Bui on the exclusion list, pending the final outcome of the related petition for final exclusion  (rulings number 07-06-06-07; transcript pages 23-25).

8.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and granted temporary qualification to Dennis H. Morgan as an Officer of Colombia Sussex Corporation, subject to the conditions in the draft Resolution  (PRN  1300701) (ruling number 07-06-06-08; transcript pages 32-42).

9.
By vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and granted temporary qualification to Todd Gurney, a proposed Officer of Tropicana Casinos and Resorts, Inc., subject to the conditions in the Resolutions (PRN 1360701) (ruling number 07-06-06-09; transcript pages 32-42).
10
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and determined that William J. Yung IV and Derek Haught no longer need to qualify as Officers of Columbia Sussex Corporation.  Further, permitted them to withdraw their applications for qualification, subject, in each instance, to the conditions stated in the Resolution (PRN 1200704)  (ruling number 07-06-06-10; transcript pages 25-30).

By a vote of 5-0 readopted as published N.J.A.C. 19:43 (Casino Licensees) (transcript pages 42-43).

12.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and approved the petition of Resorts international Hotel, Inc. for an amendment to its Certificate of Operation and Casino Hotel Alcoholic Beverage License, to permit the reconfiguration and expansion of its gaming floor, subject to the conditions in the Resolution (PRN 1490702)  (ruling number 07-06-06-12; transcript pages 43-46).

13.
By a vote of 5-0 approved for publication amendments for bust it! wager in blackjack (transcript pages 46-47).
14.
By a vote of 4-0  a) preliminarily approved the bad beat bonus wager for three card poker and four card poker as a new wager compatible with the public interest, pursuant to section 5 of the Act;  b) authorized the publication of the Notice of Temporary adoption, which will permit a test of bad beat bonus wager to begin on or after July 9, 2007; subject to the conditions listed below, and continue for a period of time not to exceed 270 days;  c) temporarily adopted the amendments contained in the Notice of Proposal, for the purpose of conducting the test  d) delegated to the Director of the Division of Compliance, the authority to establish the terms and conditions of a test of bad beat bonus wager for three card poker and four card poker; and  e) conditioned any test of the bad beat bonus wager upon the filing with and approval by the Division of Compliance of all necessary test submissions for a section 69e test of the wager  

(transcript pages 47-51).

By vote of 4-1 (Commissioner Epps dissented) adopted the draft resolution and granted temporary qualification to Brian Doyle, a proposed Officer of Tropicana Casinos and Resorts, Inc., subject to the conditions in the Resolutions  (PRN 1410709) (ruling number 07-06-06-15; transcript pages 30-42).

By vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and granted temporary qualification to Kevin Preston, a proposed Officer of Tropicana Casinos and Resorts, Inc., subject to the conditions in the Resolutions (PRN 1510715) (ruling number 07-06-06-16; transcript pages 30-42).
17.
By a vote of 5-0 adjourned the petition of Tropicana Casinos and Resorts, Inc. and Adamar of New Jersey, Inc. for Declaratory Relief with respect to N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.11c (2) and other related Audit Committee Issues, until the June 20, 2007 public meeting  (PRN 1520709) (transcript pages 30).

Adjourned the Petitions of Adamar of New Jersey, Inc. for permission for two individuals (Jeffrey A. Silver and Karin J. Brugler) to perform qualifying duties for Tropicana Casinos and Resorts, Inc. before their plenary qualification, and other relief (PRN 0790702, 1280708) (transcript pages 42).
