Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By a vote of 5-0 ratified the minutes of June 6, 2007 public meeting (transcript page 10).
2.
By a vote of 5-0 remanded for hearings 17 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*).

By a vote of 5-0 remanded for a hearing the casino employee license renewal application of Vincent Lombardo  (Exhibit EL-1*).


By a vote of 5-0 remanded for a hearing the casino service industry license applications of Ted Lischin, LLC; Essenell Corporation; and E S Associates  (Exhibit EL-1*).

By a vote of 5-0 granted 15 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*).


By a vote of 5-0 granted the following applications for initial and renewal of casino key employee licenses and for qualification:  Ronald S. Barber, Senior Vice President and General Manager for Marina Associates; Teresa M. Davila, Vice President of Hotel Operations for Trump Marina Associates, LLC; Alexis L. Figueras, Vice President of Finance for Bally’s Park Place, Inc.; Travis G. Lamb, Vice President of Finance-Eastern Division for Marina Associates, Atlantic City Showboat, Inc., Bally's Park Place, Inc., and Boardwalk Regency Corp; Michael S. Lyons, Security Director for Adamar of New Jersey, Inc. ; Michael J. Walsh, Vice President of Development Atlantic City for Marina Associates ; and Daniel G. Wright, Security Director for Bally’s Park Place, Inc.  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 10-14).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the petition of Harrah's Operating Company, Inc., Marina Associates (d/b/a Harrah's Casino Hotel Atlantic City),  Atlantic City Showboat, Inc., Bally's Park Place, Inc., (d/b/a Bally's Atlantic City) and Boardwalk Regency Corp., (d/b/a Caesar's Atlantic City) and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Samuel Dillard, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-89(e) and permitted him, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the powers of Vice President of IT Operations for Atlantic City Operations, without first having been qualified.  (PRN 1450712)  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 14-16).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Robert S. White, Taikim R. Waters, Garry S. Dieudonne, Antoine F. Holt, Steven A. Wood, Michael D. Hitchens, Juliet M. Silva (a/k/a Juliet M. Balonso) and Shirley J. Price  (rulings number 07-06-20-04-A, 07-06-20-04-B, 07-06-20-04-C, 07-06-20-04-D, 07-06-20-04-E, 07-06-20-04-F, 07-06-20-04-G, 07-06-20-04-H; transcript pages 16-18).

By a vote 5-0 granted Jack J. D’Innocenzio petition for relief and vacated that portion of the Commission’s Order dated April 13, 2005.  Mr. D’Innocenzio is permitted to resume working for Dee Casino Tours, Inc., subject to the condition that he file a completed junket enterprise disclosure form  (07-0272-MI)  (ruling numbers 07-06-20-05; transcript pages 57-60).
6.
By a vote of 5-0 granted Bano Khalid permission to reapply early as a non-credential hotel employee  (ruling number 07-06-20-06-A);


By a vote of 5-0 granted Tracy T. Nunnally permission to reapply early for a casino service employee registration and to work as a non-credential hotel employee  (ruling number 07-06-20-06-B; transcript pages 18-21).

Considered the Division of Gaming Enforcement applications for suspension and issued the following ruling:


By a vote of 5-0 suspended the credential held by Thomas Froehlich (ruling number 07-06-20-07-A);

By a vote of 4-0 (Chair Kassekert abstained) suspended the credential held by Andrew McGarrigel (ruling number 07-06-20-07-B); and 

By a vote of 5-0 suspended the credential held by Melanie L. Testa  (ruling number 07-06-20-07-C; transcript pages 21-34).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $30,000 against Adamar of New Jersey, Inc. (d/b/a Tropicana Casino and Resort) for violation of Commission regulations, requiring prior approvals of surveillance equipment  (06-0539-VC)  (ruling number 07-06-20-08; transcript pages 34-36).

9.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $40,000 against Adamar of New Jersey, Inc. (d/b/a Tropicana Casino and Resort) for a self exclusion process violation  (07-0018-VC; 06-0537-VC)  (ruling number 07-06-20-09; transcript pages 36-37).

10.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $35,000 against Resorts International Hotel, Inc. (d/b/a Resorts Atlantic City) for violation of Commission regulations regarding internal controls  (06-0597-VC)  (ruling number 07-06-20-10; transcript pages 37-39).

By a vote of 5-0 granted the petition of Aon Limited for an exemption from casino service industry licensure, as permitted by N.J.S.A. 5:12-92 ( c) and N.J.A.C. 19:51-1.13  (PRN 0790705) (ruling number 07-06-20-11; transcript pages 39-41).

Considered the petition of Harrah’s Entertainment, Inc. and Harrah’s Operating Company, Inc., to consolidate proceedings with respect to renewal of their casino licenses and casino hotel alcoholic beverage licenses and issued the following ruling:

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and granted the request for a consolidated license renewal hearing.  Further, extended the license terms of Marina Associates and Atlantic City Showboat, Inc., until the earlier of such hearing date or June 30, 2008, subject to the conditions stated in the draft Resolution  (PRN 1210701) (ruling number 07-06-20-12; transcript pages 41-44).

Considered the petition of Tropicana Casinos and Resorts, Inc. and Adamar of New Jersey, Inc. for declaratory relief with respect to N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.11c (2) and other related Audit Committee Issues:

By vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and granted temporary qualification to Jeffrey A. Silver, as the proposed Independent Member of the Audit Committee of Tropicana Entertainment, L.L.C., subject to the conditions in the Resolution (PRN 0790702) (ruling number 07-06-20-14-A); and

By vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and granted temporary qualification to Karin J. Brugler, a proposed Officer of Tropicana Casinos and Resorts, Inc. and Tropicana Entertainment, L.L.C., subject to the conditions in the Resolution (PRN 1280708) (ruling number 07-06-20-14-B; transcript pages 48-52).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted as published amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:40-1.2, 19:45-1.36, 1.37 and 1.40, and 
19:46-1.26  (Jackpot-to-Credit-Meter Switch) (transcript pages 53-54).

By a vote of 5-0 approved for publication and temporarily adopted amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.1, 19:45-1.8 and 19:45-1.54  (Suspicious, Unscanned and Unverified Gaming Vouchers)  (transcript pages 54-55).

Considered the petition of Trump Plaza Associates, LLC, Trump Marina Associates, LLC, and Trump Taj Mahal Associates, LLC for renewal of their casino licenses and casino hotel alcoholic beverage licenses, and related matters  (PRN 0510702); Amended petition of Trump Plaza Associates, LLC, Trump Marina Associates, LLC, and Trump Taj Mahal Associates, LLC for approval of material debt transactions (PRN 0670703); and
