Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By a vote of 4-0 (Commissioner Frulio abstained) ratified the minutes of July 18, 2007 public meeting (transcript page 8-9).
2.
By a vote of 5-0 remanded for hearings 30 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*).
By a vote of 5-0 granted 13 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*).

By a vote of 5-0 found Galya Hoffer plenarily qualified in connection with the gaming related casino service industry license of TOTALUP, Inc., pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:51-1.14B(h) (Exhibit EL-2*).
By a vote of 5-0 granted the following applications for initial and/or renewal of casino key employee licenses and for qualification:  Ronald R. Browne, Vice President of Casino Operations for Trump Marina Associates, LLC; and Domenic R. Palmiere, Vice President of Relationship Marketing for Marina District Development Company, LLC  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 9-12).
3.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the petition of Marina District Development Company, LLC (d/b/a Borgata Hotel Casino & Spa), and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Jay Rosenthal, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-89(e) and permitted him, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the powers of Vice President of Hospitality, without first having been qualified.  (PRN 1900725)  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 12-14).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Jerry Galarza, Caprice F. Walker, Erik Valentin, Deanna K Battaglini, James E. English, and Gabriel C. Darretta  (rulings number 07-08-01-04-A, 07-08-01-04-B, 07-08-01-04-C, 07-08-01-04-D, 07-08-01-04-E, 07-08-01-04-G); and

Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the casino service employee registration of Stephen Staiano.  Respondent may be employed in a non-credential hotel position; and petition for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation (ruling number 07-08-01-04-F; transcript pages 14-16).
5.
By a vote of 5-0 granted Desiree Mendez permission to reapply early for a casino service employee registration and/or to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel alcoholic employee  (ruling number 07-08-01-05-A);


By a vote of 5-0 granted Claudio L. Valentin permission to reapply early for a casino employee license, a casino service employee registration and/or to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee (ruling number 07-08-01-05-B; transcript pages 16-20).
6.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and impose a civil penalty of $30,000 against Marina District Development Company, LLC (d/b/a Borgata Hotel Casino & Spa) for violation of Commission regulations, regarding engaging in business without requisite approval (07-0147-VC)  (ruling number 07-08-01-06; transcript pages 20-22).
7.
By a vote of 5-0 granted nunc pro tunc, the petition for a transactional waiver with respect to Tang Dynasty Entertainment, LLC; and dismissed as moot the petition, as to Borgata, pursuant to the Stipulation of Settlement in State v MDDC, Docket No. 07-0147-VC  (PRN 3120608) (ruling number 07-08-01-07; transcript pages 22-24).
8.
Adjourned the petition of Highgate Steel, Inc. for release of monies held in escrow and other relief (PRN 1630701) (transcript page 24).
9.
Adjourned the amended petition of Goldman, Sachs & Co., et al., for a waiver of the qualification requirement with respect to Security Holdings in Boyd Gaming Corporation, and for other relief at the request of the petitioner  (PRN 0300703)  (transcript page 24).
10.
Considered the petition of the Division of Gaming Enforcement requesting clarification of a Ruling in Resolution No. 07-04-04-11 and issued the following ruling:
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and granted the relief requested in the petition, to the extent set forth, and subject to the conditions therein  (PRN 1930701)  (ruling number 07-08-01-09; transcript pages 24-40).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and authorized John W. Baker on a temporary basis, prior to his plenary qualification, to assume the duties and exercise the powers of Vice President for Procurement & Enterprise Effectiveness for Harrah's Operating Company, Inc., subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7, which, among other things, required that he file a Personal History disclosure Form-MJ and NJ Supplement by August 16, 2007  (PRN 2000702) (ruling number 07-08-01-11; transcript pages 40-43).

12.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and authorized Robert W. Little on a temporary basis, prior to his plenary qualification, to assume the duties and exercise the powers of Regional Vice President for the Eastern Region of Tropicana Casinos & Resorts, Inc., subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7  (PRN 1900723) (ruling number 07-08-01-12; transcript pages 43-45).

13.
By a vote of 5-0 readopted for publication N.J.A.C 19:53, without amendment (Equal Employment and Business Opportunity)  (transcript pages 45-46).

14.
Considered the petition of Bally's Park Place, Inc. (d/b/a Bally's Atlantic City), for a waiver of the qualification requirement, pursuant to the provisions of N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.14A and issued the following ruling:

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and granted the requested relief, pursuant to the condition in the resolution  (PRN 1860711)  (ruling number 07-08-01-14; transcript pages 46-47).

15.
Considered the petition of the Atlantic City Cartoon Jackpots Progressive Trust and Bally Gaming, Inc., for permission to transfer a progressive jackpot, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.39 (n) and issued the following ruling:

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and approved petitioners’ request to transfer a progressive slot jackpot, subject to the condition in the Resolution  (PRN 1920701)  (ruling number 07-08-01-15; transcript pages 47-49).

In accordance with Resolution No. 06-12-13-20, the next closed session of the Commission shall be held on Wednesday, August 22, 2007, at 9:15 a.m. in the Commission offices  (transcript page 49).
