Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By a vote of 5-0 ratified the minutes of August 1, 2007 public meeting (transcript page 8).
2.
By a vote of 5-0 remanded for hearings 18 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*).
By a vote of 5-0 remanded for a hearing the casino service industry license applications of L & R Construction Company, Inc.; and Stamack USA, Inc.   (Exhibit EL-1*).

By a vote of 5-0 granted 9 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*).

By a vote of 5-0 granted the casino service industry license application of Plaza Venture, LLC.  (Exhibit EL-2*).

By a vote of 5-0 found the following plenarily qualified in connection with their respective gaming related casino service industry licenses, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:51-1.14B(h):  Steven W. Beason,  Scientific Games Racing, L.L.C; Bryce R. Rubio,  Progressive Gaming International Corp; and Michael J. Regan,  Scientific Games Racing, L.L.C.

By a vote of 5-0 granted the renewal application of Mark Giannantonio for a casino key employee license and for qualification as President and Chief Operating Officer for Adamar of New Jersey, Inc.  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 9-13).
3.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the petition of Marina District Development Company, LLC (d/b/a Borgata Hotel Casino & Spa), and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Nicolas Kurban, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-89(e) and permitted him, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the powers of Vice President of Food and Beverage, without first having been qualified.  (PRN 2040714)  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 13-15).

4.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of June M. Calico (a/k/a June M. Bruey, June M. Bartle), Charles J. Force, Jr., Gaetano J. Matarazzo, Christina K. Kang (a/k/a Kelli Kang, Cristi Kang, Kang My, My Kang), Rodney G. Pollard, Clovis V. Ghee, Juan Lizama (a/k/a Juan Ramon Lizama), Norma L. Pezzotti, Anthony Bekete and Nicholas R. Hoag  (rulings number 07-08-22-04-A, 07-08-22-04-B, 07-08-22-04-C, 07-08-22-04-E, 07-08-22-04-F; 07-08-22-04-G, 07-08-22-04-H, 07-08-22-04-I, 07-08-22-04-K, 07-08-22-04-L);

Approved the stipulation of settlement and denied Dustin C. Anderson application for a casino employee license.  However, good cause is found, pursuant to section 106c of the Act, to allow Mr. Anderson to retain his casino service employee registration.  Applicant may apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 07-08-22-04-D); and

Approved the stipulation of settlement and continued in effect Ronal Guevara Alvarado (a/k/a Ronal R. Guevara) casino service employee registration in revoked status.  Respondent may petition for a position that does not require a license; petition for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 07-08-22-04-J transcript pages 15-17).
5.
By a vote of 5-0 suspended the credentials held by Sheria T. Norwood  (ruling number 07-08-22-05; transcript pages 17-18).

6.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulation of settlement of David M. Wirtz   a)  vacated the Order dated September 18, 2002.   b)  granted Mr. Wirtz’s initial casino employee license application and reinstated his casino service employee registration, subject to the conditions set forth in the stipulation  (07-0226-MI)  (ruling numbers 07-08-22-07; transcript pages 18-20).

7.
By vote of 5-0 granted the petition of Cingular Wireless, PCS, LLC for an exemption from casino service industry licensure, as permitted by N.J.S.A 5:12-92 (c ) and N.J.A.C 19:51-1.13 (PRN 1200705)  (ruling number 07-08-22-07; transcript pages 20-22).

8.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and authorized John G. Jacob on a temporary basis, prior to his plenary qualification, to assume the duties and exercise the powers of the qualifying positions indicated in the draft resolution, subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7, which, among other things, required that he file a Personal History disclosure Form-MJ and NJ Supplement by September 6, 2007  (PRN 2120702) (ruling number 07-08-22-08; transcript pages 22-25).

9
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and waived the qualification requirement, pursuant to N.J.S.A 5:12-85d (1), as to Wendy L. Nutt in her capacity as Vice President, of Labor Relations and Jeremy Bach in his capacity as Vice President of Finance, Corporate Operations, for MGM Mirage.  (PRN 2060702) (ruling number 07-08-22-09; transcript pages 25-28).

10.
By a vote of 4-0  a) preliminarily approved Winner's Pot Poker as a new game compatible with the public interest, pursuant to section 5 of the Act;  b) authorized the publication of the Notice of Temporary adoption, which will permit a test of Winner's Pot Poker to begin on or after September 24, 2007; subject to the conditions listed below, and continue for a period of time not to exceed 270 days;  c) temporarily adopted the amendments contained in the Notice of Proposal, for the purpose of conducting the test  d) delegated to the Director of the Division of Compliance, the authority to establish the terms and conditions of a test of Winner's Pot Poker; and  e) conditioned any test of Winner's Pot Poker upon the filing with and approval by the Division of Compliance of all necessary test submissions for a section 69e test of the game  (transcript pages 28-32).

In accordance with Resolution No. 06-12-13-20, the next closed session of the Commission shall be held on Wednesday, September 5, 2007, at 9:15 a.m. in the Commission offices  (transcript page 33).


There being no members of the public to address the Commission, the meeting adjourned at 10:52 a.m.
