Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By a vote of 4-0 ratified the minutes of August 22, 2007 public meeting (transcript page 8).
2.
By a vote of 4-0 remanded for hearings 4 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*).
By a vote of 4-0 granted 8 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*).

By a vote of 4-0 found Charles R. Henry qualified in connection with the gaming related casino services industry licenses of Gaming Partners International, USA, Inc., Gaming Partners International, SAS and GPI Mexicana SA De CV., pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:51-1.14B(h)  (transcript pages 9-10).
3.
By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Harry Doncell, Sandra L. Lovest, Belinda G. Scott  (a/k/a Curtis), Dan S. Ostroff, Mohammed A. Shahin and Michael Helgeland  (rulings number 07-09-05-03-A, 07-09-05-03-C, 07-09-05-03-D, 07-09-05-03-E, 07-08-22-04-F);

Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the credential held by Thomas Froehlich.  Respondent may petition for a position that does not require a license; petition for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 07-09-05-03-B; transcript pages 11-12).

4.
Adjourned the application for suspension of Annamarie Donall to the September 19, 2007 public meeting;
By a vote of 4-0 suspended the credentials held by Alciena E. Holley, Nicholas J. Merlino, III and Terrance T. Monroe  (a/k/a Terrence T. Monroe)  (ruling number (rulings number 07-09-05-04-B, 07-09-05--04-C, 07-09-05-04-D; transcript pages 12-14).

5.
By a vote of 4-0 adopted the Initial Decision of Hearing Examiner, Ralph Frulio, Commissioner, and denied the casino service industry license application of Worldtech Enterprise, Inc.  Serge Polajenko and Worldtech Enterprise, Inc are found disqualified and prohibited from conducting any direct or indirect business with casino licensees or applicants (06-0442-SI) (ruling numbers 07-09-05-05; transcript pages 14-15).

6.
By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $20,000 against Adamar of New Jersey, Inc. (d/b/a Tropicana Casino and Resort) for violation of Commission regulations, regarding the surveillance alarm system and internal controls  (06-0228-VC)  (ruling number 07-09-05-06; transcript pages 15-17).

7.
By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $10,000 against Marina Associates (d/b/a Harrah’s Marina Hotel & Casino Atlantic City); and a civil penalty of $10,000 against Atlantic City Showboat, Inc (t/a Showboat Casino Hotel) for violation of Commission regulations, regarding off site records and slot storage (07-0327-VC)  (ruling number 07-09-05-07; transcript pages 17-19).
8.
By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $25,000 against Trump Marina Associates, LLC  (d/b/a Trump Marina Hotel and Casino) for violation of Commission regulations, regarding alcoholic beverage service to an underage person (07-0108-VC)  (ruling number 07-09-05-08; transcript pages 19-20).

9.
By a vote of 4-0 granted the petition of Johnson Controls, Inc. and waived the qualification of Capital Research and Management Company, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:51-1.14 (b)(3) and N.J.S.A 5:12-85 (f), based on its status as an institutional investor as defined by N.J.S.A 5:12-27.1  (PRN 1570702)  (ruling number 07-09-05-09; transcript pages 20-22).
10.
Considered the amended petition of Tropicana Casinos & Resorts, Inc. for an extension of the period of Interim Casino Authorization, pursuant to N.J.S.A  5:12-95.16 and issued the following ruling:
By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft resolution and granted the relief requested in the amended petition, to the extent set forth, and subject to the conditions, in the Resolution (PRN 1770701)  (ruling number 07-09-05-10; transcript pages 22-25).
11.
Considered the further amended Petition of Goldman, Sachs & Co., et al., for a waiver of the qualification requirement with respect to Security Holdings in Boyd Gaming Corporation, and for other relief and issued the following ruling:
By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft resolution and granted the relief requested in the amended petition, to the extent set forth, and subject to the conditions, in the Resolution (PRN 0300703) (ruling number 07-09-05-11; transcript pages 25-28).
12.
By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft resolution and waived the qualification requirement, pursuant to N.J.S.A 5:12-85d (1), as to Skip Wilks in his capacity as Vice President, Enterprise Security for Harrah's Operating Company, Inc., subject to the condition in the Resolution  (PRN 2220701) (ruling number 07-09-05-12; transcript pages 29-31).

13
By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Heath Daughtrey qualified to serve as Vice President IT Services and Integration for Harrah's Operating Company, Inc.  (ruling number 07-09-05-13; transcript pages 31-33).
14.
By a vote of 4-0 temporarily adopted amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:40-1.2; N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.8, 1.10, 1.11 and 1.37B; and new rule: N.J.A.C. 19:46-2.1 et seq. (Server-Supported Slot Systems)  (transcript pages 33-37).

15.
By a vote of 4-0 approved for publication and temporarily adopted amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.37A and 1.46 (Electronic transfer credit systems)  (transcript pages 37-38).

16.
The petition of Tropicana Casinos & Resorts, Inc. for a temporary casino key qualifier license for Bruce J. Williams was administratively removed from Consideration  (PRN 2270703) (transcript pages 38).


In accordance with Resolution No. 06-12-13-20, the next closed session of the Commission shall be held on Wednesday, September 19, 2007, at 9:15 a.m. in the Commission offices  (transcript page 39).
