Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By a vote of 4-0 ratified the minutes of September 5, 2007 public meeting (transcript page 8).
2.
By a vote of 4-0 remanded for hearings 13 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*).
By a vote of 4-0 granted 11 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*).

By a vote of 4-0 found Bradley S. Rowlette qualified in connection with the gaming related casino service industry license of Midwest Game Supply Company, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:51-1.14B(h)  (transcript pages 9-11).
3.
By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of, Richard L. Graham and David E. Mathis and James M. Reese  (rulings number 07-09-19-03-B, 07-09-19-03-C, 07-09-19-03-D); and

Approved the stipulation of settlement as modified to substitute a section 91e waiver for rehabilitation, and good cause is found, pursuant to section 106c of the Act to allow Sergio H Alfaro (a/k/a Jose Antonio Osorio-Rivera) to retain his casino service employee registration and work in non-credential employment.  A civil penalty of $250 was imposed for violation of section 86b of the Act and respondent is required to document an extension of his employment authorization status on or before August 18, 2008.  Respondent may apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 07-09-19-03-A, transcript pages 11-13).
4.
By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and assessed the following penalties for violation of Commission regulations, regarding alcoholic beverage service to an underage person:   a)  Imposed a civil penalty of $20,000 against Trump Marina Associates, LLC (d/b/a Trump Marina Hotel Casino); and  b)  Issued a letter of reprimand and suspended Richard Olita casino service employee registration for three days, with credit given for the term of the suspension already served  (07-0229-VC)  (ruling number 07-09-19-04; transcript pages 13-15).
5.
By a vote of 3-1 (Commissioner Epps dissented) adopted the Initial Decision of Hearing Examiner Michael A. Fedorko, Vice Chair, and granted the casino employee license application of Wayne J. Molosky.  Mr. Molosky was found not disqualified, pursuant to 86c(1) and 86g of the Act.  (ruling numbers 07-09-19-05; transcript pages 48-63).
6.
Adjourned the petition of Steven P. Hill for early reapplication;


By a vote of 4-0 granted Harvey J. Helmandollar, III petition to reapply early for a casino employee license, a casino service employee registration and/or to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee  (ruling number 07-09-19-06-A);


By a vote of 4-0 granted Darrian L. Hudgins permission to reapply early for a casino employee license  (ruling number 07-09-19-06-C); and 

By a vote of 4-0 granted Amneris Rodriguez permission to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee  (ruling number 07-09-19-06-D; transcript pages 15-36). 

7.
The application for suspension of Annamarie Donall was withdrawn at the request of the Division of Gaming Enforcement; and

By votes of 4-0 suspended the credentials held by Brydell A. Brittingham, Dominga A. Roman- Almonte, , Jose G. Prado- Ramirez, Glorymar Rosario, Beatris Valentino and Lu Wang   (ruling number 07-09-19-07-A, 07-09-19-08-B, 07-09-19-08-D, 07-09-19-08-E, 07-09-19-F, 07-09-19-G; transcript pages 36-42).

8.
By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft resolution and waived the qualification requirement, pursuant to N.J.S.A 5:12-85d (1), as to Dean McBride in his capacity as Vice President, Enterprise Surveillance for Harrah's Operating Company, Inc., subject to the condition in the Resolution  (PRN 2430703) (ruling number 07-09-19-08; transcript pages 43-45).

9
By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Christopher Chang temporarily qualified and authorized him to assume the duties and exercise the powers of Vice President, Innovation and IT Strategy for Harrah's Operating Company, Inc.., subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7, which among other things, required that Mr. Chang file a PHD-MJ and New Jersey Supplemental by October 4, 2007  (PRN 2500710) (ruling number 07-09-19-09; transcript pages 45-48).

10.
By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and approved the petition of Trump Taj Mahal Associates (d/b/a Trump Taj Mahal Casino Resort), for an amendment to its Certificate of Operation and Casino Hotel Alcoholic Beverage License, to permit the reconfiguration and expansion of its gaming floor, subject to the conditions in the Resolution (PRN 2500708)  (ruling number 07-09-19-10; transcript pages 63-65).

11.
By a vote of 4-0 adopted as published amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:47-8.2 and 8.3 (Minimum and Maximum Wagers; Additional Wagering Requirements)  (transcript pages 65-66).
12.
By a vote of 4-0 adopted as published amendments and new rule for three card bonus wager in let it ride poker  (transcript pages 66-67).
13. By a vote of 4-0 adopted as published amendments for total card wagers (4-5-6) in baccarat-punto banco and minibaccarat  (transcript pages 67-69).

In accordance with Resolution No. 06-12-13-20, the next closed session of the Commission shall be held on Wednesday, October 3, 2007, at 9:15 a.m. in the Commission offices  (transcript page 69).
