Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By a vote of 5-0 ratified the minutes of September 19, 2007 public meeting (transcript page 8).
2.
By a vote of 5-0 remanded for hearings 25 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*).
By a vote of 5-0 remanded for a hearing the casino service industry license application of Ace Air Charter, Inc.   (Exhibit EL-1*).

By a vote of 5-0 granted 8 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*).


By a vote of 5-0 granted the application of Andrew L Schlesinger for a casino key employee license and for qualification as President and General Manager of the Water Club for Marina District Development Company, LLC.  (Exhibit EL-2*).

By a vote of 5-0 found the following plenarily qualified in connection with their respective gaming related casino service industry licenses, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:51-1.14B(h):  Ira H. Raphaelson, Scientific Game Racing, LLC;  and Robert L. Guido, Bally Gaming, Inc.  (transcript pages 9-12).
3.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Kathryn Bozil, James L. Farber, Myra R. Korejwo, and Donald Burton   (rulings number 07-10-03-03-A, 07-10-03-03-B, 07-10-03-03-D, 07-10-03-03-E, 07-10-03-03-F);


Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the casino service employee registration of Dick H. Wong.  Respondent may be employed in a position that does not require a license; petition for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation.  (ruling number 07-10-03-03-C); and


Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the casino key employee license of Robert L. Mauriello.  Respondent may petition for a position that does not require a license; petition early for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino key employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation.  (ruling number 07-10-03-03-E; transcript pages 12-14).
4.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $75,000 against Trump Marina Associates, LLC (d/b/a Trump Marina Hotel Casino) for violation of Commission regulations, regarding underage wagering activity and alcoholic beverage service to underage persons  (07-0162-VC)  (ruling number 07-10-03-04; transcript pages 15-16).
5.
By a vote of 5-0 denied Connie D. Harris petition to reapply early for a casino service employee registration, but granted her permission and to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee  (ruling number 07-10-03-05-A); and

By a vote of 5-0 granted Bano Khalid permission to reapply early for a casino service employee registration  (ruling number 07-10-03-05-B; transcript pages 17-21).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Daniel J. D'Arrigo temporarily qualified and authorized him to assume the duties and exercise the powers of Chief Financial Officer and Executive Vice President of MGM MIRAGE, subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7, which among other things, required that Mr. Chang file a PHD-MJ and New Jersey Supplemental by October 18, 2007  (PRN 2560712) (ruling number 07-10-03-06-A);

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Robert C. Selwood temporarily qualified and authorized him to assume the duties and exercise the powers of Chief Accounting Officer and Executive Vice President of MGM MIRAGE, subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7, which among other things, required that Mr. Selwood file a PHD-MJ and New Jersey Supplemental by October 18, 2007  (PRN 2560713) (ruling number 07-10-03-06-B); and

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Cathryn J. Santoro temporarily qualified and authorized her to assume the duties and exercise the powers of Senior Vice President And Treasurer of MGM Mirage, and Treasurer of MAC, Corp. and MIRAGE Resorts, Inc., subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7, which among other things, required that Ms. Santoro file a PHD-MJ and New Jersey Supplemental by October 18, 2007  (PRN 2560714) (ruling number 07-07-10-03-06-C; transcript pages 21-26).

7.
Considered the amended petition of Infinity World Investments, L.L.C. for a temporary and conditional waiver of the qualification requirement, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-85d (1) with respect to certain Equity Securities of MGM MIRAGE, and for other relief and issued the following ruling:

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and granted permission for Infinity World Investments, L.L.C. and four affiliates to own beneficially up to 9.5% of the Common Stock of MGM Mirage, pursuant to a waiver of the qualification requirement under N.J.S.A 5:12-85d (1), subject to the conditions stated in the Resolution.  (PRN 2490703)  (ruling number 07-07-10-03-07; transcript pages 26-30).
8.
Adjourned the petition of Adamar of New Jersey, Inc., et al., for relief from certain portions of Resolution No. 06-11-02-02 at the request of the petitioner  (PRN 2050702)  (transcript pages 31).
9.
Considered the petition of Resorts International Hotel, Inc. (d/b/a Resorts Atlantic City) for relief from a condition regarding the operation of a slot booth and issued the following ruling:

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and accepted Resorts’ weekday “noon-to-midnight” and weekend “24/7” proposal.  Delegated to the Director of the Compliance Division, the authority, in consultation with the Chair, to further modify the required minimum hours of operation for the slot booth in Pit #7, as may be necessary and appropriate (PRN 2430702)  (ruling number 07-10-03-09; transcript pages 31-33).

In accordance with Resolution No. 06-12-13-20, the next closed session of the Commission shall be held on Wednesday, October 17, 2007, at 9:15 a.m. in the Commission offices  (transcript page 33).


There being no members of the public to address the Commission, the meeting adjourned at 10:48 a.m.
