Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By a vote of 5-0 ratified the minutes of October 3, 2007 public meeting (transcript page 10).
2.
By a vote of 5-0 remanded for hearings 10 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*).
By a vote of 5-0 remanded for a hearing the casino service industry license application of Pajo Industries, Inc.  (Exhibit EL-1*).

By a vote of 5-0 granted 11 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*).


By a vote of 5-0 granted the following applications for initial and renewal of casino key employee licenses and for qualification:  Christina F. Broome, Vice President of Finance for Adamar of New Jersey, Inc.; Mario A. DiGuiseppe, President of Casino Operations for Adamar of New Jersey, Inc.; and Rosalind Krause, General Manager for Trump Taj Mahal, LLC  (Exhibit EL-2*).
By a vote of 5-0 found the following plenarily qualified in connection with their respective gaming related casino service industry licenses, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:51-1.14B(h):  Robert J. Kelly, Gaming Partners International SAS, Gaming Partners International USA, Inc., and GPI Mexicana SA De CV; and James R. Metcalfe, Scientific Games Racing, LLC  (transcript pages 11-14).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Steven Carday, David Fox and Pamela D. Maignan   (rulings number 07-10-17-03-A, 07-10-17-03-B, 07-10-17-03-C; transcript pages 15-16).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $25,000 against State v. ACE Gaming, LLC (d/b/a Sands Casino and Hotel) for violation of Commission regulations, regarding internal controls  (07-0109-VC) (ruling number 07-10-17-04; transcript pages 17-18).
5.
By a vote of 5-0 granted Andrea Griffin petition to reapply early for a casino employee license, a casino service employee registration, and /or to work as a non-credential casino hotel alcoholic employee, subject to the condition set forth in the Order  (ruling number 07-10-17-05-A);

By a vote of 5-0 granted Andrew P. Herbert permission to reapply early for a casino service employee registration and /or to work as a non-credential hotel employee (ruling number 07-10-17-05-B; and

By a vote of 5-0 grant Steven P. Hill permission to reapply early for a casino employee license, a casino service employee registration, and /or to work as a non-credential hotel employee, subject to the condition set forth in the Order  (ruling number 07-10-17-05-C; transcript pages 18-24).

6.
By a vote of 5-0 suspended the credentials held by Shazad K. Khan, Adetokunbo Ojo, Brian S. Oneill  (a/k/a O’Neill) and Mark S. Truss, Jr.  (ruling number 07-10-17-06-A, 07-10-17-06-B, 07-10-17-06-C, 07-10-17-06-D; transcript pages 24-31).

7.
Adjourned the Preliminary hearing concerning the exclusion of Robert Short  (07-0161-EL)  (transcript pages 31).

8.
By a vote of 5-0 entered final Orders directing that the names of Bao A. Bui, John Campanella, Jr., Louis Colavecchio, Coung Chi Dinh  (a/k/a Dina Chi Coung) and Antonello P. Pietrafesa remain on the exclusion list until further Order of the Commission.  (ruling number 07-10-17-08-A, 07-10-17-08-B, 07-10-17-08-C, 07-10-17-08-D, 07-10-17-08-E; transcript pages 31-33).
9.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Mark Fetah qualified to serve as Vice President of Design & Construction for the Eastern Division of Harrah's Operating Company, Inc.  (ruling number 07-10-17-09; transcript pages 33-35).

10.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Kenny C. Guinn qualified to serve as a Member of MGM Mirage's Board of Directors  (ruling number 07-10-17-10; transcript pages 35-38).

11.
The Petition of Marina District Development Company, LLC, (d/b/a Borgata Hotel Casino And Spa) for permission to transfer a progressive jackpot, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.39(n) was withdrawn at the request of the petitioner  (PRN 2400717)  (transcript pages 38).
12.
Considered the petition of IGT; Trump Plaza Associates, LLC; Trump Marina Associates, LLC; and Trump Taj Mahal Associates, LLC to terminate "Wheelionaire" Slot System and transfer its progressive Jackpots:

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and approved Petitioners’ request to transfer progressive slot jackpots, subject to the condition in the Resolution  (PRN 2680701)  (ruling number 07-10-17-12; transcript pages 38-40).

By a vote of 5-0 approved for publication and temporarily adopted amendment to N.J.A.C. 19:47-20.11  (Minimum Payout Odds for Pair Plus Wager and Ante Bonus in Three Card Poker) (transcript pages 40-42).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted as published amendments for "Bust It" In Blackjack  (transcript pages 42-44).

15
By a vote of 5-0 approved for publication amendments for Dragon Bonus Wager in baccarat and minibaccarat  (transcript pages 44-46).

16.
Considered the petition of Casino Association of New Jersey, Inc. for a Field of Commerce exemption, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-92c for casino simulcast sending tracks:

By vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and granted the requested relief, subject to the conditions in the Resolution  (PRN 2820706) (ruling number 07-10-17-16; transcript pages 46-48).

Considered the amended petition of Apollo Hamlet Holdings, LLC, Apollo Hamlet Holdings B, LLC, TPG Hamlet Holdings, LLC, TPG Hamlet Holdings B, LLC, Co-Invest Hamlet Holdings Series, LLC, Co-Invest Hamlet Holdings B, LLC, Hamlet Holdings, LLC and Hamlet Merger, Inc. for Interim Casino Authorization and Plenary Qualification as Holding Companies of Casino Licensees  (PRN 0460701):

The Commission received into evidence exhibits C-1 to C-2; D-1, and P-1 to P-22.  Exhibit C-2 was marked for Identification only and exhibits D-1 and P-3 were redacted.
The Commissioner heard presentations of the applicant and the testimony of Gary Loveman, Chief Executive Officer, Harrah’s Entertainment, Inc.; Jonathan Halkyard, Chief Financial Officer, Harrah’s Entertainment, Inc; Kelvin Davis, Partner, TPG Capital; and Eric Press, Partner, Apollo Management

The Commission considered the petitions, written submissions, exhibits and oral arguments presented.


By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and issued the following rulings:
a) granted interim casino authorization to Apollo Hamlet Holdings, LLC, Apollo Hamlet Holdings B, LLC, TPG Hamlet Holdings, LLC, TPG Hamlet Holdings B, LLC, Co-Invest Hamlet Holdings Series, LLC, Co-Invest Hamlet Holdings B, LLC, Hamlet Holdings, LLC and Hamlet Merger, Inc. as Holding Companies of the Harrah’s Casino Licensees; Atlantic City Showboat, Inc (d/b/a Showboat Casino Hotel), Marina Associates (d/b/a Harrah’s Casino Hotel Atlantic City, Bally’s Park Place, Inc (d/b/a Bally’s Atlantic City, and Boardwalk Regency Corporation (d/b/a Caesars Atlantic City); and  
b) approved the material debt transactions; 
all as set forth in the findings and rulings and subject to the conditions contained in the Resolution  (ruling number 07-10-17-17; transcript pages 49-175).
