Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By a vote of 5-0 ratified the minutes of October 17, 2007 public meeting (transcript page 8).
2.
By a vote of 5-0 remanded for hearings 12 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*).
By a vote of 5-0 granted 6 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*).


By a vote of 5-0 granted the following applications for initial and renewal of casino key employee licenses and for qualification:  David R. Coskey, Sr, Vice President of Marketing for Marina District Development Company, LLC; and Joseph A. Domenico, Senior Vice President and General Manager for Bally’s Park Place, Inc.  (Exhibit EL-2*).
By a vote of 5-0 found the following plenarily qualified in connection with their respective gaming related casino service industry licenses, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:51-1.14B(h):  Tracey Lee Elkerton,  Aristocrat International, Pty Ltd, Aristocrat Technologies Australia, Pty Ltd, and Aristocrat Technologies, Inc.; Robert C. Caller, Bally Gaming, Inc.; Kenneth L. Bossingham and Luke Kenneth Orchard, Atronic Americas, LLC; Yuji Taniguchi, Konami Gaming, Inc.; and Jerome Robert Smith, Shuffle Master, Inc.  (transcript pages 9-13).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Kiep V. Le, Rafiq S. Salim (a/k/a Ronald Thornton, Robert Thorpe), Shanya H. Davis, Anthony Dabney, Kimberly N. Jenkins, Basheema T. Washington, Christine L. Moss and John W. Perry (rulings number 07-10-31-03-A, 07-10-31-03-B, 07-10-31-03-C, 07-10-31-03-D, 07-10-31-03-E, 07-10-31-03-F, 07-10-31-03-G, 07-10-31-03-H); and

Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the credential held by Victor M. Sternberg (a/k/a Victor Sternborg).  Respondent may petition for a position that does not require a license; petition to reapply for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 07-10-31-03-I, transcript pages 13-14).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and granted the non-gaming casino service industry license application of Susanna’s Inc. (t/a Susanna Foo Chinese Cuisine) and found Susanna Foo qualified  (07-0017-SI) )  (ruling number 07-10-31-04; transcript pages 15-16).
5.
By a vote of 5-0 suspended the credentials held by Maurice J. Callaway  (a/k/a Pete Callaway) and Rafael Velez  (ruling number 07-10-31-05-A, 07-10-31-05-B; transcript pages 16-17).

6.
By a vote of 5-0 granted the Division of Gaming Enforcement motion for a temporary prohibitory Order against John J. Schultz.  Mr. Schultz is prohibited from conducting business either individually or through his company, with any casino licensees or applicants until further Order.  Further, Mr. Schultz is required to terminate any existing business with casino licensees or applicants by November 15, 2007  (07-0663-MI)  (ruling number 07-10-31-06; transcript pages 17-19).

By a vote of 5-0 granted Jose G. Prado- Ramirez motion and vacated the commission’s suspension Order dated September 19, 2007  (07-0538-RC) (ruling numbers 07-10-31-07; transcript pages 19-20).

8.
Adjourned the Amended and Restated petition of Tropicana Casinos and Resorts, Inc., Adamar of New Jersey, Inc., et al., for Declaratory Relief with respect to N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.11c(2) and other related Audit Committee matters  (PRN 2910708)  (transcript pages 20).

Considered the petition of Adamar of New Jersey, Inc., et al., for Relief from certain portions of Resolution No. 06-11-02-02 and issued the following ruling:
By a vote of 5-0 denied the petition, but granted limited relief, to the extent set forth, and subject to the conditions in the Resolution (PRN 2050702) (ruling number 07-10-31-09; transcript pages 30-91).

Adjourned the Petition of Harrah's Operating Company, Inc., Marina Associates, Atlantic City Showboat Inc., Bally's Park Place, Inc. and Boardwalk Regency Corp., requesting permission for Joseph Rahi to perform the duties and exercise the powers of Senior Vice President National Middle Eastern/ European Operations for the Eastern and Western Regions of Harrah's Operating Company, Inc. pending plenary qualification  (PRN 2850706)  (transcript pages 20).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Dennis Gallagher qualified to serve as Vice President, Chief Regulatory & Compliance Officer for Harrah's Operating Co., Inc.  (ruling number 07-10-31-11; transcript pages 20-23).

12.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found James G. Dumond qualified to serve as Vice President of Compliance/ Compliance Officer for MGM Mirage (ruling number 07-10-31-12; transcript pages 23-25).

13.
By a vote of 5-0 readopted as published N.J.A.C. 19:45 (Accounting and Internal Controls)  (transcript pages 25-26).

14.
Considered the petition of IGT and Atlantic City Showboat, Inc., d/b/a Showboat Casino Hotel to terminate "Jackpot Hunter" slot machine game and transfer its progressive Jackpots and issued the following ruling:

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and approved Petitioners’ request to transfer progressive slot jackpots, subject to the condition in the Resolution  (PRN 2900701)  (ruling number 07-10-31-14; transcript pages 26-27).

By a vote of 5-0 approved for publication and temporarily adopted amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:46-1.17 and 1.18 (Multiple Deck Packaging) (transcript pages 27-29).

16.
By a vote of 5-0 approved for publication amendments and new rules for Ultimate Texas Hold'em  (transcript pages 29-30).
