Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By a vote of 5-0 ratified the minutes of October 31, 2007 public meeting (transcript page 16).
2.
By a vote of 5-0 remanded for hearings 21 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*).
By a vote of 5-0 granted 11 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*).


By a vote of 5-0 granted the following applications for initial and renewal of casino key employee licenses and for qualification:  Mary J. Volturo, Director of Surveillance for Trump Taj Mahal Associates, LLC; and Joseph C. Watson, Vice President of National Marketing for Boardwalk Regency Corporation  (Exhibit EL-2*).
By a vote of 5-0 found Heather R. Rollo qualified in connection with the gaming related casino service industry license of Progressive Gaming International Corporation, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:51-1.14B(h)  (transcript pages 17-20).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Panayota Plamantouras, Ja'mee L. Johnson, David K Banks, Michael A McClendon, David R. Miller, Gregory Robertson Movita C. Terrell, Wilbert Vincent, Jr., Rasheeda A. Anderson and Andre A. Owens (rulings number 07-11-21-03-A, 07-11-21-03-B, 07-11-21-03-C, 07-11-21-03-D, 07-11-21-03-E, 07-11-21-03-F, 07-11-21-03-G, 07-11-21-03-H, 07-11-21-03-I, 07-11-21-03-J; transcript pages 20-23).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the Initial Decision of Hearing Examiner William T. Sommeling, Commissioner, and revoked the credentials held by Mark J. Mutko.  Mr. Mutko is prohibited from applying for or holding any license, registration, qualification, or approval required under the Act  (ruling number 07-11-21-04; transcript pages 23-24).
5.
By a vote of 5-0 suspended the credentials held by Sean R. Martin, Jeffrey J. Ebert, Austin P. Johnson-Brown, Jr., Robert A. McEwen, Paul F. Parks, Jr., Matthew R. Weyler and Joseph Wishnick (ruling number 07-11-21-05-A, 07-11-21-05-B, 07-11-21-05-C, 07-11-21-05-D, 07-11-21-05-E, 07-11-21-05-F, 07-11-21-05-G; transcript pages 24-28).

6.
Adjourned the petition of Caremark PCS Health, L.P., for an exemption from CSI Licensure  (PRN 1910707)  (transcript page 28).
7.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and waived the qualification requirement, pursuant to N.J.S.A  5:12-85d (1 ) as to the Vice President Total Rewards Externalization & International Marketing for Harrah’s Operating Company, subject to the condition in the Resolution  (PRN 3110706)  (07-11-21-06; transcript pages 28-30).
8.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Daniel J. Taylor qualified to serve as a Member of MGM Mirage’s Board of Directors in connection with casino license of Marina District Development Company, LLC  (07-11-21-08; transcript pages 33-35).
9.
By vote of 5-0 tabled the petition of Diamond Gaming, LLC and Trump Taj Mahal Associates (d/b/a Trump Taj Mahal Casino Resort) for approval of "Diamond Roulette", pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:47-8.4., for up to 90 days and authorized the publication of a Notice of Action to that effect  (PRN 2480706)  (transcript pages 35-36).

Considered the petitions of Adamar of New Jersey, Inc. for renewal of its casino license and casino hotel alcoholic beverage license, and other matters  (PRN 2140705, 2910706, 2910708).

The Commission received into evidence exhibits A-77, A-78 and A-79 from Adamar of New Jersey, Inc (“Petitioner”).

The Commission heard the testimony of William Yung III, President of Tropicana Casinos and Resorts, Inc.; John G. Jacobs, Chief Financial Officer, Tropicana Casinos and Resorts, Inc.; and Mark Giannantonio, President of Adamar of New Jersey, Inc (Tropicana Casino).
At the conclusion of counsels witnesses,  the Chair adjourned this matter until the next scheduled public hearing of November 26, 2007 at 10:00 a.m.  (transcript pages 37-238).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and waived the qualification requirement, pursuant to N.J.S.A  5:12-85d (1 ) as to Mary Siero, in her capacity as Vice President of IT Operations for Boyd Gaming Corporation, subject to the condition in the Resolution  (PRN 2760701)  (07-11-21-11; transcript pages 238).

In accordance with Resolution No. 06-12-13-20, the next closed session of the Commission shall be held on Wednesday, December 12, 2007, at 9:15 a.m. in the Commission offices  (transcript page 91).
