Approved the stipulation of settlement and permitted Anthony V. Attilio, Jr. to withdraw his casino employee license application.  Applicant may reapply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 09-01-07-05-D; transcript pages 14-21).

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the Initial Decision of Hearing Examiner William T. Sommeling, Vice Chair, and found Sandeep Malhotra is not disqualified and granted his casino key employee license application  (07-0653-EA, 07-0322-RC) (ruling number 09-01-07-06; transcript pages 21-44).

By a vote of 4-0 denied Robert D. Fortune petition to obtain employment as a non-credential hotel employee  (ruling number 09-01-07-07-A); and


By a vote of 4-0 granted Araceliz N. Mendez permission to reapply early for a casino service employee registration and/or to obtain employment as a non-credential hotel employee  (ruling number 09-01-07-07-B; transcript pages 44-48).

By votes of 4-0 suspended the credentials held by Hoon Cho, Lorie L. Kayiales and Deborah L. Washington (ruling numbers 09-01-07-08-A, 09-01-07-08-B, 09-01-07-08-C; transcript pages 48-49).
9.
By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Lynn Swann to serve as a Member of the Board of Directors of Harrah’s Entertainment, Inc.  (ruling number 09-01-07-09; transcript pages 49-53).
10.
By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and granted the relief requested by Boardwalk Regency Corporation (d/b/a Caesars Atlantic City), and permitted the transfer of the progressive instant-pay jackpots on the Atronic slot machine game to the progressive instant-pay jackpot of the IGT slot machine game, subject to compliance with the 30 day notice requirement in N.J.A.C 19:45-1.39 (n ) 1 and as set forth in the Resolution  (PRN 3430801) (ruling number 09-01-07-10; transcript pages 53-55).

Considered the temporary adoption of amendments and new rules for "Mississippi Stud"  Authorization of rulemaking experiment for “Mississippi Stud" pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-69e:


By a vote of 5-0

a)
preliminarily approved "Mississippi Stud" as a new game compatible with the public interest, pursuant to section 5 of the Act;

b)
authorized the publication of the Notice of Temporary adoption, which will permit a test of "Mississippi Stud" to begin on or after February 9, 2009; subject to the conditions listed, and continue for a period of time not to exceed 270 days;

c)
temporarily adopted the amendments contained in the Notice of Proposal, for the purpose of conducting the test;  

d)
delegated to the Director of the Division of Compliance, the authority to establish the terms and conditions of a test of the new game; and

e)
conditioned any test of "Mississippi Stud" upon the filing with and approval by the Division of Compliance of all necessary test submissions for a section 69e test of "Mississippi Stud"
(transcript pages 55-57).
12.
Considered the petition of Trump Taj Mahal Associates, LLC, for rulemaking to permit a variation of Bad Beat Jackpot procedures.


By a vote of 4-0 adopted a motion to convene into closed session to discuss surveillance issues, regarding the bad beat alternative procedures.  The Commission reconvened into open session and issued the following rulings:


By a vote of 4-0 directed Staff to draft the amendments to the bad beat payout regulations for temporary adoption, consistent with the petitioner’s proposal, provided that the transaction is verified by a second department or taped by surveillance, for purposes of authorizing a test that would permit alternative procedures for the collection, recording and counting of player bad beat contributions, subject to the conditions stated on the record and in the resolution. (PRN 2390802)  (ruling number 09-01-07-10; transcript pages 57-82).
13.
By a vote of 4-0 approved for publication and temporarily adopted amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:46-1.26B Gaming equipment and related devices utilizing alterable storage media  (transcript page 82-83).

In accordance with Resolution No. 08-12-10-22, the next closed session of the commission shall be held on Wednesday, January 21, 2009, at 9:15 a.m. in the commission offices  (transcript page 83-84).
