Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements

By a vote of 4-0 ratified the minutes of January 7, 2009  (transcript page 9).

By a vote of 4-0 remanded for hearings 1 applications for initial or renewal of casino 



key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*);
By a vote of 4-0 remanded for a hearing  the application of Anthony F. Giuliante for a casino key employee license and for qualification as Vice President of Customer Development for Adamar of New Jersey, Inc  (Exhibit EL-2*);


By a vote of 4-0 remanded for hearings the casino service industry license applications of NINSA, L.L.C., Watchit Media USA, Inc., Lenovo, Inc. (United States) and the junket enterprise renewal license application of Edward F. Caputo, LLC  pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-92(c) and N.J.S.A. 5:12-102  (Exhibit EL-1*);


By a vote of 4-0 granted 2 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*); and

By a vote of 4-0 approved the petition of Adamar of New Jersey, Inc. (d/b/a Tropicana Casino and Resort) and issued a temporary casino key employee license to William Carey, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5 :12-89 (e ) and permitted him, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19 :43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the power of Executive Director of Surveillance, without first having been qualified  (PRN 0060901)  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 13-15).

By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Dominic Zgliczynski, Jr., Michael Tarsitano, Malcolm Verdell, Dennis M. Hardiman, Michael S. Hollie and Clifton E. Harrell (rulings number 09-01-21-04-A, 09-01-21-04-B, 09-01-21-04-C, 09-01-21-04-D, 09-01-21-04-E, 09-01-21-04-G); and

Approved the stipulation of settlement and found Joel L. Clements disqualified.  The respondent’s casino service employee registration will continue in a revoke status.  Respondent may petition for non-credential hotel employment; reapply for a registration; and apply for a license in accordance timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 09-01-21-04-F; transcript pages 15-17).

By a vote of 4-0 adopted as published amendment to N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.37B (Slot Machine Tower Light)  (transcript pages 28-29).

By a vote of 4-0 adopted as published amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:47-20.6 (Three Card Poker – Wagering at Three Positions)  (transcript pages 29-30).

By a vote of 4-0 approved for publication and temporarily adopted, amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:46-1.13G (Caribbean Stud Poker Table; Physical Characteristics), 19:47-16.6 (Caribbean Stud Wagers), 19:47-16.7 (Caribbean Stud Procedure for Dealing the Cards From a Manual Dealing Shoe)  (transcript pages 30-31).

Considered the Notices of Motion seeking leave to intervene or participate in item number 15.

The Official Committee of Unsecured Creditors and The Steering Committee withdrew its applications for intervention.

By a vote of 4-0 granted The Official Committee of Unsecured Creditors limited participation, to the extent set forth, and subject to the conditions in the Resolution  (PRN 2890801)  (ruling number 09-01-21-17-B); and
By a vote of 4-0 granted The Steering Committee limited participation, to the extent set forth, and subject to the conditions in the Resolution  (PRN 2840808)  (ruling number 09-01-21-17-C; transcript pages 45-93).
