Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By a vote of 4-0 ratified the minutes of February 18, 2009  (transcript page 8).

2.

By a vote of 4-0 remanded for hearings 14 applications for initial or renewal of casino 



key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*);

By a vote of 4-0 remanded for a hearing the casino service industry license application of Lake Shore Studios, Inc., pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-92(c) (Exhibit EL-1*);


By a vote of 4-0 granted 2 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*); and


By a vote of 4-0 granted the casino service industry license renewal application of Agate Construction Company, Inc., pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-92(c).  (Exhibit EL-1*); and 

By a vote of 4-0 granted the applications for initial or renewal of casino key employee license and for qualification: Craig D. Keyser, Executive Vice President of Human Resources for Trump Taj Mahal Associates, LLC. ; and Christine M. Tartaglio, Vice President of Human Resources for Adamar of New Jersey, Inc.  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 8-12).

3.
By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Mary Kay Whitaker, John L. Dixon, III, Betty J. Giddins, and Scott T. Eldridge  (rulings number 09-03-04-03-A, 09-03-04-03-B, 09-03-04-03-C, 09-03-04-03-E); and
Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the casino employee license held by Gustavo Cruz.  However, good cause is found, pursuant to section 106c of the Act, to allow Mr. Cruz to retain his casino service employee registration.  Respondent may apply for non-credential hotel employment and petition for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 09-03-04-03-D; transcript pages 12-13).

4.
By a vote of 4-0 approved the Stipulation of Settlement and impose a civil penalty of $15,000 against Marina Associates, (d/b/a Harrah’s Marina Hotel and Casino for violation of Commission regulations, regarding underage gambling  (08-0518-VC) (09-03-04-04-A);
By a vote of 4-0 approved the Stipulation of Settlement and impose a civil penalty of $10,000 against Marina Associates, (d/b/a Harrah’s Marina Hotel and Casino) for violation of Commission regulations, regarding internal controls (08-0719-VC)  (09-03-04-04-B);
By a vote of 4-0 approved the Stipulation of Settlement and impose a civil penalty of $15,000 against Marina District Development Company, LLC (d/b/a/ Borgata Hotel, Casino & Spa) for violation of Commission regulations, regarding underage gambling  (08-0648-VC) (ruling number 09-03-04-04-C; transcript pages 13-18).
5.
By a vote of 4-0 suspended the credentials held by Jermaine M. Baskerville and Victoria Dorsey (ruling number 09-03-04-04-A, 09-03-04-04-B; transcript pages 18-32).

6.
By a vote of 4-0 granted the Division of Gaming Enforcement request for preliminary placement of the Order placing the name of Erickson Urtecho, (a/k/a Urtecho-Miralda) on the exclusion list, pending the final outcome of the related petitions for final exclusion.

The Commission voted unanimously to reopen the petition for preliminary exclusion, to consider the testimony of Mr. Erickson Urtecho.


By a vote of 4-0 reaffirmed its decision and granted the Division of Gaming Enforcement request for preliminary placement of the Order placing the name of Erickson Urtecho, (a/k/a Urtecho-Miralda) on the exclusion list, pending the final outcome of the related petitions for final exclusion  (08-0717-EL) (rulings number 09-03-04-05; transcript pages 32-36, 44-53).

7.
Considered the petition Of Harrah's Entertainment, Inc., Harrah's Operating Company, Inc., Harrah's Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, Bally's Park Place, Inc., and Boardwalk Regency Corp. and issued the following ruling:

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft resolution and waived the qualification requirement, pursuant to N.J.S.A 5:12-85d(1) as to Jeff Hoss in his capacity as Vice President of Sales for Harrah’s Entertainment Inc and Harrah’s Operating Company, Inc.  (PRN 0480907)  (ruling number 09-03-04-07; transcript pages 36-39).
8.
By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and approved the petition of Trump Plaza Associates, LLC (d/b/a Trump Plaza Hotel and Casino), for an amendment to its Certificate of Operation and Casino Hotel Alcoholic Beverage License, and permitted the reconfiguration of its gaming floor, subject to the conditions in the Resolution (PRN 0440903) (ruling number 09-03-04-08; transcript pages 39-41).

9.
Considered of the qualification of Harry Hagerty, III to serve as a Member of the Board of Directors of Trump Entertainment Resorts, Inc. and issued the following ruling:

By vote of 4-0 adopted the draft resolution and found Harry Hagerty III qualified to serve as a Member of the Board of Directors of Trump Entertainment Resorts, Inc  (ruling number 09-03-04-09; transcript pages 41-43).

Adjourned the Petition of the Trustee and Conservator for Adamar of New Jersey, Inc. to modify CCC Order No. 08-06-30-1 with regard to the engagement agreement with Moelis & Company LLC (PRN 0560901); and the Petition of J.P. Morgan Securities, Inc. for relief from certain provisions of CCC Order No. 08-06-30-1 requiring the Petitioner to file a completed non-gaming CSI license application (PRN 0560903) until the March 18, 2009 public meeting  (transcript page 43)
11.
The Commission resumed the hearing on the Petition of Column Financial, Inc., and Trimont Real Estate Advisors, Inc. for relief from certain condition in CCC Resolutions 07-03-07-13 and 08-01-30-14, and other relief (PRN 0220901); and the Cross Petition of Resorts International Hotel, Inc. in Opposition of Relief sought in PRN 0220901 and for a Declaratory Ruling as to certain licensing requirements  (PRN 0370901).

The Commission considered the petitions, written submissions, exhibits, witnesses and oral argument presented, and issued the following ruling:


By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft resolution and granted Column Financial, Inc., Trimont Real Estate Advisors, Inc. and their related entities, under the loan agreement, limited relief, to the extent set forth in the findings and rulings and subject to the conditions stated on the record and in the Resolution  (ruling number 09-03-04-11; transcript pages 53-99).

In accordance with Resolution No. 08-12-10-22, the next closed session of the commission shall be held on Wednesday, March 18, 2009, at 9:15 a.m. in the commission offices  (transcript page 99).


Mr. Jeffrey Beck, Council on Compulsive Gambling of New Jersey, addressed the Commission at the public participation portion of the meeting.
