Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed

By a vote of 4-0 ratified the minutes of March 4 2009  (transcript page 8).

By a vote of 4-0 remanded for hearings 39 applications for initial or renewal of casino 



key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*);

By a vote of 4-0 granted 4 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*); and

By a vote of 4-0 granted the application of Edward Garruto for an initial casino key employee license and for qualification as Senior Vice President of Finance for Adamar of New Jersey, Inc.  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 9-11).

By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Donald R. Peterson, Jr., Keywana M. Young, Evelyn Echevarria, Karen M. McDonald, Ruan C. Pugh and Christopher R. Bastian  (rulings number 09-03-18-03-A, 09-03-18-03-B, 09-03-18-03-C, 09-03-18-03-D ,09-03-18-03-E, 09-03-18-03-F; transcript pages 11-13).

By a vote of 4-0 suspended the credential held by Mia K. Fiola (ruling number 09-03-18-04; transcript pages 13-14).

By a vote of 4-0 remanded the following non-compliance cases for further Conference proceedings: Rufus J. Bloomfield, Jr., and Cheryl M. Brantley; 

By a vote of 3-1 (Commissioner Fedorko dissented) remanded the non-compliance case of Mack D. Ragsdale, III for further Conference proceedings;


By a vote of 4-0, based upon non-compliance with the reporting conditions set forth in the respective Orders, vacated the existing Orders and denied the respective license applications of Louis A. Dello-Russo, III and Jacqueline N. Rice;

Further, pursuant to section 106 (c) of the Act, revoked the casino service employee registration held by Jacqueline N. Rice  (ruling number 09-03-18-05-A, 09-03-18-05-B; 09-03-18-05-C, 09-03-18-05-D; 09-03-18-05-E; transcript pages 14-50).

By a vote of 4-0 granted nunc pro tunc, the three joint petitions of Atronic Americas, LLC and Atronic International, GMBH, and Adamar of New Jersey, Inc  (d/b/a Tropicana Casino Resort); Resorts International Hotel, Inc  (d/b/a Resorts International, Inc); and Trump Marina Associates, LLC  (d/b/a Trump Marina Hotel Casino), and approved the transactional waivers, for the transactions as set forth in their respective petitions, without prejudice  (PRN 2380814, PRN 2380815, PRN 2380816)  (ruling number 09-03-18-06-A, 09-03-18-06-B, 09-03-18-06-C;  transcript pages 47-50).

Mark Ainsworth, Christian J.H. Ainsworth, Estate of Elizabeth Ainsworth, Stephen J.H Ainsworth, Nanette Ainsworth, Peter Buchanan Ainsworth, Jessie Ainsworth and Valerie Antoinette, on the basis, that they lack the ability to control the Petitioners in connection with the current gaming-related casino service industry licenses of the Petitioners (PRN 3360801) (09-03-18-07; transcript page 57-64).

By vote of 4-0 adopted the draft resolution and found Harry John McManus qualified to serve as Senior Vice President, Assistant General Counsel and Assistant Secretary of MGM Mirage and Assistant Secretary of MAC, CORP. (ruling number 09-03-18-09; transcript pages 64-66).

Considered the petition of Harrah's Entertainment, Inc. and Harrah's Operating Company, Inc. for approval of an Exchange Offer and Other Relief and issued the following rulings:

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft resolution and granted the requested relief to the extent set forth and subject to the conditions therein, and

approved the issuance of the New Notes by Harrah's Operating Company, Inc and the Offer, and 

b)
found that casino licensees’ Showboat Atlantic City Operating company, LLC, Harrah's Atlantic City Operating company, LLC, Bally's Park Place, Inc. and Boardwalk Regency Corporation and their holding and intermediary companies will continue to meet the financial stability standards set forth in the Act and N.J.A.C. 19:43-4.
