Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By a vote of 4-0 ratified the minutes of April 1 2009  (transcript page 7).

2.

By a vote of 4-0 remanded for hearings 8 applications for initial or renewal of casino 



key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*);

By a vote of 4-0 granted 15 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*); and

By a vote of 4-0 granted the application of Donna M. Martin for renewal of a casino key employee license and for qualification as Vice President Player Development for Trump Taj Mahal Associates, LLC  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 7-9).

By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Robert L. Baselice, Kendra P. Mc Donald, Adamirka Benitez, Francena E. Bazemore and (rulings number 09-04-01-03-A, 09-04-01-03-B, 09-04-01-03-C, 09-04-01-03-D); and

Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the casino employee license held by Christiaan T. Junne  (a/k/a Christian T. Junne).   However, good cause is found, pursuant to section  106c  of the Act,  to permit Ms. Junne to be employed in a 

non-credential hotel position.  Ms. Junne may petition for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation (09-04-01-03-E, transcript pages 10-11).

By a vote of 4-0 approved the Stipulation of Settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $10,000 against Trump Taj Mahal Associates, LLC  (d/b/a Trump Taj Mahal Casino Resort) for violation of Commission regulations, regarding underage gambling  (08-0970-RC)  (ruling number 09-04-01-04; transcript pages 11-13).
5.
By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and approved the petition of RIH Acquisition NJ, LLC (d/b/a Atlantic City Hilton), for an amendment to its Certificate of Operation and Casino Hotel Alcoholic Beverage License, and permitted the reconfiguration of its gaming floor, subject to the conditions in the Resolution (PRN 0850903) (ruling number 09-04-01-05; transcript pages 13-15).

By a vote of 4-0 adopted as published, amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.12 (Personnel assigned to the operation and conduct of gaming) and N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.14A  (Simulcast counter)  (PRN 3390804)  (transcript pages 15-16).

7.
By a vote of 4-0 readopted as published, N.J.A.C. 19: 50 (Casino Hotel Alcoholic Beverage Control)  (transcript pages 16-17).
8.
By a vote of 4-0 approved for publication, amendments and new rules for Supreme Pai Gow  (transcript pages 17-18).

9.
By a vote of 4-0 adopted as published, amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:46-1.1A (Gaming Chips)  (transcript pages 18-19).

Considered the amended petition of Harrah’s Entertainment, Inc., Harrah’s Operating Company, Inc., Harrah’s Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, Bally’s Park Place, Inc. and Boardwalk Regency Corp. and issued the following ruling:

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and authorized Timothy R. Donovan on a temporary basis, prior to his plenary qualification, to assume the duties and exercise the powers of Senior Vice President and General Counsel for Harrah’s Entertainment, Inc., and Harrah's Operating Company, Inc., subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7, which, among other things, required that he file a Personal History disclosure Form-MJ and NJ Supplemental by April 16, 2009  (PRN 0750901) (ruling number 09-04-01-10; transcript pages 20-22).


In accordance with Resolution No. 08-12-10-22, the next closed session of the commission shall be held on Wednesday, April 15, 2009, at 9:15 a.m. in the commission offices  (transcript page 22).
