Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By a vote of 4-0 ratified the minutes of April 1 2009  (transcript page 8).

By a vote of 4-0 remanded for hearings 18 applications for initial or renewal of casino 



key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*);

By a vote of 4-0 granted 18 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*); and

By a vote of 4-0 granted the applications for initial or renewal of casino key employee license and for qualification: Ronald M. Baumann, Assistant General Manager for Bally’s Park Place, Inc; Agostino Cipollini, Senior Vice President and Chief Administrative Officer for Marina District Development Company, LLC; Michael J. Frawley, Chief Operating Officer for RIH Acquisitions NJ, LLC; Steven M. Gietka, Vice President of Entertainment for Trump Taj Mahal Associates, LLC; Joseph A. Grande, Vice President of Player Development for Trump Taj Mahal Associates, LLC; Normand J. Mullan, Director of Internal Audit for Marina Associates; Daniel L. Nita, Senior Vice President and Senior Manager for Boardwalk Regency Corp.; Dennis M. O’Brien, Director of Surveillance for RIH Acquisitions NJ, LLC; Daniel S. By a vote of 4-0 approved the petition of Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Jane M. Hart, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5 :12-89 (e) and permitted her, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19 :43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the power of Vice President of Casino Marketing, without first having been qualified  (PRN 0860901)  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 11-13).
4.
By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Sheila L. Milbourne  (a/k/a Shelia L. Milbourne), Vincent Lombardo, Raiketa N. Smith, Chanique C. Wright, Rita A. Smith and Veronica G. Wright (rulings number 09-04-15-04-A, 09-04-15-04-D, 09-04-15-04-E, 09-04-15-04-F, 09-04-15-04-G, 09-04-15-04-H); 

Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the casino service employee registration held by Bernadette S. Hughes and denied her casino employee license renewal application.  Respondent may petition for non-credential hotel employment; petition for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 09-04-15-04-B); and

Approved the stipulation of settlement and continued in effect Ebony R. Chapman casino employee license and casino service employee registration in revoked status.  Respondent may petition for non-credential hotel employment; petition for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 06-09-20-04-C; transcript pages 13-17).

By a vote of 4-0 denied Julio Carillo, (a/k/a Julio Carillo-Rincon) permission to reapply early for a casino service employee registration, or to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee  (08-1002-RA) (ruling number 09-04-15-05; transcripts pages 17-19).

6.
By a vote of 4-0 suspended the credentials held by Geremia E. Artiles  (09-0189-RC) (rulings number 09-04-15-06; transcript pages 19-24).
7.
The Commission only considered final action on Count I of Compliant in State v Marina District Development Company, LLC; et al.  (08-0721-VC); and

By a vote of 4-0, due to ES being on the self-exclusion list, the money theoretically won by ES, as cited in the violation complaint is forfeited, and Marina District Development Company, LLC was required to remit the forfeited money to the Commission in accordance with N.J.S.A 5:12-71.3(c)  (ruling number 09-04-15-07-A); and 


Considered the Complaint in State v. Boardwalk Regency Corp. (08-0920-VC), involving 45 underage patrons; and 

By a vote of 4-0,


a)
Dismissed, without prejudice, the forfeiture actions alleged in the complaint with respect to respondents GZ and XJPP, due to the Commission’s inability to effectuate proper notice  as required by section 71.3 (c ) of the act; and 

b)
Ordered, that the money seized from the remaining 43 respondents, due to their having gambled while underage, is forfeited, and Boardwalk Regency Corp., is directed to remit the forfeited money to the Commission in accordance with N.J.S.A. 5:12-71.3(c)  (ruling number 09-04-15-07-A; transcript pages 24-28).

By a vote of 4-0 approved for publication, amendments for Insurance Wager in Pai Gow Poker  (transcript pages 28-29).
9.
Considered the Third amended petition of Infinity World Investments, L.L.C. and Infinity World (Cayman) L.P. for Interim Casino Authorization.

The Commission received into evidence exhibit D-1 (redacted) from the Division of Gaming Enforcement.
The Commissioner heard presentations of the applicant and the testimony of George D. Dalton, Chief Legal Officer, Dubai World.

The Commission considered the petitions, written submissions, exhibits and oral arguments presented and issued the following ruling:

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft resolution and granted interim casino authorization to Infinity World Investments, L.L.C. and Infinity World (Cayman) L.P.,  all as set forth in the findings and rulings and subject to the conditions in the Resolution  (PRN 3510702)  (ruling number 09-04-15-09; transcript pages 30-82).

Considered the application of the Conservator/Trustee for the former casino licensee, Adamar of New Jersey, Inc., for approval of fees for the Conservator/Trustee, his Personal Counsel, Legal and Other Consultants;
By votes of 4-0 approved the following:

approved the invoice of Justice Gary S. Stein, Conservator for the period March 1 through March 31, 2009, in the amount of $32,827.61;

approved the invoice of Pashman Stein, Personal Counsel fees, for the period March 1 through March 31, 2009, in the amount of $81,884.63;

all subject to the conditions imposed in Commission Resolution No. 08-06-04-15 and 08-06-18-21, including the provision of daily cash schedules and updated forecasts and subject to the adjustments and conditions stated on the record and in the Resolution  (ruling number 09-04-15-10; transcript pages 82-86).

Considered the petition of the Trustee and Conservator for Adamar of New Jersey, Inc., to extend the sale period, approve an asset purchase agreement and authorize a bankruptcy filing.
The Commission heard a status update from Counsels, regarding the proposed Asset Purchase Agreement and exhibits.  The Commission instructed the parities to comply with the filing schedules as formalized on the record, and be prepared for a determination at the next public meeting.  The Chair adjourned this matter until the April 29, 2009 public meeting.  (PRN 0750903) (transcript pages 87-100).

By a vote of 4-0, temporarily adopted, amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:40-1.2, 19:45-1.54 and 1.55, 19:47-15.4 and 15.6 and new rule N.J.A.C. 19:45-3.1  (expiration of certain gaming debts and the payment of a portion of the money to the Casino Revenue Fund) (transcript pages 29-30).

In accordance with Resolution No. 08-12-10-22, the next closed session of the commission shall be held on Wednesday, April 19, 2009, at 9:15 a.m. in the commission offices  (transcript pages 100-101).
