Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
Chair Kassekert opened the meeting with a moment of silence in memory of Raymond Kot, a dedicated Trump Taj Mahal Employee, who was killed while performing his duties.

By a vote of 4-0 ratified the minutes of May 20, 2009  (transcript page 8).

By a vote of 4-0 remanded for hearings 18 applications for initial or renewal of casino 



key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*);

By a vote of 4-0 granted 3 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*); and

By a vote of 4-0 granted the following applications for initial and renewal of casino key employee licenses and for qualification:  Carolyn Chun, Vice President of Customer Development/ Slots for Adamar of New Jersey, Inc.; and Paula Mauk, Vice President of Relationship Marketing for Trump Taj Mahal Associates, LLC  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 9-11).

By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Lydon

Conner, Jr., (rulings number 09-06-03-03-A, 09-06-03-03-B, 09-06-03-03-C, 09-06-03-03-D, 09-06-03-03-E, 09-06-03-03-F, 09-06-03-03-G, 09-06-03-03-H, 09-06-03-03-I, 09-06-03-03-K);

Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the casino employee license and casino service employee registration held by German M. Chacon - Fernandez.  Respondent may petition for non-credential hotel employment; petition for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 09-06-03-03-J); and

Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the casino service employee registration held by Carlyle Walters.  Respondent may petition for non-credential hotel employment; petition to reapply for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 09-06-03-03-L; transcript pages 11-16).

Adjourned the Reconsideration of Final Order concerning Michael Brown to the June 17, 2009 public meeting.


By a vote of 4-0 remanded the Reconsideration of Final Order concerning Sheryll Y. Jackson for a further conference proceeding, subject to the conditions stated on the record  (09-06-03-04-B); and 


By a vote of 4-0, based upon non-compliance with the reporting conditions set forth in the respective Orders, vacated the existing Orders and denied the respective license applications of Elizabeth D. Kane and Garry A. Szydlowski.  Further, pursuant to section 106 (c) of the Act, revoked the casino service employee registration held by Garry A. Szydlowski  (ruling number 09-06-03-04-C, 09-06-03-04-D; transcript pages 16-34).

By a vote of 4-0 granted Tommy Rodriguez permission to reapply early for a casino employee license, a casino service employee registration, and or to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee  (09-0225-RA) (ruling number 09-06-03-05; transcripts pages 34-35).

By a vote of 4-0 suspended the credentials held by Kathleen M. Mason  (ruling number 09-06-03-06; transcript pages 35-38).

Considered the Complaint in State v Trump Plaza Associates; et al.  (08-0315-VC); involving 48 underage patrons and issued the following ruling:

Dismissed, without prejudice, the forfeiture actions alleged in the complaint with respect to respondents NO and HU, due to the Commission’s inability to effectuate proper notice  as required by section 71.3 (c ) of the act; and 


b)
Ordered, that the money seized from the remaining 46 respondents, due to their having gambled while underage, is forfeited, and Trump Plaza Associates, is directed to remit the forfeited money to the Commission in accordance with N.J.S.A. 5:12-71.3(c)  (ruling number 09-06-03-07-A); and


Considered the Complaint in Marina District Development Company, LLC; et al.  (08-0316-VC), involving 46 underage patrons and issued the following ruling:

By a vote of 4-0,

Dismissed, without prejudice, the forfeiture actions alleged in the complaint with respect to respondents KF, due to the Commission’s inability to effectuate proper notice  as required by section 71.3 (c ) of the act; and 


b)
Ordered, that the money seized from the remaining 45 respondents, due to their having gambled while underage, is forfeited, and Marina District Development Company, LLC, is directed to remit the forfeited money to the Commission in accordance with N.J.S.A. 5:12-71.3(c)  (ruling number 09-06-03-07-B; transcript pages 38-42).

Considered the petition of Harrah's Operating Company, Inc., Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, Boardwalk Regency Corp. and Bally's Park Place, Inc. for approval of the Issuance of New Senior Secured Notes and Other Relief and issued the following ruling:

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft resolution and granted the relief requested in the petition, and approved the issuance of the New Senior Secured Notes, subject to the terms and conditions and to the extent set forth in the resolution  (PRN 1380901)  (ruling number 09-06-03-08; transcripts pages 43-53).

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and appointed Commissioner Sommeling to replace Vice Chair Epps on the Casino Control Commission's Audit Committee  (ruling number 09-06-03-10; transcript pages 53-55).
