Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
By a vote of 4-0, amended the agenda, and Vice Chair Epps, on behalf of the Commission, congratulated and read into the record, a resolution for Dennis Kell, a retiring employee, for his 30 years of dedicated service to the Commission.  The Chair and Commissioners wished Dennis Kell a long, healthy and happy retirement.  (transcripts pages 8-16).

Chair Kassekert read into the record a Resolution commending retiring Commissioner Fedorko for his distinguished service to the Commission.  The Chair and Commissioners extended their best wishes to Commissioner Fedorko upon his retirement.  (09-06-17-16)  (transcript pages 16-25).

By a vote of 4-0 ratified the minutes of June 3, 2009  (transcript page 8).

2.

By a vote of 4-0 remanded for hearings 10 applications for initial or renewal of casino 



key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*);

By a vote of 4-0 granted 7 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*); and

By a vote of 4-0 granted the following applications for initial and renewal of casino key employee licenses and for qualification:  Erin L. Hansen, Vice President of Marketing for Boardwalk Regency Corporation; and Patricia A. Rocco, Vice President of Human Resources for RIH Acquisitions, N.J., Inc.  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 25-27).

3.
By votes of 4-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Christopher J. Hager, Sr., Anthony F. Giuliante, Robert L. McGee, Alfonso Evans, Jr., Mary A. Velez  (a/k/a Mary Velez – Vazquez), Jennifer L. Dempsey, Marcellius L. Williams, Damita Daniel, Phillip E. Terry and Andrea R. Duncan (rulings number 09-06-17-03-A, 09-06-17-03-C, 09-06-17-03-D, 09-06-17-03-F, 09-06-17-03-G, 09-06-17-03-H, 09-06-17-03-I, 09-06-17-03-J, 09-06-17-03-K; 09-06-17-03-L);

Approved the stipulation of settlement and denied Bok H. Kim casino employee license application.  Applicant may work in a non-credential position; petition for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license, in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 09-06-17-03-B); and

Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the casino employee license held by Josephina Pisano.  Respondent may petition for non-credential hotel employment; petition for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 09-06-17-03-E; transcript pages 27-31).
4.
By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $30,000 against Trump Marina Associates, LLC  (d/b/a Trump Marina Hotel Casino) for violation of Commission regulations N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.40 et seq and N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.8 (a ) of the Act  (08-0768-VC)  (ruling number 09-06-17-04; transcript pages 31-33).

5.
By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $5,000 against Resorts International Hotel, Inc. (d/b/a Resorts Atlantic City) for violation of Commission regulations, regarding N.J.A.C. 19:50-1.2 (a ) and N.J.A.C. 13:2-23 of the Act  (08-0951-VC)  (ruling number 09-06-17-05; transcript pages 33-34).

Considered the Initial Decision of State v. Tylisa A. Montague.  Commissioner Sommeling motion to adopt the Initial Decision failed for want of a second vote.

By a vote of 3-1 (Commissioner Sommeling dissented) adopted the Initial Decision of Hearing Examiner, William T. Sommeling, Commissioner, in-part and

found Tylisa A. Montague disqualified;


b)
revoked her casino employee license; 


c)
prohibited her from holding a casino service employee registration;


but, reject in-part:


d)
the finding of good cause, pursuant to section 106c of the act, to allow non-credential employment

By a vote of 4-0 granted Mark Grisby permission to reapply early for a casino employee license, a casino service employee registration, and or to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee  (09-0081-RA) (ruling number 09-06-17-07; transcripts pages 47-49).

8.
By a vote of 4-0 suspended the credentials held by Aida E. Moya (09-0364-RC) (ruling number 09-06-17-08; transcript pages 49-50).

9.
By a vote of 4-0 entered final Orders directing that the names of Collis Brown and Frank Malangone remain on the exclusion list until further Order of the Commission  (08-0512-EL; 09-0031-EL)  (ruling number 09-06-17-09-A, 09-06-17-09-B; transcript pages 50-52).

10.
The Division of Gaming Enforcement withdrew the Reconsideration of Commission Final Order due to non-compliance concerning Michael Brown.  (08-0961-NC)  (transcript page 52).

11.
By a vote of 4-0, due to their being on the self-exclusion list on the date of the winnings, the money theoretically won by the named individuals in the two violation complaints against Marina Associates; et al. (09-0054-VC); and Marina District Development Company, LLC; et al. (09-0065-VC) is forfeited, and the respective casinos are required to remit the forfeited money to the Commission in accordance with N.J.S.A 5:12-71.3(c) (rulings number 09-06-17-11-A, 09-06-17-11-B; transcript pages 52-54).

12.
By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Diane Wilfong temporarily qualified and authorized her to assume the duties and exercise the powers of Vice President, Controller & Chief Accounting Officer for Harrah's Entertainment, Inc., and Harrah's Operating Company, Inc., subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7, which among other things, required that Ms. Wilfong file a PHD-MJ and New Jersey Supplemental by July 2, 2009  (PRN 1530903) (ruling number 09-06-17-12; transcript pages 54-57).

13.
By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Cheryl Kondra qualified to serve as Vice President and Chief Audit Executive for Harrah's Operating Company, Inc. and Harrah's Entertainment, Inc.   (ruling number 09-06-17-13; transcript pages 57-59).

14.
Considered the proposed temporary adoption of amendment to N.J.A.C. 19:47-11.14 and notice of rulemaking experiment for new pay table for progressive pai gow poker wager, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-69e:

By a vote of 4-0

a)
preliminarily approved new pay table for progressive pai gow poker wager compatible with the public interest, pursuant to section 5 of the Act;

b)
authorized the publication of the Notice of Temporary adoption, which will permit a test of the new pay tables to begin on or after July 27, 2009; subject to the conditions listed, and continue for a period of time not to exceed 270 days;

c)
temporarily adopted the amendments contained in the Notice of Proposal, for the purpose of conducting the test;  

d)
delegated to the Director of the Division of Compliance, the authority to establish the terms and conditions of a test of the new pay table for progressive pai gow poker wager; and

e)
conditioned any test of the new pay table for progressive pai gow poker wager upon the filing with and approval by the Division of Compliance of all necessary test submissions for a section 69e test
(transcript pages 59-61).

Tabled for up to 90 days and authorized publication of a Notice of Action to that effect, the petition of Beyond 2K9, LLC and Trump Marina Associates, LP, (d/b/a Trump Marina Hotel and Casino) for approval of the game of grand slam ponuckle – (Rulemaking - PRN 1100903) (transcript pages 61-63).

Chair Kassekert read into the record a Resolution commending retiring Commissioner Fedorko for his distinguished service to the Commission, which was unanimously adopted  (09-06-17-16)  (transcript pages 16-25).


In accordance with Resolution No. 08-12-10-22, the next closed session of the commission shall be held on Wednesday, July 15, 2009, at 9:15 a.m. in the commission offices  (transcript pages 63).
