Kinee, Robin L. Gangi, Pamela D. Glover, Charles E. Sturgis, Jr., Shanya H. Davis, Peter D. Rose, Nicole L. Collier, Natalie Donato, Rashad J. Floyd, Marvin R. Harrell, Marie T. Maida, Annette Perez and Heidi Intong (rulings number 09-07-15-03-A, 09-07-15-03-B, 09-07-15-03-C, 09-07-15-03-D, 09-07-15-03-E, 09-07-15-03- F, 09-07-15-03-H, 09-07-15-03-I, 09-07-15-03-K; 09-07-15-03-L, 09-07-15-03-M, 09-07-15-03-N, 09-07-15-03-O, 09-07-15-03-P);

Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the casino service employee registration held by Thomas Harris.  Respondent may petition for non-credential hotel employment; petition for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license, in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 09-07-15-03-G; and

Approved the stipulation of settlement and denied Anthony L. Ortega casino employee license application.  Applicant may work in a non-credential position; petition for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license, in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 09-07-15-03-J; transcript pages 16-18).

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the Initial Decision of Hearing Examiner, Michael A. Fedorko, Commissioner, and found Juan J Wiggins, II, disqualified and not rehabilitated.  However, good cause is found, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-106 (c), and waiver is applied, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-91 (e), to allow Mr. Wiggins to retain his casino service employee registration  (08-0677-RC)  (09-07-15-04; transcript pages 18-20).

By a vote of 4-0 granted Markou M. Yacoub permission to reapply early for a casino service employee registration, and or to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee  (09-0344-RA) (ruling number 09-07-15-05; transcripts pages 20-22).

By a vote of 4-0 suspended the credentials held by Corry N. Allen, Juan F. Herrera, Luis E. Loaiza, Navisha McAllister and Nga N. Nguyen  (rulings number 09-07-15-06-A, 09-07-15-06-B, 09-07-15-06-C, 09-07-15-06-D, 09-07-15-06-E; transcript pages 22-25).

By a vote of 4-0 granted the petition of Oneida, LTD. and waived the qualification of Alpine Associates, pursuant to N.J.A.C 19:51-1.14 (b) (4), based on its inability to control Oneida, LTD  (PRN 1170903)  (09-07-15-07; transcript pages 25-27).

Considered the application of the Conservator/Trustee for the former casino licensee, Adamar of New Jersey, Inc., for approval of fees and issued the following ruling:

By a vote of 4-0, approved the invoices of Justice Gary S. Stein, Conservator & Trustee, for the periods, April 27, 2009 through May 29, 2009; and June 2, 2009 through June 30, 2009; all subject to the conditions imposed in Commission Resolution No. 08-06-04-15 and 08-06-18-21, including the provision of daily cash schedules and updated forecasts; and conditions in the Resolution (ruling number 09-07-15-08; transcript pages 27-30).

Considered the Petition of Marina District Development Company, LLC, (d/b/a Borgata Hotel Casino & Spa) and issued the following ruling:

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found David A. Farlin temporarily qualified and authorized him to assume the duties and exercise the powers of Vice President and Chief Information Officer for Boyd Gaming Corporation, subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7, which among other things, required that Mr. Farlin file a PHD-MJ and New Jersey Supplemental by July 30, 2009  (PRN 1630910) (ruling number 09-07-15-09; transcript pages 30-33).

Considered the Petition of Infinity World Investments, LLC and Infinity World (Cayman) L.P. 

Approved the sealing request of the petitioners’ and sealed the compensation of the James R. Hurley, Interim Authorization Trustee.
By a vote 4-0 adopted the draft resolution and approved the third amended and restated ICA Trust agreement, subject to the conditions set forth in the resolution  (PRN 1760910)  (ruling number 09-07-15-10; transcript pages 33-37).

By a vote of 4-0 approved the amended Petition of Harrah’s Entertainment, Inc., Harrah Operating Company, Inc., Harrah’s Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, Bally’s Park Place, Inc. and Boardwalk Regency Corporation, to process and store data offsite.

The Commission heard presentations of the petitioner and the testimony of Blair Linville, Vice President Enterprise Efficiency, Harrah’s Entertainment, Inc; Sam Dilliard, Vice President IT Operations, Boardwalk Regency Corporation; and Jonathan Halkyard, Chief Financial Officer, Harrah’s Entertainment, Inc. and Harrah’s Operating Company.

By a vote of 4-0, approved the petition of Harrah’s Entertainment, Inc., ET. al., subject to the proposed conditions in exhibit P-1, excluding sections A.5 and B.4; and including the following new condition in sub-section C:

Harrah’s shall, within 45 days, submit for Commission review, a detailed proposal addressing how each of its New Jersey Casino Licensees can enforce its rights 
and remedies under the IBM Global, Switch and Sungard Agreements; and Delegated the authority to Chair Kassekert, to consider and determine whether such proposal is acceptable in substance and form; 

all subject to the conditions on the record and in the resolution (PRN 1670901)  (ruling number 09-07-15-11; transcript pages 44-209).

By a vote of 4-0 approved for publication, amendments and new rules for Mississippi Stud  (transcript pages 37-38).

Considered the rule making petition of the Division of Gaming Enforcement to amend N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.11 and issued the following ruling:
By a vote of 4-0 approved for publication, amendment to N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.11  (Expand the authority of casino licensee security departments)  (Rulemaking Petition – PRN 1590902) (transcript pages 38-40).

Considered the rule making petition of the Division of Gaming Enforcement to amend N.J.A.C. 19:46-1.26A and issued the following ruling:
By a vote of 4-0 approved for publication, amendment to N.J.A.C. 19:46-1.26A   (requirements that apply to software used in bill acceptors with electrically erasable/programmable storage media)  (Rulemaking Petition – PRN 1380905) (transcript pages 40-42).

By a vote of 4-0 approved for publication, amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:40-1.2, 19:45-1.54 and 1.55, 19:47-15.4 and 15.6 and New Rule 19:45-3.1  (Expiration of certain gaming debts and payment of a portion of the proceeds to the Casino Revenue Fund)  (transcript pages 42-43).
