Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By votes of 3-0 ratified the minutes of July 15, 2009; and the special meeting minutes of July 27, 2009  (transcript pages 8-9).

By a vote of 3-0, remanded for hearings 18 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*);

By a vote of 3-0, granted 11 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*); and

By a vote of 3-0, approved the application for extension of temporary casino key employee license and temporary qualification of Alexis A. Turin, Vice President of Marketing for Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, until August 26, 2009  (transcript pages 9-11; 13)

By a vote of 3-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of:


Samuel W. Gullone, Beatriz Oquendo, Juan R. Rivera-Vega (a/k/a Juan Rivera), Patty A. Butler, Kirsten D. Brown, Barbara J. Weiss, Frances R. Haque, Nicholas Iezzi and William R. Ryan (rulings number 09-08-05-04-A, 09-08-05-03-B, 09-08-05-03-C, 09-08-05-03-D, 09-08-05-03-F, 09-08-05-03-H, 09-08-05-03-K; 09-08-05-03-L, 09-08-05-03-M);

Approved the stipulation of settlement and denied the casino employee license held by Eldwin Colon, Jr.  Respondent may petition for non-credential hotel employment; petition for a casino service employee registration; and reapply for a casino employee license, in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 09-08-05-03-E;


Approved the stipulation of settlement and denied the casino employee license renewal application of Almondo Lopez.  However, good cause is found, pursuant to section 106a of the Act and waiver is applied to permit Mr. Lopez to retain his casino service employee registration and to work in a non-credential position.  Mr. Lopez may petition for a casino employee license, in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (rulings number 09-08-05-03-G);

Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the casino employee license held by Evan F. Bell.  Respondent may petition for non-credential hotel employment; petition for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license, in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 09-08-05-03-I;

Approved the stipulation of settlement and applied section 91e waiver for rehabilitation, and good cause is found, to permit Tanay S. Ragland to retain her casino service employee registration and to work in a non-credential position.  Respondent may apply for a casino employee license, in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 09-08-05-03-J);

Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the casino service employee registration held by Rudy A. Castillo.  Respondent may petition for non-credential hotel employment; petition to reapply for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license, in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 09-08-05-03-N; and


Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the casino service employee registration held by Charles A. Smith, Jr.  Respondent may petition for non-credential hotel employment; petition to reapply for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license, in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 09-08-05-03-O; transcript pages 11-13).

By a vote of 3-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $115,000 against Acquisition NJ, LLC. (d/b/a Atlantic City Hilton Casino Resorts), for violation of Commission regulations, regarding underage gambling and internal controls governing computer users and access  (09-0055-VC) (ruling number 09-08-05-04; transcript pages 13-15).

Adjourned the petition of Linda Bell for early reapplication  (09-0226-RA)  (transcript pages 15).

By a vote of 3-0 suspended the credentials held by Tina M. Doughty  (a/k/a Tina Hickey) (rulings number 09-08-05-06-A); and
Considered the application of the Division of Gaming Enforcement for suspension of the credentials held by Helen G. Wyatt and issued the following rulings:

By a vote of 3-0, suspended the credentials held by Helen G. Wyatt;

b)
The Commission voted unanimously to reopen the application for suspension, to consider the testimony of Ms. Wyatt; and 

c)
By a vote of 3-0, reaffirmed its decision and granted the application for suspension filed by the Division of Gaming Enforcement, and suspended the credentials held by Ms. Wyatt  (09-08-05-06-B; transcript pages 15-29; 33-39).

By a vote of 3-0 adopted as published, amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:41-7.1C, 9.4, 9.9, 9.9A, 9.10, 9.11A 9.14, 12.2, 12.3, 12.5 and 12.9; 9:42-8.5; 19:43-5.2, 10.2, 10.4, 10.5, 10.7 and 11.1; 19:51-1.2A, 1.2B, 1.5, 1.8, 1.12, 1.13 and 2.1; and 19:53-6.8;   Adopted Repeals: N.J.A.C. 19:41-5.11A and 14.7 (Non-gaming related CSI regulations)  (transcript pages 29-33).
