Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By a vote of 4-0 ratified the minutes of August 26, 2009 public meeting (transcript pages 9).

2.
By a vote of 4-0, remanded for hearings 12 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*);

By a vote of 4-0, granted 6 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 10-11).
3.
By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of: William E. Wannop, Jr., Nicholas J. Celli, Boksun Bell, Federico Candelaria, Donna E. Jackson, Larry J. Johnson, Shan Hon, Ernest H. Alexander, Francis P. Flynn, Martin Garcia, Jeffrey A. Mullen, David P. Petsch and Joseph J. Ricciardi, Jr. (rulings number 09-09-09-03-A, 09-09-09-03-B, 09-09-09-03—D, 09-09-09-03-E, 09-09-09-03-F, 09-09-09-03-G, 09-09-09-03-H, 09-09-09-03-I, 09-09-09-03-J, 09-09-09-03-K; 09-09-09-03-L, 09-09-09-03-M, 09-09-09-03-N, 09-09-09-03-O); and

Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the casino service employee registration held by James W. Harvey.  Respondent may work in non-credential hotel 

employment; petition to reapply for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license, in accordance with the timelines set forth and the conditions in the stipulation (ruling number 09-09-09-03-C)  (transcript pages 11-13).
4.
By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $6,000 against Boardwalk Regency Corporation  (d/b/a Caesars Atlantic City), for violation of Commission regulations, regarding failing to timely file vendor registration forms (09-0030-VC) (ruling number 09-09-09-04; transcript pages 13-14).

5.
By a vote of 3-1 (Commissioner Epps dissented) denied Lesley S. Johnson petition to reapply early for a casino service employee registration, but granted him permission to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee  (09-0411-RA)  (ruling number 09-09-09-05; transcript pages 15-29).
6.
By a vote of 4-0 granted John P. Conklin motion and vacated the Commission’s suspension Order dated July 16, 2008.  Mr. Conklin casino key employee license is reinstated, pending the outcome of the revocation proceedings  (08-0456-RC)  (ruling number 09-09-09-06; transcript pages 29-32).

By a vote of 4-0 entered final Orders directing that the names of Shoumin Chai  (a/k/a Min Chai, Joyce Dai, Chai Min, Lily Wang, Min Wang and Lily Wong), John M. Regis, Jerry C. Romano, Joseph Spinnato, Erickson Urtecho (a/k/a Erikson Urtecho, Erickson Urtecho-Miralda) and Arthur J. Zagari remain on the exclusion list until further Order of the Commission  (09-09-09-07-A, 09-09-09-07-B, 09-09-09-07-C, 09-09-09-07-D, 09-09-09-07-E, 09-09-09-07-F; transcript pages 32-34).
8.
Considered the petitions of Tropicana Entertainment Holdings, LLC and Tropicana Entertainment, LLC and issued the following rulings:

By a vote of 4-0 granted the relief requested and permitted Richard Yuhas and Robert Yee to withdraw their applications for individual qualification, subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C 19:41-8.6 (a)  (PRN 2010901, PRN 2010902)  (ruling number 09-09-09-08-A, 09-09-09-08-B; transcript pages 34-44).

9.
Considered the Petition of Harrah’s Entertainment, Inc., Harrah’s Operating Company, Inc., Harrah’s Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, Bally’s Park Place, Inc. and Boardwalk Regency Corp. and issued the following ruling:

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Donald Marrandino temporarily qualified and authorized him to assume the duties and exercise the powers of President, Eastern Division for Harrah’s Entertainment, Inc. and Harrah’s Operating Company, Inc., and Senior Vice President of Casino Licensees - Harrah’s Atlantic City, Showboat, Bally’s and Boardwalk Regency Corp., subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7, which among other things, required that Mr. Marrandino file a PHD-MJ and New Jersey Supplemental by September 24, 2009  (PRN 2380905) (ruling number 09-09-09-09; transcript pages 44-47).

10.
By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Katrina Lane qualified to serve as Senior Vice President and Chief Technology Officer for Harrah's Entertainment, Inc. and Harrah's Operating Company, Inc.  (ruling number 09-09-09-10; transcript pages 47-50).
11.
By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and granted the relief requested by Trump Taj Mahal Associates (d/b/a/ Trump Taj Mahal Casino Resort), to permit the transfer of the “Sparky’s Red Hot Jackpots” progressive jackpot to the Double Diamond progressive slot machine game, subject to compliance with the 30 day notice requirement in N.J.A.C 19:45-1.39 (n )  (PRN 2300901)  (ruling number 09-09-09-11; transcript pages 50-51).

Considered the Petition of Harrah’s Entertainment, Inc., Harrah’s Operating Company, Inc. and Casino Licensees Bally’s Park Place, Inc., Boardwalk Regency Corporation, Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, and Harrah’s Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, and issued the following ruling:

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft resolution and extended the deadline in Commission Resolution number 09-07-15-11, to comply with conditions C-1 and C-2, nunc pro tunc, for a period of 30 days  (PRN 1670901)  (ruling number 09-09-09-12; transcript pages 51-56).

By a vote of 4-0 adopted as published amendments for Insurance Wager in Pai Gow Poker  (transcript pages 56-58).

14.
By a vote of 4-0 adopted as published, amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.25 (procedure for exchange of checks submitted by gaming or simulcast wagering patrons; repurchase of cash equivalents)  (transcript pages 58-59).

15.
By a vote of 4-0 adopted as published, amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:42-2.1, 2.2, 2.4, 2.8, 19:45-1.8 and new rules 19:48-3.1 and 3.2 (Forfeiture of winnings or things of value obtained by a prohibited person)  (transcript pages 59-60).

16.
By a vote of 4-0 adopted as published, amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.19 (Acceptance of tips or gratuities from patrons)  (transcript pages 60-62).

17.
Considered the petition of Harrah's Operating Company, Inc., Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, Boardwalk Regency Corp. and Bally’s Park Place, Inc.


The Commissioner heard presentation of the petitioner and the testimony of Michael Cohen, Vice President and Assistant General Counsel for Harrah's Entertainment, Inc.
The Commission considered the petition, written submissions, oral arguments and testimony presented and issued the following ruling:

By votes of 4-0 adopted the draft resolution and granted the relief requested, approving the issuance of the new first lien senior secured notes - due 2017, subject to the conditions and to the extent set forth in the resolution   (PRN 2400901)  (09-09-09-17; transcript pages 62-84).


In accordance with Resolution No. 08-12-10-22, the next closed session of the commission shall be held on Tuesday, September 22, 2009, at 9:15 a.m. in the commission offices  (transcript pages 85).
