Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By a vote of 4-0 ratified the minutes of September 9, 2009 public meeting (transcript pages 8).

2.
By a vote of 4-0, remanded for hearings 8 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*);

By a vote of 4-0, granted 9 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*); and
By a vote of 4-0 granted the application of William F. Carey for initial casino key employee license and for qualification as Executive Director of Surveillance for Adamar of New Jersey, Inc.  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 8-10).

By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of: Vincent J. Iorio, Jr., Karolin Conner, Dennis A. Catania  (a/k/a Denis Catania), Jessica D. Giuliante, Pamela S. Holsey, Michael P. Collins, Allen H. Perry, Michael J. Ragonese, Michael R. Reeves, April Van Sant, John C. Withers, IV. and Daimyen Mortimore  (rulings number 09-09-22-03-A, 09-09-22-03-B, 09-09-22-03-D, 09-09-22-03-E, 09-09-22-03-F, 09-09-22-03-G, 09-09-22-03-H, 09-09-22-03-I, 09-09-22-03-J, 09-09-22-03-K; 09-09-22-03-L, 09-09-22-03-M); and

Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the casino service employee registration held by Oscar D. Portes.  Respondent may petition for non-credential hotel employment; petition to apply for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license, in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation (ruling number 09-09-09-03-C)  (transcript pages 10-13).

By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and found John M. Williams in violation of N.J.S.A. 5:12- 100 (n) of the Act; and imposed a civil penalty of $250 and a five working day suspension, with credit for time served  (09-0210-VC)  (ruling number 09-09-09-04)  (transcript pages 13-15).
5.
By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $10,000 against RIH Acquisitions NJ, LLC  (d/b/a Atlantic City Hilton Casino Resort), for violation of Commission regulations, regarding self-excluded persons  (09-0090-VC) (ruling number 09-09-09-05; transcript pages 16-17).

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the Initial Decision of Hearing Examiner, William T. Sommeling, Commissioner, and

By a vote of 4-0 denied Steven J. Maurer’s petition to reapply early for a casino employee license, a casino service employee registration, or to work as a non-credential hotel employee  (08-0954-RA)  (ruling number 09-09-09-05-A); and 

By a vote of 4-0 granted Woodrow W. Carpenter, Jr. permission to reapply early for a casino employee license, a casino service employee registration, and or to work as a non-credential hotel employee  (09-0429-RA)  (ruling number 09-09-09-05-B; transcript pages 31-35).

By a vote of 4-0 suspended the credentials held by Carmine R. DiNardo (09-0579-RC) (ruling number 09-09-22-08; transcript pages 35-36).

9.
By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and granted the relief requested by Trump Taj Mahal Associates (d/b/a/ Trump Taj Mahal Casino Resort), to permit the transfer of the “Ace on the Deal” progressive jackpots to the “Joker Poker” progressive slot machine jackpot, subject to compliance with the 30 day notice requirement in N.J.A.C 19:45-1.39 (n )  (PRN 2470901)  (ruling number 09-09-22-09; transcript pages 36-38)
10.
By a vote of 4-0 approved for publication and temporarily adopted, amendments to N.J.A.C 19:47-2.10 (Double Down Card Dealt Face Down at Designated Tables or Upon Player Request)  (transcript pages 36-39).

11.
Tabled for up to 90 days and authorized publication of a Notice of Action to that effect, the Joint Petition of Shuffle Master, Inc. and Trump Marina Associates, LP (d/b/a Trump Marina Hotel and Casino) for approval of the game of Three Card Poker Progressive, a variation of Three Card Poker, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:47-8.4, N.J.A.C. 19:40-3.7 and N.J.S.A. 52:14B-4  (transcript pages 39-41).
12.
Considered the Petition of MGM MIRAGE and MAC, CORP. and issued the following ruling:

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Joseph Sugerman temporarily qualified and authorized him to assume the duties and exercise the powers of Director of MGM MIRAGE, subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7, which among other things, required that Mr. Sugerman file a PHD-MJ and New Jersey Supplemental by October 7, 2009  (PRN 2430904) (ruling number 09-09-22-12; transcript pages 41-45).

13.
Considered the Joint Petition of MGM MIRAGE, Boyd Gaming Corporation and Marina District Development Company, LLC (d/b/a Borgata Hotel Casino and Spa) for declaratory rulings as to certain procedural issues related to Marina District Development Company, LLC's Reopened 2005 Casino License Hearing.
The Commission heard the presentations of Counsel and considered the petition, written submissions, and oral arguments presented.


By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft resolution and granted in part and denied in part, the declaratory relief sought in the joint petition, subject to the findings and rulings in the resolution  (PRN 2300906)  (ruling number 09-09-22-13; transcript pages 45-104).

In accordance with Resolution No. 08-12-10-22, the next closed session of the commission shall be held on Wednesday, October 14, 2009, at 9:15 a.m. in the commission offices  (transcript pages 104).


There being no members of the public to address the Commission, the meeting adjourned at 2:53 p.m.
