Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By a vote of 4-0 ratified the minutes of September 22, 2009 public meeting (transcript pages 9).

2.
By a vote of 4-0, remanded for hearings 20 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*); and

By a vote of 4-0, granted 6 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 9-11).
3.
By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of: Kazi S. Islam, Eshane G. Mansuri, John L. Robinson, Jessica Scott Long, Diana Marie Weiner, Joinal Abedin, Tatyana Slobodenko, Juan Torres, Alphonse George, Anita C. Smith, Lynn Tran and Michael M. McLaughlin, Jr.  (rulings number 09-10-14-03-A, 09-10-14-03-B, 09-10-14-03-C, 09-10-14-03-D, 09-10-14-03-E, 09-10-14-03-F, 09-10-14-03-G, 09-10-14-03-H, 09-10-14-03-K; 09-10-14-03-L, 09-10-14-03-M, 09-10-14-03-O); and

Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the casino employee license held by Javier Echevarria and denied his casino key employee license application.  Respondent may petition for non-credential hotel employment; apply for a casino service employee registration; reapply for a casino employee license; and reapply for a casino key employee license, in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation (ruling number 09-10-14-03-I);

Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the casino service employee registration held by Angel A. Echevarria.  Respondent may petition for non-credential hotel employment; reapply for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license, in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation (ruling number 09-10-14-03-J); and

Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the casino employee license held by Cindy Arroyave.  Respondent may petition to reapply early for non-credential hotel employment; petition for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license, in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation (ruling number 09-10-14-03-N)  (transcript pages 11-13).

By a vote of 4-0 denied Kerry S. Jackson’s petition to obtain employment as a non-credential hotel employee  (08-0482-RA)  (ruling number 09-10-14-04; transcript pages 13-37)

5.
By a vote of 4-0 granted James B. DiMarco’s motion and vacated the Commission’s suspension Order dated July 16, 2008.  Mr. DiMarco casino employee license is reinstated, pending the outcome of the revocation proceedings  (08-0453-RC)  (ruling number 09-10-14-05; transcript pages 37-40).

By a vote of 4-0 suspended the credentials held by Richard J. Ruh and Trina D. Brown  (ruling number 09-10-14-06-A, 09-10-14-06-B; transcript pages 40-43).

Adjourned the petition of NCL Corporation LTD. for exemption from casino service industry licensure  (PRN 1620901)  (transcript pages 7).

By a vote of 4-0 granted nunc pro tunc, the three joint petitions of KGM Gaming, LLC, and Trump Taj Mahal Associates, LLC (d/b/a Trump Taj Mahal Casino Resort); Trump Marina Associates, LLC (d/b/a Trump Marina Hotel Casino); and Trump Plaza Associates, LLC (d/b/a Trump Plaza Casino Resort), and approved the transactional waivers, for the transactions as set forth in their respective petitions, without prejudice to any future action, which the Division of Gaming Enforcement may take, as well as any alleged regulatory violations and licensing consideration, including, but not limited to future transaction waiver requests  (PRN 1670904, 1670907, 1670908)  (ruling number 09-10-14-08-A, 09-10-14-08-B, 09-10-14-08-C; transcript pages 43-51).

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft resolution and approved the incremental term loan, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:43-4.3, based upon and to the extent set forth in the findings and rulings, and subject to the conditions, contained in the resolution  (PRN 2640901)  (ruling number 09-10-14-09; transcript pages 51-57).

Considered the petition of MGM MIRAGE and issued the following ruling:

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft resolution and waived the qualification requirement, pursuant to N.J.S.A 5:12-85d(1) as to the following Officers:  William Scott in his capacity as Senior Vice President and Deputy General Counsel; and Phyllis James in her capacity as Senior Vice President and Deputy General Counsel  (PRN 2510903, 2670906) (ruling number 09-10-14-10; transcript pages 57-60).

By a vote of 4-0 denied the relief requested in the petition of Trump Taj Mahal Associates (d/b/a Trump Taj Mahal Casino Resort), requesting approval of certain modifications to its casino room and an amendment of its Operations Certificate  (PRN 1910902)  (ruling number 09-10-14-11; transcript pages 60-95).

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and granted the relief requested by Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC and IGT, to permit the transfer of the “Diamond Jackpot” progressive jackpots to the “Red Hot Jackpot” progressive slot machine jackpot, subject to compliance with the 30-day notice requirement in N.J.A.C 19:45-1.39(n)  (PRN 2590902)  (ruling number 09-10-14-12; transcript pages 95-96).

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and granted the relief requested by Trump Marina Associates, LLC, (d/b/a Trump Marina Hotel Casino), to permit the transfer of the Bally “Power Progressive” progressive slot machine jackpots to the  IGT “Wild Jackpot” progressive slot machine jackpot, subject to compliance with the 30-day notice requirement in N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.39 (n) (PRN 2670904)  (ruling number 09-10-14-13; transcript pages 96-98).

Considered the proposed temporary adoption of amendments for Blackjack Dealt by Hand with One or Two Decks; Notice of rulemaking experiment for Blackjack Dealt by Hand with One or Two Decks, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-69e:

preliminarily approve the new procedures for one or two deck blackjack dealt from the hand as compatible with the public interest, pursuant to section 5 of the Act;

b)
authorize the publication of the Notice of 
temporary adoption, which will permit a test of the new procedures to begin on or after November 23, 2009; subject to the conditions listed, and continue for a period of time not to exceed 270 days;
c)
temporarily adopt the amendments contained in the Notice of Proposal, for the purpose of conducting the test;
d)
delegate to the Director of the Division of Compliance, the authority to establish the terms and conditions of a test of the new procedures; and
e)
conditioned any test of the new procedures upon the filing with and approval by the Division of Compliance of all necessary test submissions for a section 69e test
(transcript pages 98-101).

By a vote of 4-0 adopted as published, amendments and new rules for Supreme Pai Gow  (transcript pages 101-102).

Considered the Petition of Harrah's Entertainment, Inc., Harrah's Operating Company, Inc., Harrah's Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC., Bally's Park Place, Inc., and Boardwalk Regency Corporation and issued the following ruling:

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Peter Murphy temporarily qualified and authorized him to assume the duties and exercise the powers of President - Strategy and Development For Harrah's Entertainment, Inc. and Harrah's Operating Company, Inc, subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7, which among other things, required that Mr. Murphy file a PHD-MJ and New Jersey Supplemental by October 29, 2009  (PRN 2750906) (ruling number 09-10-14-12; transcript pages 102-105).

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Duane Holloway temporarily qualified and authorized him to assume the duties and exercise the powers of Vice President - Litigation and Labor & Employment for Harrah's Entertainment, Inc. and Harrah's Operating Company, Inc., subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7, which among other things, required that Mr. Holloway file a PHD-MJ and New Jersey Supplemental by October 7, 2009  (PRN 2740902) (ruling number 09-10-14-17; transcript pages 105-108).

Adjourned the Amended Joint Petition of Resorts International Hotel, Inc., Column Financial, Inc., Trimont Real Estate Advisors, Inc., Wells Fargo Bank, N.A. and RAC Atlantic City Holdings, L.L.C., for Declaratory Rulings regarding the Acquisition of Real Property on which a Licensed Casino Hotel is Operated, and for Other Relief (PRN 2040904)  (transcript pages 108).
