Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By a vote of 4-0 ratified the minutes of October 14, 2009 public meeting (transcript pages 8).

2.
By a vote of 4-0, granted 2 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*); and
By a vote of 4-0 granted the applications for initial or renewal of casino key employee license and for qualification: Signe J. Huff, Vice President of Talent for Marina District Development Company, LLC; Alphonso Maiorani, Jr., Senior Vice President of Resorts Operation for Adamar of New Jersey, Inc. ; and Andrew L. Swenson, Vice President of Analysis P&A Regionial for Harrah’s Atlantic City, Bally’s Park Place, Inc., Boardwalk Regency Corporation, and Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC   (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 8-11).

3.
By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of: Anthony L. Evans, Jr., Sara I. Washington, Patrick G Martin, Kai Wang Wong, 

Donald L. Mankow, Vinubhai K. Patel and Van D. Vo  (rulings number 09-10-28-03-A, 09-10-28-03-B, 09-10-28-03-C, 09-10-28-03-D, 09-10-28-03-F, 09-10-28-03-G, 09-10-28-03-H); and

Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the casino employee license held by Cynthia L. Hannon.  Respondent may petition for non-credential hotel employment; apply for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license, in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation (ruling number 09-10-28-03-E)  (transcript pages 11-13).
4
By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $30,000 against Boardwalk Regency Corporation (d/b/a Caesars Atlantic City), for violation of Commission regulations, regarding underage gambling and compliance with it approved system of internal controls (07-0070-VC) (ruling number 09-10-28-04; transcript pages 13-15).

5.
By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $55,000 against Bally’s Park Place, Inc. (d/b/a Bally’s Atlantic City), for violation of Commission regulations, regarding underage gambling  (08-0939-VC) (ruling number 09-10-28-05; transcript pages 15-17).

6.
By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $6,000 against Bally’s Park Place, Inc. (d/b/a Bally’s Atlantic City), for violation of Commission regulations, regarding unauthorized sale of alcoholic beverages (08-0973-VC) (ruling number 09-10-28-06; transcript pages 17-20).

7.
Considered the Complaints in Marina District Development Company, LLC (d/b/a Borgata Hotel Casino & Spa (09-0434-VC); Adamar of New Jersey, Inc. (d/b/a Tropicana Casino and Resorts) (09-0435-VC); and Marina District Development Company, LLC (d/b/a Borgata Hotel Casino & Spa (08-0919-VC), involving underage persons and issued the following rulings:


By a vote of 4-0,


a)
Dismissed, without prejudice, the forfeiture actions with respect to patron “GB” and “LC” in the Marina District Development LLC.; et al. Complaint (09-0434-VC), based upon both patrons providing identifying documentation evidencing their being 21 year of age or older on the date of their gaming activity;

b)
Dismissed, without prejudice, the forfeiture actions with respect to patrons “DP,” “SR” and “BM” in the Marina District Development LLC.; et al. Complaint (08-0919-VC), due to the Commission’s inability to effectuate proper notice  as required by section 71.3 (c ) of the act; and 


c)
Ordered, that the money seized from the other patrons in these three complaints, be forfeited, due to their having gambled while either underage, and the respective casinos are directed to remit the forfeited money to the Commission, in accordance with N.J.S.A. 5:12-71.3(c)  

(ruling number 09-10-28-07-A, 09-10-28-07-B, 09-10-28-07-C; transcript pages 20-24).

8.
By a vote of 4-0, based upon non-compliance with the reporting conditions set forth in the respective Orders, vacated the existing Orders and denied the respective license applications of Lawrence E. Blackledge, Donald Burton and Donald K. Larmore.  (ruling number 09-10-28-08-A, 09-10-28-08-B, 09-10-28-08-C; transcript pages 24-26).

9.
By a vote of 4-0 approved for publication, amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:43-1.12 (Entertainment in the Casino or Simulcasting Facility)  (transcript pages 26-27).

10.
By a vote of 4-0 approved for publication, amendment to N.J.A.C. 19:43-7.7 (Temporary amendments to operation certificate)  (transcript pages 27-28).

11.
By a vote of 4-0 adopted as published, amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.11 (Petition of the DGE to amend N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.11 to expand the authority of casino licensee security departments PRN 1590902)   (transcript pages 28-30).

12.
Considered the proposed temporary adoption of amendments and new rules for Three Card Poker Progressive Wager with Envy Bonus; Authorization of rulemaking experiment for Three Card Poker Progressive Wager with Envy Bonus, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-69e:


By a vote of 4-0

a)
preliminarily approved the Three Card Poker Progressive Wager with Envy Bonus as compatible with the public interest, pursuant to section 5 of the Act;

b)
authorized the publication of the Notice of temporary adoption, which will permit a test of the new procedures to begin on or after December 14, 2009; subject to the conditions listed, and continue for a period of time not to exceed 270 days;

c)
temporarily adopted the amendments contained in the Notice of Proposal, for the purpose of conducting the test;

d)
delegated to the Director of the Division of Compliance, the authority to establish the terms and conditions of a test of the Three Card Poker Progressive Wager with Envy Bonus and to approve any gaming equipment necessary to the implementation of the test; and 

e)
conditioned any test of the new procedures upon the filing with and approval by the Division of Compliance of all necessary test submissions for a section 69e test of the Three Card Poker Progressive Wager with Envy Bonus
(transcript pages 30-34).
13.
Considered the petition of MGM MIRAGE and issued the following ruling:

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft resolution and waived the qualification requirement, pursuant to N.J.S.A 5:12-85d(1) as to the following Officers:  Michele Ensign, Vice President-Corporate Accounting; Todd Meinert, Vice President-Financial Reporting; and Ricky E. Arpin, Senior Vice President and Corporate Controller  (PRN 2670907, 2680902, 2680903) (ruling number 09-10-28-13; transcript pages 34-38).
14.
Considered the Petition of Infinity World Investments, LLC and Infinity World (Cayman) L.P. for clarification of a prior Resolution of the Casino Control Commission and certain other relief and issued the following ruling:

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft resolution and denied the requested relief, to the extent set forth in the findings and rulings and subject to the conditions in the Resolution  (PRN 2750903)  (ruling number 09-10-28-14; transcript pages 20-24).

In accordance with Resolution No. 08-12-10-22, the next closed session of the commission shall be held on Thursday, November 12, 2009, at 9:15 a.m. in the commission offices  (transcript pages 84).
