Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By a vote of 4-0 ratified the minutes of October 28, 2009 public meeting (transcript pages 8-9).

2.
By a vote of 4-0 remanded for hearings 6 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*);


By a vote of 4-0, granted 3 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*); and
By a vote of 4-0 remanded for a hearing the application of Jane M. Hart for a casino key employee license and for qualification as Vice President of Casino Marketing for Bally’s Park Place, Inc., Boardwalk Regency Corporation, Harrah’s Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC and Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC   (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 9-11).

3.
By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of: Michael Goldstein, Mohammed Rahman, Stephanie L. Blount, Michael C. Betanzo, Monna J. Egnor, Muhammad A Kaddus, Tam K. Lam, Lori K. Sawchuk, Benjamas Schuman Kelly L. Pippet, Henry T. Huynh, Lan A. Tran, Renee L. Mason and Pharoah 

D. Simmons  (rulings number 09-11-12-03-A, 09-11-12-03-B, 09-11-12-03-D, 09-11-12-03-E, 09-11-12-03-F, 09-11-12-03-G, 09-11-12-03-H, 09-11-12-03-I, 09-11-12-03-J, 09-11-12-03-K, 09-11-12-03-L, 09-11-12-03-M, 09-11-12-03-N, 09-11-12-03-O, 09-11-12-03-P); and

Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the casino employee license held by Dario Vasquez  (a/k/a Vazquez).  Respondent may petition for non-credential hotel employment; reapply for a casino service employee registration; and reapply for a casino employee license, in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 09-11-12-03-C); and
Approved the stipulation of settlement and denied the casino employee license application of Safeeullah Muhammad  (a/k/a Anthony Scott Johnson, Scott Anthony Johnson, Harry Woodall,  Derrick Johnson and Scott Washington).  However, applied a 91e waiver to permit Mr. Muhammad to work in a non-credential position.  Mr. Muhammad may apply for a casino service employee registration; and reapply for a casino employee license, in accordance with the timelines and subject to the conditions set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 09-11-12-03-E, transcript pages 11-13).
4.
By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $28,000 against Adamar of New Jersey (d/b/a Tropicana Casino and Resort), for violation of Commission regulations, regarding rules of the game  (08-0884-VC, 09-0228-VC) (ruling number 09-11-12-04; transcript pages 13-16).

5.
By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $15,000 against Adamar of New Jersey (d/b/a Tropicana Casino and Resort), for violation of Commission regulations, regarding underage gambling  (09-0325-VC) (ruling number 09-11-12-05; transcript pages 16-18).

6.
By a vote of 4-0 approved the Stipulations of Settlement assessed the following penalties for violation of Commission regulations, regarding internal controls   a)  imposed a civil penalty of $20,000 against RIH Acquisitions NJ, LLC. (d/b/a Atlantic City Hilton Casino Resort);  b)  imposed a civil penalty of $5,000 against Anthony Ashman; and  c)  suspended Roseanne Moffa’s casino employee license for three working days and Ordered that a letter of reprimand be issued and made part of his permanent employee file  (09-0241-VC)  (ruling number 09-11-12-06; transcript pages 18-21).

7.
By a vote of 3-1 (Commissioner Epps dissented) adjourned the petition of James Surles for early reapplication (09-0542-RA) (transcript pages 22-30)

8.
By a vote of 4-0 suspended the credentials held by Makal L. Kitchen  (ruling number 09-11-12-08; transcript pages 30-32).

9.
Adjourned the petition Of Harrah's Entertainment, Inc., Harrah's Operating Company, Inc., Harrah's Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, Bally's Park Place, Inc., and Boardwalk Regency Corporation Requesting permission for Marilyn Winn to perform the duties and exercise the powers of a Member of the Capital Committee of The Board Of Directors of Harrah's Entertainment, Inc. prior to qualification  (PRN 3090901)  (transcript pages 32).

10.
By a vote of 4-0 approved the proposed readoption for publication without amendment, N.J.A.C. 19:54  (Taxes)  (transcript pages 32-33).

11.
By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and approved the petition of RIH Acquisition NJ, LLC (d/b/a Atlantic City Hilton), for an amendment to its Certificate of Operation and Casino Hotel Alcoholic Beverage License, and permitted the reconfiguration of its gaming floor, subject to the conditions in the Resolution (PRN 2940902) (ruling number 09-11-12-09; transcript pages 33-35).

12.
By a vote of 4-0 adopted as published, with minor technical changes not requiring additional public notice or comment, amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:40-1.2, 19:45-1.54 and 1.55, 19:47-15.4 and 15.6 and New Rule 19:45-3.1 (Expiration of Certain Gaming Debts and Payment of a Portion of the Proceeds to the Casino Revenue Fund)  (transcript pages 35-37).

13.
Considered the Amended and supplemented petition of the Steering Committee of Secured Lenders for approval of an Amended and Restated Purchase Agreement:


The Commission received into evidence exhibits P-1 to P-10 from the Joint Petitioners and D-1 from the Division of Gaming Enforcement; and 

The Commissioner heard presentations of the petitioner and the testimony of Jordan Bleznick, Tropicana Entertainment and Kyle Pasewark, Tropicana Entertainment.  Chair Kassekert, closed the record, pending any additional submissions and reserved decision.  (PRN 2950901)  (transcript pages 37-97).
