Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By a vote of 3-0 ratified the minutes of November 12, 2009 public meeting (transcript pages 8).

2.
By a vote of 3-0 remanded for hearings 9 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*); and

By a vote of 3-0, granted 7 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 9-10).
3.
By a vote of 3-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of: Christopher M. Snow, Ralph P. Platt, Jr., Michael J. Hallahan, Amir H. Mahmoud  (a/k/a Amir Muminun), Khonsavan Vongnaraj, Vivienne D. Doclosen, Dana B. Nixon, Frederick J. Carney, Patricia Y. Higgs, Christa Arndt and Luis M. Paredes  (rulings number 09-12-02-03-A, 09-12-02-03-B, 09-12-02-03-C, 09-12-02-03-D, 09-12-02-03-F, 09-12-02-03-G, 09-12-02-03-H, 09-12-02-03-I, 09-12-02-03-J, 09-12-02-03-K, 09-12-02-03-L); and

Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the casino employee license held by Jeffrey J. Ebert.  Respondent may petition for non-credential hotel employment; apply for a casino service employee registration; and reapply for a casino employee license, in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 09-12-02-03-E; transcript pages 10-12).

By a vote of 3-0 granted Brandon D. Wilson permission to reapply early for a casino employee license, a casino service employee registration and/or to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee  (ruling number 09-12-02-04-A); and 


By a vote of 3-0 denied James Surles request to withdraw his petition for early reapplication; and 


denied James Surles petition to reapply early for a casino employee license, a casino service employee registration and/or to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee  (ruling number 09-12-02-04-B; transcript pages 12-19).

By a vote of 3-0 suspended the credentials held by Gary F. Fontanilla, Norma F. Roldan, Gaylor Tendee, Mark Tran and Xiu Z. Zou  (rulings number 09-12-02-05-A, 09-12-02-05-B, 09-12-02-05-C, 09-12-02-05-D, 09-12-02-05-F); and


By a vote of 3-0 denied the application of the Division of Gaming Enforcement to suspend the credentials held by Jessica Mangina  (ruling number 09-12-02-05; transcript pages 19-29).

By a vote of 3-0, based upon non-compliance with the conditions set forth in the Order, vacated the existing Order and denied the casino employee license application of Myra R. Korejwo  (ruling number 09-12-02-08; transcript pages 29-31).

Considered the Petitions of Infinity World Investments LLC and Infinity World (Cayman) L.P and issued the following rulings:

By a vote of 3-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Yuvraj Narayan temporarily qualified and authorized him to assume the duties and exercise the powers of Group Chief Financial Officer of Dubai World, subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7, which among other things, required that Mr. Narayan file a PHD-MJ and New Jersey Supplemental by December 17, 2009  (PRN 3160906) (ruling number 09-12-02-07-A); and 
By a vote of 3-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Jamal Majed Khalfan Bin Theniyeh temporarily qualified and authorized him to assume the duties and exercise the powers of Group Chief Executive Officer of Dubai World, subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7, which among other things, required that Mr. Bin Theniyeh file a PHD-MJ and New Jersey Supplemental by December 17, 2009  (PRN 3160907) (ruling number 09-09-12-02-B; transcript pages 35-37).

Considered the petition of Marina District Development Company, LLC d/b/a Borgata Hotel Casino & Spa and issued the following ruling:

By a vote of 3-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Robert Meyne temporarily qualified and authorized him to assume the duties and exercise the powers of Vice President of Corporate communications of Boyd Gaming Corporation, subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7, which among other things, required that Mr. Holloway file a PHD-MJ and New Jersey Supplemental by December 17, 2009  (PRN 3100903) (ruling number 09-12-02-08; transcript pages 37-39).

Considered the petition of MGM MIRAGE and MAC CORP. and issued the following ruling:

By a vote of 3-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Anthony Lozich temporarily qualified and authorized him to assume the duties and exercise the powers of Executive Director of Security and Surveillance for MGM MIRAGE, subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7, which among other things, required that Mr. Holloway file a PHD-MJ and New Jersey Supplemental by December 17, 2009  (PRN 3200909) (ruling number 09-12-02-09; transcript pages 39-41).

Considered the amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:47 - 1.5 and issued the following ruling:

By a vote of 3-0,   a)  approved for temporary adoption;  b)  authorized a test of alternative means to collect vigorish on specific buy bets; and  c)  approved for publication  (Alternative Collection of Vigorish; True Odds for Craps Buy Bets) (transcript pages 42-41).

By a vote of 3-0 adopted as published with minor substantive and technical changes that do not require republication, amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:46-1.26A (Bill changers with electrically erasable/programmable storage media  (PRN 1380905)  (transcript pages 42-44).

Considered the application of the Conservator/Trustee for the former casino licensee, Adamar of New Jersey, Inc., for approval of fees and issued the following ruling:

By a vote of 3-0, approved the invoices of Justice Gary S. Stein, Conservator & Trustee, for the periods, July 1, 2009 through September 30, 2009; and October 1, 2009 through October 31, 2009  (ruling number 09-12-02-12; transcript pages 44-46).

Considered the Amended joint petition of the Trustee and Conservator for Adamar of New Jersey, Inc., et al. to extend the sale period and issued the following ruling:
By a vote of 3-0 adopted the draft resolution and extended the sale period through January 31, 2010, subject to the cash reserve requirement imposed in Commission 
Resolution Number 08-06-04-15 and 08-06-18-21, as well as Commission Resolution 
Number 08-10-15-07, except as modified by Commission Resolution Number 09-03-18-13.  Further, extended the collateral request for the Bankruptcy Procedure until January 31, 2010, subject to the conditions in the Resolution  (PRN 3230901)  (ruling number 09-12-02-13 transcript pages 46-59).

By a vote of 3-0 found Christine Spadafor qualified to serve as Director for Boyd Gaming Corporation  (ruling number 09-12-02-14; transcript pages 59-61).

Considered the request of Resorts International Hotel, Inc., Column Financial, Inc., Trimont Real Estate Advisors, Inc., Wells Fargo Bank, N.A. and RAC Atlantic City Holdings, L.L.C., for an Extension of Time and Relief from so much of Condition No. 20 in Resolutions of the New Jersey Casino Control Commission, as specified in a Deadline of seven business days, within which to consummate the transactions contemplated by those Resolutions and issued the following ruling:


By a vote of 3-0 adopted the draft resolution and granted the limited extension, until December 9, 2009 of the period, within which the Deed-In Lieu transaction must close  (Ruling number 09-12-02-15; transcript pages 61-79)

In accordance with Resolution No. 08-12-10-22, the next closed session of the commission shall be held on Wednesday, December 16, 2009, at 9:15 a.m. in the commission offices  (transcript pages 79).
