session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
Chair Kassekert on behalf of the Commissioners extended holiday greetings and recognized the Commission Staff efforts in collecting food, paper products and personal care items for the Atlantic City Rescue Mission.

By a vote of 3-0 (Commission Sommeling abstained) ratified the minutes of December 2, 2009 public meeting (transcript page 10); and
By a vote of 4-0 ratified the special meeting minutes of November 19, 2009 public meeting (transcript page 10).

By a vote of 4-0 remanded for hearings 11 applications for initial or renewal of casino 



key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*);


By a vote of 4-0 remanded for a hearing the casino service industry license application of Studio New York, Inc., pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-92(c) (Exhibit EL-1*);


By a vote of 4-0 granted 2 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*); and


By a vote of 4-0 granted the casino service industry license renewal application of Trend Lighting Corporation., pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-92(c).  (Exhibit EL-1*); and 

By a vote of 4-0 granted the applications for initial or renewal of casino key employee license and for qualification: Jane M. Hart, Vice President of Casino Marketing for Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, Inc. and James M. Ziereis, Vice President of Convention & Hotel Sales for Bally’s Park Place, Inc  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 11-14).

By a vote of 3-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of: Betty A. Mcintosh, Luis A. Nolasco, Steven P. Hill, Rhonda M. Craig and Priscilla L. Simmons, (rulings number 09-12-16-03-A, 09-12-16-03-B, 09-12-16-03-C, 09-12-16-03-D, 09-12-16-03-E); and

Approved the stipulation of settlement and continued in effect Tesla D. Morales casino employee license in revoked status.  Respondent may petition to reapply early for non-credential hotel employment; petition for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license, in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 09-03-04-03-G; transcript pages  14-16).

By a vote of 4-0 approved the Stipulation of Settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $50,000 against Marina Associates, Harrah’s Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, Atlantic City Showboat, Inc., Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC and Bally’s Park Place, Inc., et al. for violation of Commission regulations, regarding failing to file timely notifications regarding qualifiers  (09-12-16-05; transcript pages  29-33).

By a vote of 4-0 approved the Stipulations of Settlement assessed the following penalties for violation of Commission regulations, regarding serving alcoholic beverages to underage persons  a)  imposed a civil penalty of $22,000 against Harrah’s Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC (d/b/a Harrah’s Marina Hotel & 

Casino); and  b)  suspended Cynthia Minissa’s casino key employee license for three working days, with time served and Order that a letter of reprimand be issued and made part of her permanent employee file; and  c)  suspended Paul Onacilla’s casino key employee license for three working days, with time served and Order that a letter of reprimand be issued and made part of his permanent employee file  (09-0305-VC)  (ruling number 09-12-16-06-A, 09-12-16-06-B, 09-12-16-06-C; transcript pages 33-37).

By a vote of 4-0 granted Giovanni Rivera permission to reapply early for a casino service employee registration  (ruling number 09-12-16-07; transcript page 37-39)

By a vote of 4-0 entered a final Order directing that the name of Edward J. Sobol remain on the exclusion list until further Order of the Commission   (09-0275-EL)  (ruling number 09-12-16-08; transcript page 39-41).

By a vote of 4-0 suspended the credentials held by Johnny S. Wright, Joseph L. Callender, Teodoro R. Samin and Jose Pares-Rivera  (rulings number 09-12-02-05-A, 09-12-02-05-B, 09-12-02-05-C, 09-12-02-05-D, 09-12-02-05-F; transcript pages 41-43).

Considered the petition of Petition of Double D. Gaming, Inc. and issued the following rulings:

By a vote of 4-0 issued a declaratory ruling, pursuant to NJSA 52:14B-8 and NJAC 19:40-37, and denied the requested relief and

By a vote of 4-0 granted  nunc pro tunc  the petition of Resorts International Hotel, Inc., Atronic Americas, LLC and Atronic International, GMBH, and approved the transactional waivers, and permitted Resorts International Hotel, Inc., to place the progressive slot machine bearing serial number 11015873 on the gaming floor for the period between July 31, 2009 and August 6, 2009, without prejudice to any future action which the DGE may take, as well any alleged regulatory violations and licensing considerations, as well as future transaction waiver requests  (PRN 2320903) (ruling number 09-12-16-11; transcript pages 70-72).

Capital Committee, pending plenary qualification and for a period not to exceed 180 day from January 1, 2010, subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7  (PRN 3230902)  (ruling number 09-12-16-14; transcript pages 81-85).

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft resolution and the granted the relief requested by Atlantic City Cash For Life Trust, and terminated and dissolved the Atlantic City Cash For Life Trust and permitted the creation of a cash for life Sub - trust, subject to the conditions in the resolution (PRN 3200904)  (ruling number 09-12-16-16; transcript pages 89-92).
