By a vote 4-0 adopted the draft resolution and approved the petition of Adamar of New Jersey, Inc. (d/b/a Tropicana Casino Resort), for an amendment to its certificate of operation and CHAB license to permit the reconfiguration to its gaming floor and ceased simulcast operations, subject to the conditions in the Resolution  (PRN 3520904)  (transcript pages 94-105).

Considered the Joint Petition of Shuffle Master, Inc.; Boardwalk Regency Corporation (d/b/a Caesars Atlantic City), and Trump Marina Associates, LLC to permit the game Crazy 4 Poker (PRN 3020906) and issued the following rulings:

By a vote of 4-0

a)
preliminarily approved Crazy 4 Poker variation of four card poker  a game compatible with the public interest, pursuant to section 5 of the Act;

b)
authorized the publication of the Notice of Temporary adoption, which will permit a test of Crazy 4 Poker variation of four card poker to begin on or after February 8, 2010; subject to the conditions listed, and continue for a period of time not to exceed 270 days;

c)
temporarily adopted the amendments contained in the Notice of Proposal, for the purpose of conducting the test;  

d)
delegated to the Director of the Division of Compliance, the authority to establish the terms and conditions of a test of Crazy 4 Poker variation of four card poker; and approve any gaming equipment necessary to the implementation of the test; and
e)
conditioned any test of Crazy 4 Poker variation of four card poker upon the filing with and approval by the Division of Compliance of all necessary test submissions for a section 69e test of Crazy 4 Poker variation of four card poker
(transcript pages 106-108).
