Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:

By a vote of 4-0 ratified the minutes of January 6, 2009  (transcript page 9).

By a vote of 4-0 remanded for hearings 5 applications for initial or renewal of casino 



key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*). 


By a vote of 4-0 granted 2 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*); and
By a vote of 4-0 granted the renewal application of David Loftus for a casino key employee as Director of Hotel Operations for Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC  (transcript pages 9-11).

By a vote of 4-0 approved the petition of Marina District Development Company, LLC (d/b/a Borgata Hotel Casino & Spa), and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Mark Vanderwielen, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5 :12-89 (e) and permitted him, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19 :43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the power of Vice President of Hospitality, without first having been qualified  (PRN 0081002)  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 11-13).

By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Adam Dickerson, Buteau H. Parent, Timothy Vasquez, Loretta A Flinn  (a/k/a Loretta A. Needham), Latasha N. Cherry, Stanelle R. Franklin, Norman J. Martin, Sandra K. Young, Kenneth P. Martin, Joseph E. Beals, Sr., Linwood Johnson, Phillip S. King, Deni L. Moss and Clarence M. Scott  (rulings number 10-01-20-04-A, 10-01-20-04-C, 10-01-20-04-E, 10-01-20-04-F, 10-01-20-04-G, 10-01-20-04-H, 10-01-20-04-I, 10-01-20-04-J, 10-01-20-04-K, 10-01-20-04-L, 10-01-20-04-M, 10-01-20-04-N, 10-01-20-04-O, 10-01-20-04-P);


Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the casino employee license held by Ravi Shah.  Respondent may petition for non-credential hotel employment; petition for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license, in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 10-01-20-04-B; and


Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the casino employee license held by Theresa M. McConaghie.  Respondent may petition for non-credential hotel employment; petition for a casino service employee registration; and reapply for a casino employee license, in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 10-01-20-04-D; transcript pages 14-15).

By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $20,000 against Harrah's Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC (d/b/a Harrah's Marina Hotel & Casino) and Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC (d/b/a Showboat Casino Hotel), for violation of Commission regulations, regarding internal controls  (09-0096-VC) (ruling number 10-01-20-05; transcript pages 15-18).

By a vote of 4-0 approved the Stipulation of Settlement and impose a civil penalty of $10,000 against Bally’s Park Place, Inc. (d/b/a Bally’s Atlantic City), for violation of Commission regulations, regarding underage gambling  (09-0231-VC) (ruling number 10-01-20-06; transcript pages  18-19).
