By a vote of 4-0 (Commissioner Fanelle abstained) ratified the minutes of January 20, 2009  (transcript page 7-8).

By a vote of 5-0 remanded for hearings 19 applications for initial or renewal of casino 



key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*); and

By a vote of 5-0 granted 13 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*)  (transcript page 8-9).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Gary J. Wright, Jr., Robert Yetman, Gregory W. Demari, Luis A. Figueroa and Earl Grison (a/k/a Earl Grisom)  (rulings number 10-02-03-03-A, 10-02-03-03-B, 10-02-03-03-C, 10-02-03-03-D, 10-02-03-03-E)  (transcript page 9-11).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the Stipulations of Settlement assessed the following penalties for violation of Commission regulations, regarding internal controls   a)  imposed a civil penalty of $15,000 against Harrah’s Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC  (d/b/a Harrah’s Marina Hotel and Casino);  b)  suspended Sue Vega casino key employee license for three working days, with time served and Ordered that a letter of reprimand be issued and made part of her permanent employee file  (09-0240-VC)  (ruling number 10-02-03-04; transcript pages 11-15).

By a vote of 5-0 granted Lynda J. Ellis permission to reapply early for a casino employee license, a casino service employee registration, and /or to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee  (ruling number 10-02-03-05; transcript pages 15-16).

Considered the petition of Ecolab, Inc. and issued the following ruling:


By a vote of 5-0 granted the petition of Ecolab, Inc. for an exemption from non-gaming casino service industry licensure, pursuant to N.J.S.A 5:12-92 (c ) (3) (ii) and subject to the conditions in the Order  (PRN 2590901)  (ruling number 10-02-03-06; transcript pages 17-18).

Considered the petition of United Parcel Services, Inc. and issued the following ruling:


By a vote of 5-0 granted the petition of United Parcel Services, Inc. for an exemption from non-gaming casino service industry licensure, pursuant to N.J.S.A 5:12-92 (c ) (3) (ii) and subject to the conditions in the Order  (PRN 2810902)  (ruling number 10-02-03-07; transcript pages 18-20).

Considered the petition of Dell Marketing, L.P and issued the following ruling:


By a vote of 5-0 granted the petition of Dell Marketing, L.P for an exemption from casino service industry licensure, pursuant to N.J.S.A 5:12-92 (c ) (3) (ii) and subject to the conditions in the Order  (PRN 2530904)  (ruling number 10-02-03-08; transcript pages 20-22)

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and found David Farlin qualified to serve as Vice President and Chief Information Officer of Boyd Gaming Corporation  (ruling number 10-02-03-10; transcript pages 22-25).
10.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and approved the petition of Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, and temporarily amended its Certificate of Operation and Casino Hotel Alcoholic Beverage License, and permitted the reconfiguration of its gaming floor, subject to the condition in the Resolution (PRN 0271002) (ruling number 10-02-03-10; transcript pages 25-28).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and approved the petition of Marina District Development Company, LLC (d/b/a Borgata Hotel Casino), and temporarily amended its Certificate of Operation and Casino Hotel Alcoholic Beverage License, and permitted the reconfiguration of its gaming floor, subject to the conditions in the Resolution (PRN 0121002) (ruling number 10-02-03-11; transcript pages 28-33).


In accordance with Resolution No. 09-12-16-20, the next closed session of the commission shall be held on Wednesday, February 17, 2010, at 9:15 a.m. in the commission offices  (transcript page 33).
