Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By a vote of 5-0 ratified the minutes of February 3, 2009  (transcript page 7).

2.

By a vote of 5-0 remanded for hearings 3 applications for initial or renewal of casino 



key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*);

By a vote of 5-0 remanded for a hearing the casino service industry license renewal application of Magic Disposal, Inc.; and


By a vote of 5-0 granted 10 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*)  (transcript page 7-9).
3.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Camellia O. Jones, Scott D. Dorn, Mark S. Houck, Jeremy T. Hill and Constance B. Colasanti  (rulings number 10-02-17-03-A, 10-02-17-03-B, 10-02-17-03-C, 10-02-17-03-D, 10-02-17-03-E)  (transcript page 9-11).
4.
By a vote of 5-0 granted Jose R. Crespo permission to reapply early for a casino service employee registration  (ruling number 10-02-17-04-A); and;

By a vote of 5-0 granted Annie K. Ospina  (a/k/a  Annie K Grajales) permission to reapply early for a casino employee license, a casino service employee registration, and /or to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee  (ruling number 10-02-17-04-B; transcript pages 11-16).
5.
By a vote of 5-0 based upon Trisha Belsky abandonment of the hearing process, imposed a civil penalty of $250 and suspended her casino service employee registration for twenty working days, for violation of commission regulations regarding N.J.S.A. 5:12-19a  (underage gambling)  (09-0385-VC)  (ruling number 10-02-17-05; transcript pages 16-20).
6.
Considered the Motion to vacate Suspension Order and dismiss Complaint in State v. Tuyen V. Hoang and issued the following rulings:

By a vote of 5-0 granted the Division of Gaming Enforcement motion and dismiss its revocation Complaint, filed on August 26, 2004; and vacated the Commission’s Suspension Order dated September 29, 2004  (04-0611-RC)  (ruling number 10-02-17-06; transcript pages 20-22).
7.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the Initial Decision of Hearing Examiner, Sharon A. Harrington, Vice Chair, and found Jermaine Baskerville disqualified, but waived the disqualification, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-91(e); and found good cause, pursuant to N.J.S.A.  5:12-106 (c), to allow Mr. Baskerville to hold a casino service employee registration and to work in a position that does not require a license  (ruling number 10-02-17-07; transcript pages 22-24).

8.
Considered the petition of Harrah's Operating Company, Inc., Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, Boardwalk Regency Corporation and Bally's Park Place, Inc., for approval of Issuance of New 2nd Lien Senior Secured Notes and Other Relief and issued the following rulings:

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and approved the relief requested, approving the issuance of the Second Lien Notes, to the extent set forth and subject to the conditions in the resolution  (PRN 0271001). (ruling number 10-02-17-08; transcript pages 24-33).
9.
Considered the petitions of Marina District Development Company, LLC (d/b/a Borgata Hotel Casino & Spa) for waiver of the qualification requirement for Three New Officers of its Holding Company, Boyd Gaming Corporation, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-85d(1) and issued the following ruling:

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and waived the qualification requirement, pursuant to N.J.S.A 5:12-85d(1) as to the Marina District Development Company, LLC (d/b/a Borgata Hotel Casino & Spa) Officers identified therein and subject to the condition stated in the Resolution  (Vice President of Operational Finance - John Krabiel, PRN 0261001); (Vice President, Research and Business Development - John Lin, PRN 0271006); (Vice President of Legal Affairs & Assistant General Counsel - Michael Mathis, PRN 0271007)  (ruling number 10-02-17-09; transcript pages 33-36).


In accordance with Resolution No. 09-12-16-20, the next closed session of the commission shall be held on Wednesday, March 3, 2010, at 9:15 a.m. in the commission offices  (transcript page 36).
