Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
Vice Chair Sharon A. Harrington opened the meeting acknowledging the passing of Henry Kassekert, Chair Linda M. Kassekert’s Father.
1.
By a vote of 4-0 ratified the minutes of February 17, 2010  (transcript page 10).

2.

By a vote of 4-0 remanded for hearings 2 applications for initial or renewal of casino 



key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*);

By a vote of 4-0 remanded for hearings the casino service industry license applications of Manfre Provisions of New Jersey, LLC; Brand Interaction Group, LLC; Cole and Company Kitchen and Bath, LP; Korn Ferry International; and Baldor Specialty Foods, Inc., pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-92(c)  (Exhibit EL-1*); and

By a vote of 4-0 granted 2 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*)  (transcript page 11-13).
3.
By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Randall C. Pinkston, Jr., John M. Derichie, Domenick Perry, Jr., Ulysses Mack, Jr., 

Anthony M. Serafina, Jr., Clinton L. Stokes and Sherry M. Moore  (rulings number 10-03-03-03-A, 10-03-03-03-B, 10-03-03-03-C, 10-03-03-03-D, 10-03-03-03-E, 10-03-03-03-F, 10-03-03-03-G; transcript page 15-17).
4.
By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $5,000 against Trump Marina Associates, LLC (d/b/a Trump Marina Hotel Casino), for violation of Commission regulations, regarding rules of the game  (09-0635-VC) (ruling number 10-03-03-04; transcript pages 17-19).

5.
By a vote of 4-0 adopted the Initial Decision of Hearing Examiner, Sharon A. Harrington, Vice Chair, and found John E. Stetz, Jr., disqualified, and revoked his casino employee license.  Disqualification is waived, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-91(e); and good cause is found, pursuant to N.J.S.A.  5:12-106 (c), to allow Mr. Stetz to hold a casino service employee registration and to work in a position that does not require a license  (ruling number 10-03-03-07; transcript pages 19-22).

6.
By a vote of 4-0 suspended the credentials held by John Hilyard and John P. Shea, 3rd   (ruling number 10-03-03-06-A, 10-03-03-06-B; transcript pages 22-23).

7.
By a vote of 4-0, due their being underaged on the date of the winnings, the money theoretically won by the individuals cited in the two violation complaints against Trump Taj Mahal Associates, et. al (09-0611-VC); and Bally’s Atlantic City, et. al  (09-0609-VC) is forfeited, and the respective casinos are required to remit the forfeited money to the Commission in accordance with N.J.S.A 5:12-71.3(c) (ruling number 10-03-03-07-A, 10-03-03-07-B; transcript pages 23-26).
8.
Considered the petition of Sirius XM Radio, Inc., and issued the following ruling:


By a vote of 4-0 granted the petition of Sirius XM Radio, Inc., for an exemption from non-gaming casino service industry licensure, pursuant to N.J.S.A 5:12-92 (c ) (3) (ii) and subject to the conditions in the Order  (PRN 2860901)  (ruling number 10-03-03-08; transcript pages 26-28).
9.
By a vote of 4-0 approved the proposed readoption for publication without amendment, N.J.A.C. 19:54  (Taxes)  (transcript pages 28-29).

10.
Considered the petition of the Atlantic City Pay Day Trust and issued the following ruling:


By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and granted the relief requested to terminate and dissolve the Pay Day Trust, in accordance with the provisions of the Pay Day Trust agreement.  (PRN 0471002)  (10-03-03-10; transcript pages 29-31).
11.
Considered the petition of Resorts International Hotel, Inc. (d/b/a Resorts Atlantic City), and issued the following ruling:

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and granted the relief requested by Resorts International Hotel, Inc., to permit the transfer of the progressive jackpot, subject to compliance with the 30-day notice requirement in N.J.A.C 19:45-1.39 (n )2   (PRN 0351001)  (10-03-03-11; transcript pages 31-33).

Considered the Application of Tropicana Atlantic City Corp. for Interim Authorization and Other Relief  (PRN 0111001).


The Commission received into evidence exhibits P-1 to P-37 from the Petitioners and D-1 from the Division of Gaming Enforcement.


The Commission heard the testimony of Hunter C. Gary, Director of Icahn Enterprise; Scott C. Butera, President & CEO, Tropicana Entertainment; Mark Giannantonio, President & CEO Of Tropicana Atlantic City; and Harold First, Proposed ICA Trustee and considered the petitions, written submissions, exhibits, testimony and oral arguments presented and issued the following ruling:


By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft resolution and granted Interim Casino Authorization to Reorganized Tropicana Entertainment, Inc. and Tropicana Atlantic City Corp., and approved the material debt transaction, as set forth in the findings and rulings and subject to the conditions in the resolution  (PRN 0111001) (ruling number 10-03-03-12-A; transcript pages 36-198); and

Considered the application of the Conservator for the former casino licensee, Adamar of New Jersey, Inc., for approval of fees and issued the following ruling:


By a vote of 4-0 approved the invoices of Gary S. Stein, Conservator, for the periods: November 1 through December 31, 2009 in the amount of $15,883.12; and for January 1 through January 31, 2010 in the amount of $13,081.00, all subject to the provision of daily cash schedules and updated forecast  (ruling number 10-03-03-12-B; transcript pages 33-36).

13.
By a vote of 4-0 approved the petition of Harrah’s Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Laurence Szapor, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5 :12-89 (e) and permitted him, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19 :43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the power of Director of Security, without first having been qualified  (PRN 0561002)  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 13-15).

In accordance with Resolution No. 09-12-16-20, the next closed session of the commission shall be held on Wednesday, March 17, 2010, at 9:15 a.m. in the commission offices  (transcript page 199).


There being no members of the public to address the Commission, the meeting adjourned at 4:46 p.m.
