session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:

Certificates were presented for exemplary attendance to William Carlton, Dianna Fauntleroy, Dan Heneghan, Elaine Campbell, Jodi Hume, Bridget Lombard, John Best, Cynthia Davis, Henry Rakowski, Anthony DiFlorio, Sigrid Drucks and Karen Kindle.  A Certificate of Commendation was presented to Arleen Cooper for Outstanding Performance as an Inspector for the Commission  (transcripts page 9-13).

By a vote of 4-0 (Chair Kassekert abstained) ratified the minutes of March 3, 2010  (transcript page 8).

By a vote of 5-0 remanded for hearings 2 applications for initial or renewal of casino 



key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*);

By a vote of 5-0 remanded for a hearing the casino service industry license application of Skyline Jets, LLC, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-92(c)  (Exhibit EL-1*); and


By a vote of 5-0 granted 17 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*)  (transcript page 13-15).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Michael L. Coe, Betsy E. Lieberman,  (a/k/a Betsy E. Fisher), Timothy R. Hunt, Maxwell J. Van Ness,  (a/k/a Maxwell J. Vanness), Kerry D. Millett and Antulio Roldan, Jr.  (rulings number 10-03-17-03-A, 10-03-17-03-B, 10-03-17-03-C, 10-03-17-03-D, 10-03-17-03-E, 10-03-17-03-F; transcript page 15-21).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $40,000 against Marina District Development, LLC (d/b/a Borgata Hotel, Casino & Spa), for violation of Commission regulations, regarding serving alcoholic beverages to underage persons and underage gambling (09-0643-VC) (ruling number 10-03-17-04; transcript pages 22-23).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $115,000 against Trump Marina Associates, LP (d/b/a Trump Marina Hotel Casino), for violation of Commission regulations, regarding accounting and internal controls (09-0334-VC) (ruling number 10-03-17-05; transcript pages 24-26).

Considered the Complaints in State v. Marina District Development, LLC, et. al (09-0644-VC); and State v. Harrah’s Atlantic City Operating Company, et. al  (09-0645-VC), and issued the following rulings:


By a vote of 5-0,


a)
Dismissed, without prejudice, the forfeiture action with respect to patron “MT” in the Harrah’s complaint (09-0645-VC), due to the Commission’s inability to effectuate proper notice  as required by section 71.3 (c ) of the act; and 


b)
Ordered, that the money seized from the other patrons in these two complaints, be forfeited, due to their having gambled while underage or on the self- exclusion list, and the respective casinos are directed to remit the forfeited money to the Commission for appropriate disposition, in accordance with N.J.S.A. 5:12-71.3(c)

(rulings number 10-03-17-06-A, 10-03-17-06-B; transcript pages 26-29).

By a vote of 5-0 granted the petition of Coca-Cola Company, for an exemption from non-gaming casino service industry licensure, pursuant to N.J.S.A 5:12-92 (c ) (3) (ii) and the limited sealing request, all subject to the conditions in the Order  (PRN 3500901)  (ruling number 10-03-17-07; transcript pages 29-32).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and found Diane Wilfong qualified to serve as Vice President, Controller and Chief Accounting Officer for Harrah’s Entertainment, Inc. and Harrah’s Operating Company, Inc.  (ruling number 10-03-17-08; transcript pages 32-35).
9.
Considered the application of the Conservator for the former casino licensee, Adamar of New Jersey, Inc., for approval of fees and issued the following ruling:


By a vote of 5-0 approved the invoices of Gary S. Stein, Conservator, for the periods: February 1 through March 8, 2010 in the amount of $34,060.00.  (ruling number 10-03-17-09; transcript pages 35-40).

10.
Considered the petition of MGM Mirage for approval of a stipulation of settlement and related relief and issued the following ruling: 


By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and approved the Stipulation of Settlement and Trust Agreement.  Further, granted the other relief specified in the resolution, all in accordance with the findings and rulings, and subject to the conditions in the resolution.  (PRN 0701003) (ruling number 10-03-17-10; transcript pages 45-58).
11.
Considered the Tropicana Atlantic City Corp. and issued the following ruling:


By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Daniel A. Ninivaggi temporarily qualified and authorized him to assume the duties and exercise the powers of President of Icahn Enterprise GP; Icahn Enterprises; and Icahn Enterprises Holdings, subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7; and 


By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Michael Mann temporarily qualified and authorized him to assume the duties and exercise the powers of Senior Internal Audit Officer of Tropicana Entertainment, Inc., subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7  (PRN 0701004) (ruling number 10-03-17-11; transcript pages 40-44).


In accordance with Resolution No. 09-12-16-20, the next closed session of the commission shall be held on Wednesday, April 7, 2010, at 9:15 a.m. in the commission offices  (transcript page 59-66).
