session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:

By a vote of 5-0 ratified the minutes of March 17, 2010  (transcript page 9).

By a vote of 5-0 remanded for hearings 8 applications for initial or renewal of casino 



key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*); 

By a vote of 5-0 granted 6 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*); and
By a vote of 5-0 granted the application of Maureen Adams for renewal of a casino key employee license and for qualification as Vice President of National Casino Marketing and Sales for Bally’s Park Place, Inc., Boardwalk Regency Corp., Harrah’s Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, and Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 9-12).

By a vote of 5-0 granted Jose G. Prado–Ramirez permission to reapply early for a casino service employee registration and/or to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee (ruling number 10-04-07-04; transcript pages 14-15).

Considered the Forfeiture Order in State v. Marina District Development Company, LLC (d/b/a Borgata Hotel, Casino & Spa), et.al. and issued the following ruling: 


By vote of 5-0, Due to Chayfa Kirkland and Richard Barone, being on the Commission’s exclusion list, on the date of the gaming activity.  The money theoretically won by the individuals,  as cited in the violation complaint is forfeited, and Marina District Development Company, LLC is required to remit the forfeited funds to the Commission for appropriate disposition in accordance with N.J.S.A 5:12-71.3(c) (08-0539-VC) (ruling number 10-04-07-05; transcript pages 15-19).

By vote of 5-0 suspended the credentials held by Mei X. Wu, Edwin Nieves, Regina A. Scott, Chemeeka J. Green (a/k/a Chemeka Sloan)  (rulings number 10-04-07-06-A, 10-04-07-06-B, 10-04-07-06-C, 10-04-07-06-D; transcript page 19-20).

Considered the petition of Tropicana Atlantic City Corp. for clarification of the qualification status of Edward E. Mattner, Icahn Partners Master Fund II Feeder LP, Icahn Management, LP and various Credit Agreement Lenders and issued the following rulings:
By a vote of 5-0 approved the sealing request of Tropicana Atlantic City Corp. and sealed exhibit A; and
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and granted the relief requested in the petition, and to the extent set forth in the Resolution  (PRN 0761001) (ruling number 10-04-07-07; transcript pages 20-26).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and waived the qualification requirement, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-85d(1) as to Paula Eylar in her capacity as Vice President of Business and Technology for Boyd Gaming Corporation, subject to the conditions in the resolution  (PRN 0531005) (ruling number 10-04-07-09; transcript pages 30-32).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the proposed readoption of N.J.A.C. 19:40  (General Provisions)  (transcript pages 32-33).

By a vote of 5-0 readopted as amended the Commissions’ Resolutions delegating authority to perform certain functions to the General Counsel, Executive Secretary, Director of Financial Evaluation, Director of Compliance, Director of Licensing, Chair and Commissioners, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:40-2.5(c).  (rulings number 10-04-07-11-A, 10-04-07-11-B, 10-04-07-11-C, 10-04-07-11-D, 10-04-07-11-E, 10-04-07-11-F); and

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and appointed Commissioner Fanelle to replace former Commissioner Fedorko on the Commission’s Audit Committee   (10-04-07-11-G; transcript pages 33-36).

By a vote of 5-0 approved for publication, amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:40-1.1; 19:45-1.37; 19:46-1.28; 19:51-1.1, 1.2; and Proposed new rule N.J.A.C. 19:46-1.28D  (Multi-Player Slot Machine System)  (transcript pages 36-37).
13.
By a vote of 5-0 approve for publication, amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.20  (Table Inventory Container; Reserve Chip Compartment)  (transcript pages 37-38).
14.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and the granted the relief requested by Trump Taj Mahal Associates, LLC  (d/b/a Trump Taj Mahal Casino Resort), to permit the transfer of progressive jackpots, from the Ainsworth “Double Mystery” slot machine game to the Williams “Jackpot Party” multi-level slot machine link, subject to the compliance with the 30-day Notice Requirement in N.J.A.C. 19:451.39 (n ) 1   (PRN 0781002)  )  (ruling number 10-04-07-14; transcript pages 38-40).

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and approved the petition of Marina District Development Company, LLC (d/b/a Borgata Hotel Casino & Spa), for an amendment to its Certificate of Operation and Casino Hotel Alcoholic Beverage License, and permitted the reconfiguration of its gaming floor, subject to the conditions in the Resolution (PRN 0771001) (ruling number 10-04-07-15; transcript pages 40-42).

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution as amended to include a limited waiver and approved the petition of Bally's Park Place, Inc., for an amendment to its Certificate of Operation and Casino Hotel Alcoholic Beverage License, and permitted the reconfiguration of its gaming floor at its Park Place and Wild Wild West Casino & Simulcast Facilities, subject to the conditions on the record and in the Resolution (PRN 0831007) (ruling number 10-04-07-16; transcript pages 42-48).

Adjourned the petition of the New Jersey Department of Law and Public Safety, Division of Gaming Enforcement, regarding Revel Entertainment Group, LLC and Morgan Stanley without date  (PRN 0481002)  (transcript page 48).
