Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By a vote of 5-0 ratified the minutes of April 7, 2010  (transcript page 8).

2.

By a vote of 5-0 remanded for a hearing 1 application for initial or renewal of casino 



key and casino employee license  (Exhibit EL-1*); 

By a vote of 5-0 granted 5 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*); and
By a vote of 5-0 granted the application of Mary R. Kramer for renewal of a casino key employee license and for qualification as Vice President of Design and Construction (Regional) for RIH Acquisition, NJ and Resorts International Hotel, Inc. (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 8-11).

3.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the petition of Boardwalk Regency Corporation (d/b/a Caesars Atlantic City), and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Ryan Hammer, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5 :12-89 (e) and permitted him, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19 :43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the power of Assistant General Manager, without first having been qualified  (PRN 0961008)  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 11-13).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the petition of Harrah’s Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Stanford Le, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5 :12-89 (e) and permitted him, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the power of Vice President of Marketing, without first having been qualified  (PRN 0961009)  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 13-15).
5.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Randi L. Montague, Alexander Almonte-Gonzalez and Rene Bermudez  (rulings number 10-04-21-05-A, 10-04-21-05-B, 10-04-21-05-C; transcript page 15-16).
6.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $10,000 against State v. Bally’s Park Place, Inc.  (d/b/a Bally’s Park Place Hotel & Casino), for violation of Commission regulations, regarding self-excluded persons  (09-0642-VC) (ruling number 10-04-21-06; transcript pages 16-18).

7.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $10,000 against State v. Boardwalk Regency Corporation  (d/b/a Caesars Atlantic City), for violation of Commission regulations, regarding self-excluded persons  (09-0641-VC) (ruling number 10-04-21-07; transcript pages 18-19).

8.
Adjourned the Stipulation of settlement in State v. Trump Taj Mahal Associate, LLC  (d/b/a Trump Taj Mahal Casino Resorts) to the May 5, 2010 public meeting  (09-0386-VC) (transcript pages 19).

9.
By a vote of 5-0 granted the Division of Gaming Enforcement request to withdraw its non-compliance petition against Kathryn Bozil  (09-0676-NC); and

By a vote of 5-0, based upon Joel Robles-Santiago  (a/k/a Joel Damian Robles) non-compliance with the reporting conditions set forth in the Order, vacated the existing Order and denied Mr. Santiago license application (09-0553-NC)  (ruling number 10-04-21-09-A, 10-04-21-09-B; transcript pages 19-24).

10.
Considered the Complaint’s for Forfeiture Orders in Adamar of New Jersey, Inc. (09-0610-VC), Marina District Development Company, LLC  (09-0633-VC), and Boardwalk Regency Corporation (09-0646-VC), and issued the following rulings:

By a vote of 5-0,


a)
Dismiss, without prejudice, the forfeiture actions, with respect to:  patron “AZ” in the Tropicana complaint, Agency Docket No. 09-0610-VC; patrons “JK” and “EM” in the Borgata Complaint, Agency Docket No. 09-0633-VC; and patrons “SS”, CD” “SR”, AV” “ER”, HCG” and “KW” in the Caesars Complaint, Agency Docket No. 09-0646-VC, due to the Commission’s inability to effectuate proper notice as required by section 71.3 (c ) of the act; and

b)
Ordered,  that the remaining money seized from the other patrons in these three complaints be forfeited, due to their having gambled while underage, 


and the respective casinos are directed to remit the forfeited funds to the Commission for appropriate disposition, in accordance with NJSA 5:12-71.3(c)  (ruling number 10-04-21-10-A; 10-04-21-10-B, 10-04-21-10-C; transcript pages 24-27).

Adjourned the Petition of Tropicana Entertainment, Inc. and Tropicana Atlantic City Corp. for approval of Amended and Restated Audit Committee Charter to the May 5, 2010 public meeting  (PRN 0961001)   (transcript pages 27).
12.
Considered the petition of Tropicana Entertainment, Inc. and Tropicana Atlantic City Corp., and issued the following ruling:
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and authorized Todd E. Greenberg, on a temporary basis and prior to his plenary qualification, to assume the duties and exercise powers of Senior Vice President and Chief Strategy Officer of Tropicana Entertainment, Inc, nunc pro tunc to March 3, 2010, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7  (PRN 0951003)  (ruling number 10-04-21-12; transcript pages 27-29).

Considered the petition of Column Financial, Inc. and Credit Suisse Holdings (USA), Inc. for rulings with respect to the release of certain conditions imposed by Resolution No. 09-11-19-1A and issued the following ruling:
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and granted the relief requested in the petition, to the extent set forth in the Resolution  (PRN 0891001) (ruling number 10-04-07-13; transcript pages 29-33).

Considered the petition of Trump Marina Associates LLC (d/b/a Trump Marina Hotel Casino), and issued the following rulings:

By vote of 5-0 

a)
adopted the draft resolution to permit the requested progressive jackpot transfers;


b)
partially waived the 30-day advance posting requirement to permit the requested transfers, but required that the transfer notice remain posted until May 15, 2010; and


c)
granted a waiver, nunc pro tunc of the five-day removal limitation in NJAC 19:45-1.39( i), effective from March 29, 2010 to May 1, 2010 or upon the completion of the transfers, whichever occurs first  (PRN 1051001)  (ruling number 10-04-21-14; transcript pages 33-36).
15.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and approved the petition of RIH Acquisitions NJ, LLC. (d/b/a Atlantic City Hilton), for an amendment to its certificate of operation to permit the reconfiguration to its gaming floor, subject to the conditions in the Resolution  (PRN 0911001)  (ruling number 10-04-07-15; transcript pages 36-37).
