session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:

By a vote of 5-0 ratified the minutes of April 21, 2010  (transcript page 9).

By a vote of 5-0 remanded for a hearing 5 application for initial or renewal of casino 



key and casino employee license  (Exhibit EL-1*); 

By a vote of 5-0 remanded for a hearing the casino service industry license application of Spring Tour, Inc, and the qualification Shing Chun Yau  (Exhibit EL-1*); 


By a vote of 5-0 granted 4 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*); and
By a vote of 5-0 granted the application of Michelle C. Messina for a casino key employee license and for qualification as Vice President of Direct Marketing Advertising for Bally’s Park Place, Inc., Boardwalk Regency Corporation, Harrah’s Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, and Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 9-12).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the amended petition and issue a temporary casino key employee license to Jeanne Painter.   And for good cause shown, pursuant to N.J.A.C 19:40-1.3( d), granted the requested relief of Resorts International Hotel, Inc., nunc pro tunc to April 17, 2010, to allow it to appoint a replacement Equal Opportunity Officer on a permanent basis by May 5, 2010   (PRN 1121004)  (ruling number 10-05-05-05; transcript pages 16-18).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Joseph V. Duna, Lucrezia K. Selby, Oscar Ortiz, Joy W. Tullar, David G. Ford, Jr., Cassandra Y. Santiago, Michele J. Gordy, Shalice K. Henry, Mark J. Peters and Derek Pittman  (rulings number 10-05-05-06-A, 10-05-05-06-B, 10-05-05-06-C, 10-05-05-06-D, 10-05-05-06-E, 10-05-05-06-F, 10-05-05-06-G, 10-05-05-06-H, 10-05-05-06-I, 10-05-05-06-J; transcript page 19-20).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the Initial Decision; and   a)  found Charles O. Doebler qualified;  b)  vacated the Commission Order dated July 16, 2008, in its entirety; and  c)  reinstated Mr. Doebler casino employee license  (08-0445-RC)  (ruling number 10-05-05-07; transcript pages 20-22).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the Stipulation of Settlement and

dismissed with prejudice: Count 2 of the Complaint in Agency Docket Number 08-0281-VC; and the entire Complaint in Agency Docket Number 09-0612-VC; and

imposed a civil penalty of $25,000 against Atlantic City Showboat, Inc. for violation of Commission regulations regarding casino hotel alcoholic beverage control  (08-0281-VC, 09-0612-VC)   (ruling number 10-05-05-08; transcript pages 22-25).
