Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:

By a vote of 5-0 ratified the minutes of May 5, 2010  (transcript page 10).

By a vote of 5-0 remanded for a hearing 3 applications for initial or renewal of casino 



key and casino employee license  (Exhibit EL-1*); 

By a vote of 5-0 granted 4 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*); and
By a vote of 5-0 granted the applications for initial or renewal of casino key employee license and for qualification: Robert Carmignani, Vice President of Casino Marketing for Bally’s Park Place, Inc., Boardwalk Regency Corporation, Harrah’s Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, and Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC; Andrea Fiorentino, Assistant Vice President of Slots Operations for Tropicana Atlantic City Corporation and Mark E. Vanderwielen, Vice President of Hotel Operations for Marina District Development Company, LLC   (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 10-13).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Kevin S. Wallace, Jose M. Abreu, Kelli N. Brown, Sharon D. Brown and Lynroia M. Norwood  (rulings number 10-05-19-03-A, 10-05-19-03-B, 10-05-19-03-C, 10-05-19-03-D, 10-05-19-03-E; transcript page 13-15).
4.
By a vote of 4-1 (Commissioner Epps dissented) adjourned the Initial Decision in Motion for Summary Judgment in application of Bond Mortgage New Jersey and the application for qualification of Donald G. Stelzner, with the provision that Donald Stelzner file his exceptions by June 1, 2010, and the Division of Gaming Enforcement file their response within 5 days thereafter (07-0283-SI)  (transcript page 15-19).
5.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $10,000 against Trump Taj Mahal Associates, (d/b/a Trump Taj Mahal Casino Resorts), for the Acts specified in paragraphs 4 thru 10 of the Stipulation of Settlement  (06-0628-VC) (ruling number 10-05-19-05; transcript pages 19-22).

6.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $20,000 against State v. Trump Taj Mahal Associates, (d/b/a Trump Taj Mahal Casino Resorts), for violation of Commission regulations, regarding accounting and internal controls  (09-0386-VC) (ruling number 10-05-19-06; transcript pages 22-24).

Considered the Complaints for Forfeiture Orders in Trump Plaza Associates (d/b/a Trump Plaza Casino Hotel)  (10-0079-VC); and RIH Acquisitions NJ, LLC (d/b/a Atlantic City Hilton Casino Resort)  (10-0092-VC), and issued the following rulings:

By a vote of 5-0, due to their being on the self-exclusion list on the date of the winnings, found that the patrons in these two complaints have forfeited the money or things of value seized, pursuant to N.J.S.A 5:12.3( a) and the respective casinos are directed to remit the forfeited funds to the Commission for appropriate disposition, in accordance with N.J.S.A. 5:12-71.3(c )  (ruling number 10-05-19-07; transcript pages 24-26).
