Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By a vote of 5-0 ratified the minutes of May 19, 2010  (transcript page 8).

By a vote of 5-0 remanded for a hearing 5 applications for initial or renewal of casino 



key and casino employee license  (Exhibit EL-1*); 
By a vote of 4-1 (Commissioner Epps dissented) remanded to a hearing the casino key employee license renewal application of Joanne McKensie;

By a vote of 5-0 granted 4 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*);
By a vote of 5-0 granted the casino employee license application of Jeffrey Nguyen; and
By a vote of 5-0 granted the applications for initial or renewal of casino key employee license and for qualification: Ravneet Bhandari, Senior Vice President of Revenue Management & Systems for Trump Taj Mahal Associates, LLC; and Lori R. Yeager, Vice President of Human Resources for Harrah’s Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, and Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC   (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 8-12).

3.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Jose L. Paz, Josephine E. Evans, Christopher J. Smith and Terika A. Timberlake  (rulings number 10-06-02-03-A, 10-06-02-03-B, 10-06-02-03-C, 10-06-02-03-D; transcript page 11-14).
4.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $10,000 against Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, (d/b/a Showboat Atlantic City Hotel), for violation of Commission regulations, regarding gaming equipment and rules of the game (09-0299-VC)  (ruling number 10-06-02-04; transcript pages 14-16).

5.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $18,000 against State v. Bally Park Place, Inc., (d/b/a Bally’s Atlantic City), for violation of Commission regulations, regarding gaming equipment (09-0470-VC)  (ruling number 10-06-02-05; transcript pages 16-17).

6.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $15,000 against Trump Taj Mahal Associates, (d/b/a Trump Taj Mahal Casino Resorts), for violation of Commission regulations, regarding underage gambling  (09-0471-VC)  (ruling number 10-06-02-06; transcript pages 17-19).

7.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $20,000 against State v. Resort International Hotel, Inc., (d/b/a Resorts Atlantic City), for violation of Commission regulations, regarding accounting and internal controls  (09-0729-VC) (ruling number 10-06-02-06; transcript pages 19-21).

8.
By a vote of 5-0 granted the petition of T-Mobile Northeast, LLC, for an exemption from non-gaming casino service industry licensure, pursuant to N.J.S.A 5:12-92 (c ) (3) (ii), and subject to the conditions in the Order  (PRN 0491005)  (ruling number 10-06-02-08; transcript pages 21-22).
9.
By a vote of 5-0 found Robert Meyne qualified to serve as Vice President of Corporate Communications for Boyd Gaming Corporation.  (ruling number 10-06-02-09; transcript pages 23-25).
10.
By a vote of 5-0 found Donald Marrandino qualified to serve as President, Eastern Division of Harrah's Entertainment, Inc. and Harrah's Operating Company, Inc.; and Senior Vice President of Harrah's Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, Bally's Park Place, Inc. and Boardwalk Regency Corporation  (ruling number 10-06-02-10; transcript pages 25-28).
11.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and approved the slot jackpot transfers, by waiving N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.39(n) 1, on the basis that this is a special case.  Found good cause for the waiver, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.3(d), based on technical problems beyond the control of Trump Taj Mahal Associates, LLC, with regard to 

these jackpots, and subject to compliance with the 30-day notice requirement in N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.39(n)  (PRN 1251001)  (ruling number 10-06-02-11; transcript pages 28-42).
12.
Adjourned the amended petition of Marina District Development Company, LLC and Marina District Finance Company, Inc. for Declaratory Relief with respect to qualification issues and certain other issues related to certain material debt transactions (PRN 1201003) at the request of the petitioner (PRN 1201003)  (transcript pages 44-45).

13.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and replaced Steven Petrecca of the Department of Treasury with a Department of Treasury Designee  (ruling number 10-06-02-11; transcript pages 42-44).

In accordance with Resolution No. 09-12-16-20, the next closed session of the commission shall be held on Wednesday, June 16, 2010, at 9:15 a.m. in the commission offices  (transcript page 45).
