session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
In closed session, The Commission unanimously approved the revision to the Casino Control Commission’s Leave of Absence Policy within the Commission’s Personnel Policy and Procedure Manual.

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the Initial Decision in Motion for Summary Judgment of Hearing Examiner, Michael C. Epps, Commissioner, and  a) found Bond Mortgage New Jersey and Donald G. Stelzner disqualified  b) denied the casino service industry license application of Bond Mortgage New Jersey, and the application for qualification of Donald G. Stelzner; and  c) prohibited Bond Mortgage New Jersey, Bond Mortgage Financial Services, LLC and Donald G. Stelzner from conducting any direct or indirect business with casino licensees or applicants  (07-0283-SI)  (10-06-16-05; transcript page 17-20).

By a vote of 5-0 suspended the credentials held by Juan G Cruz, Jose L. Delarosa, Jodi Muraczewski and Jun Zhang  (ruling number 10-06-16-06-A, 10-06-16-06-B, 10-06-16-06-C, 10-06-16-06-D; transcript pages 20-22).

By a vote of 5-0 granted the petition of Wright Express Corporation and Wright Express Financial Services Corporation, for an exemption from non-gaming casino service industry licensure, pursuant to N.J.S.A 5:12-92 (c ) (3) (ii), and N.J.A.C 19:51-1.13 (a ) (2), subject to the conditions in the Order  (PRN 0551001)  (ruling number 10-06-16-07; transcript pages 22-25).

Considered the petition of Zenith Media Services, Inc. for exemption from casino service industry licensure.

The Commission considered the petition, written submission, orals arguments presented and issued the following ruling:


By a vote of 5-0 granted the petition of Zenith Media Services, Inc., for an exemption from non-gaming casino service industry licensure, pursuant to N.J.S.A 5:12-92 (c ) (3) (ii), and N.J.A.C 19:51-1.13 (a ) (2), subject to the conditions in the Order  (PRN 1700910)  (ruling number 10-06-16-08; transcript pages 25-60, 71-86).

Considered the proposed temporary adoption of amendments for "in between wager" in blackjack; authorization of rulemaking experiment for "in between wager" for blackjack pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-69e and issued the following ruling:

By a vote of 5-0


a)

preliminarily approved the "in between wager" for blackjack as a new wager compatible with the public interest, pursuant to section 5 of the Act;


b)

authorized the publication of the Notice of temporary adoption, which will permit a test of the new Wager to begin on or after July 26, 2010; subject to the conditions listed, and continue for a period of time not to exceed 270 days;

c)

temporarily adopted the amendments contained in the Notice of Proposal, for the purpose of conducting the test;

d)

delegated to the Director of the Division of Compliance, the authority to establish the terms and conditions of a test of the new wager;

e)

conditioned any test of the "in between wager" for blackjack upon the filing with and approval by the Division of Compliance of all necessary test submissions for a section 69e test of the new wager; and 


f)

further conditioned preliminary approval and any test of the "in between wager" upon the supplementation of the new wager petition with the filing by each sponsoring casino licensee of appropriate release and indemnification agreement as required under N.J.A.C 19:47-8.4

By a vote 5-0 temporarily adopted, amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:40-1.2, 19:43-7.3 and 7.4; 19:45-1.1, 1.2, 1.16, 1.17, 1.21, 1.31and 1.33; N.J.A.C. 19:47-8.3; and New Rule N.J.A.C. 19:46-5.2  (Multi-game table)  (transcript page 64-65).

By a vote of 5-0 temporarily adopted, amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.9B and 1.37A  (Conversion of Cash Complimentaries into Electronic Credits)  (transcript page 65-66).

Tabled for up to 90 days and authorized publication of a Notice of Action to that effect, the petition of Shuffle Master, Inc., Customized Casino Games Ltd., and Bally’s Park Place, Inc., (d/b/a Bally’s Atlantic City), for approval of “Blackjack Switch” as an authorized game, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-5 and N.J.S.A. 5:12-69(e)  (PRN 0501006)  (transcript page 66-67).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the petition of Harrah's Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Christopher Foster, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5 :12-89 (e) and permitted him, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19 :43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the power of Vice President of Hotel Operations, without first having been qualified  (PRN 1551014)  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript page 11-13).
