Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
Chair Kassekert, and Commissioners presented a certificate to John Williams as recipient of the Casino Control Commission Value Award for the month of August 2010.

By votes of 5-0 ratified the minutes of July 14, 2010  (transcript page 8).

By a vote of 5-0 remanded for a hearing 6 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee license  (Exhibit EL-1*); and
By a vote of 5-0 granted 5 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*;transcript pages 11-12).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Debrah M. Balaam, Shevelle A. Green, Igor Ilijoski, Jessica Mangina, Shontrell D. Washington, Servando H. Sanchez, Brittany L. Benjamin, Quishana A. Parks, Terri J. Nelson and Amanda Mann (rulings number 10-08-04-03-A, 10-08-04-03-B, 10-08-04-03-C, 10-08-04-03-D; 10-08-04-03-F, 10-08-04-03-G; 10-08-04-03-H, 10-08-04-03-I, 10-08-04-03-J, 10-08-04-03-L;

Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the casino employee license held by Naynaben Patel  (a/ka Nayan Patel).  Respondent may petition for non-credential hotel employment; petition for a casino service employee registration; and reapply for a casino employee license, in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation (ruling number 10-07-14-03-E) ; and  


Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the casino employee license held by Fernando Javier.  Respondent may petition for non-credential hotel employment; apply for a casino service employee registration; and reapply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 10-08-04-03-K; transcript pages 12-14).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the four Stipulations of Settlement assessed the following penalties for violation of Commission regulations regarding accounting and internal controls and:
a)  imposed a civil penalty of $25,000 against Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC (d/b/a Showboat Casino Hotel);  

b)   suspended David Helveston’s casino key employee license for three working days and issued a letter of reprimand to be made a permanent part of his employee file;  

c)  suspended Nora Maldonado’s casino employee license for one working day and issued a letter of reprimand to be made a permanent part of her employee file; and  

d)  suspended Paul Clark’s casino employee license for one working day and issued a letter of reprimand to be made a permanent part of his employee file  (09-0634-VC)

By a vote of 5-0 granted Anthony D. Mansfield permission to reapply early for casino employee license, a casino service employee registration and/or to obtain employment as a non-credential hotel employee  (10-0188-RA) (10-08-04-05-B); 

By a vote of 5-0 granted Mark J. Mutko permission to reapply early for a casino service employee registration and/or to obtain employment as a non-credential hotel employee  (10-0190-RA) (10-08-04-05-C); and 

By a vote of 5-0 granted Joseph O. Smiley, III permission to reapply early for a casino service employee registration and/or to obtain employment as a non-credential hotel employee  (10-0176-RA) (10-08-04-05-D; transcript pages 18-25).

By a vote of 5-0 suspended the credentials held by Michael Bell and Melvin R. Delcid - Carias  (rulings number 10-08-04-06-A, 10-08-04-06-B; transcript pages 25-27).

Considered the Complaints for Forfeiture Orders in Trump Marina Associates, et.al (10-0159-VC) and RIH Acquisition NJ, LLC, et.al (10-0166-VC) and issued the following rulings:

By a vote of 5-0, based upon the patrons having gambled while either on the self exclusion list or exclusion list, found that these individuals have forfeited the money and/ or things of value seized, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-71.3; and the respective casinos are directed to remit the forfeited funds to the Commission for appropriate disposition, in accordance with N.J.S.A. 5:12-71.3(c)  (rulings number 10-08-04-07-A, 10-08-04-07-B; transcript pages 27-30).

By a vote of 4-0 (Commissioner Harrington abstained) approved the petition of General Electric Company and


a)  removed General Electric Company from the prohibited vendor list, pursuant to


N.J.A.C. 19:43-10.1 (e) (3) and

granted General Electric Company an exemption from non-gaming casino service 

industry licensure, as permitted by N.J.S.A. 5:12-92 (c)  and  N.J.A.C. 19:51-1.13, subject to the conditions in the resolution  (PRN 0841001) (rulings number 10-08-04-07; transcript pages 92-97).

Considered the petition of Harrah's Entertainment, Inc. for approval of the Reclassification and Issuance of Common Stock, and the Amended Certificate of Incorporation of a Holding Company and other relief (PRN 1661003) and issued the following rulings:

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and

approved the reclassification of Harrah's Entertainment common stock, the issuance of new voting common stock and the proposed exchange offer;
