Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By vote of 5-0 ratified the minutes of August 4, 2010 public meeting (transcript page 8).

2.
By a vote of 5-0 remanded for a hearing 6 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee license  (Exhibit EL-1*); and
By a vote of 5-0 granted 5 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*;transcript page 9).
3.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Avner Copes, Delores D. Jones, Jairo M. Garcia-Marulanda and Edwin Torres (rulings number 10-08-18-03-A, 10-08-18-03-B, 10-08-18-03-C, 10-08-18-03-D; transcript pages 10-12).
4.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulations of settlement: and   a)  permitted Tai Pan Vacation, Inc., to withdraw its renewal junket enterprise applications for the licensing cycle covering 1996 – 2009;  b)  permitted Francis Yiu Ming Wat to withdraw his application as qualifier of Tai Pan Vacation, Inc.; c)  permitted Francis Yiu Ming Wat 

to withdraw his application for a casino key employee license;  d)  permitted Fion Muoi Muoi Tran to withdraw her application as qualifier of Tai Pan Vacation, Inc.; and  

e)  prohibited Tai Pan Vacation, Inc. or any business for which Francis Yiu Ming Wat and / or Fion Muoi Muoi Tran are qualifiers or have any direct or indirect interest, from filing any application for licensure or qualification or conducting any business with or for the Atlantic City Casino Industry until they are licensed or found qualified by the New Jersey Casino Control Commission, provided any license application or request for a finding of qualification is filed after August 18, 2015  (08-0472-EA, 08-0471-SR)  (10-08-18-04; transcript pages 12-16).
5.
By a vote of 4-0 (Commissioner Epps recused)  granted Doneesha T. Cross permission to reapply early for casino employee license, a casino service employee registration and/or to obtain employment as a non-credential hotel employee  (10-0189-RA) (10-08-18-05-A); and


By a vote of 5-0 denied Samuel Jean permission to reapply early for a casino service employee registration, but granted Mr. Jean permission to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee  (10-0191-RA)  (10-08-18-05-B; transcript pages 16-24).
6.
By a vote of 5-0 suspended the credentials held by Wayne Games, Benedykt Nitka, Edmond J. Distefano, Carrie Eckstadt and Dorothy Lum  (rulings number 10-08-18-06-A, 10-08-18-06-B, 10-08-18-06-C, 10-08-18-06-D, 10-08-18-06-E; transcript pages 24-26).

7.
Considered the Complaints for Forfeiture Orders in Trump Plaza Associates, et.al  (10-0061-VC) and Trump Taj Mahal Associates, et.al  (10-0158-VC) and issued the following rulings:

By a vote of 5-0, based upon the patrons having gambled, while either on the self exclusion list or exclusion list, found that these individuals have forfeited the money and or things of value seized, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-71.3; and the respective casinos are directed to remit the forfeited funds to the Commission for appropriate disposition, in accordance with N.J.S.A. 5:12-71.3(c) and N.J.A.C. 19:42-2.8 (f) (rulings number 10-08-18-07-A, 10-08-18-07-B; transcript pages 26-28).
8.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the petition of Jefferson Wells International for an exemption from non-gaming casino service industry licensure, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-92 (c) (3) (ii) and N.J.A.C. 19:51-1.13 (a) (2), subject to the conditions in the resolution  (PRN 1191002) (rulings number 10-08-18-08; transcript pages 28-30).
9.
By a vote of 5-0 granted the petition of P.F. Chang’s China Bistro, Inc. and waived the qualification for Kornitzer Capital Management, Inc., in connection with P.F. Chang’s China Bistro, Inc.’s pending application for a non-gaming casino service industry license.  By finding that Kornitzer Capital Management, Inc. satisfied the standards for waiver as an institutional investor, as permitted by N.J.S.A 5:12-27.1 and N.J.A.C 19:51-1.14 (b) (3), subject to the condition that Kornitzer Capital 

Management, Inc., comply with the Commission’s notice and filing requirement should it subsequently determine to influence or affect the affairs of P.F. Chang’s China Bistro, Inc.  (PRN 1451011) (ruling number 10-08-18-09; transcript pages 31-33).
10.
Considered the petition of Tropicana Atlantic City Corp. and Tropicana Entertainment, Inc. and issued the following ruling:

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and authorized C. Phillip Fortino, on a temporary basis and prior to his plenary qualification, to assume the duties and exercise powers of Vice President Human Resources for Tropicana Entertainment, Inc., pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7, which among other things, require that he file a Personal History disclosure Form-MJ and NJ Supplement by September 2, 2010  (PRN 2071001)  (ruling number 10-08-18-10; transcript pages 33-36).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the proposed readoption as published, N.J.A.C. 19:41 (Applications) (transcript pages 36-37).

Considered the petition of IGT and Marina District Development Company, LLC (d/b/a Borgata Hotel Casino & Spa) and issued the following rulings:
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and a)  approved the progressive instant-pay slot jackpot transfers; and b)  waived the 30-day notice requirement pursuant, to N.J.A.C. 19:40-1.3(d); subject to the modified posting condition in the resolution  (PRN 2071005)  (ruling number 10-08-18-12; transcript pages 37-40).

Considered the petition of IGT and Tropicana Atlantic City Corp (d/b/a Tropicana Casino and Resort), and issued the following rulings:
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and a)  approved the progressive instant-pay slot jackpot transfers; and  b)  waived the 30-day notice requirement pursuant, to N.J.A.C. 19:40-1.3(d); subject to the modified posting condition in the resolution  (PRN 2071004)  (ruling number 10-08-18-13; transcript pages 40-41).

Considered the petition of IGT and Trump Marina Associates, LLC, and issued the following rulings:

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and  a)  approved the progressive instant-pay slot jackpot transfers; and b)  waived the 30-day notice requirement pursuant, to N.J.A.C. 19:40-1.3(d); subject to the modified posting condition in the resolution  (PRN 2071003)  (ruling number 10-08-18-14; transcript pages 41-42).

Adjourned the Petition of IGT and Resorts International Hotel, Inc., for permission to transfer progressive multi-level instant-pay slot jackpots, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.39(n)  (PRN 2111006)  (transcript pages 43).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and granted the petition of Harrah’s Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, Bally’s Park Place, Inc. and Boardwalk Regency Corp., for approval of the multi-casino bad beat payout system agreement, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.39D and the proposed slot and the test of the system, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-69(e)  (PRN 2221002)  (ruling number 10-08-18-16; transcript pages 43-52).

By a vote of 5-0 approved for publication and temporary adoption, amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:47-14.8 and 14.9  (Seven-Card Stud Low)  (transcript pages 52-53).
18.
By a vote of 5-0 approved for publication, amendments and new rules for "Mini-Tex 3 Card Hold 'Em"  (transcript pages 53-54).
