Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By vote of 5-0 ratified the minutes of August 18, 2010 public meeting (transcript page 9).

2.
By a vote of 5-0 remanded for a hearing 3 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee license  (Exhibit EL-1*); and
By a vote of 5-0 granted 12 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*); and
By a vote of 5-0 granted the applications for initial or renewal of casino key employee license and for qualification: Nancy L. Hughes, Vice President of Legal Affairs – Chief Legal Officer for Bally’s Park Place, Inc., Boardwalk Regency Corporation, Harrah’s Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, and Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC; and Karen E. Worman, Assistant General Manager for Bally’s Park Place, Inc.  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 9-12).

3.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the petition of Harrah’s Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC., Bally’s Park Place, Inc. (d/b/a Bally’s Atlantic City) and Boardwalk Regency Corporation (d/b/a Caesars Atlantic City), and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Daniel Brockdorf, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5 :12-89 (e) and permitted him, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19 :43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the power of Vice President of Database Marketing, without first having been qualified  (PRN 2281002)  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 12-14).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Joanne Mc Kensie, Frangina A. Lewis, Sysomvang Phatthana, Joel R. Scott, Barbara J. Dabney, Daniel R. Rowan, Marco A. Florian, Hussein A. Mane and Richard J. Ruh (rulings number 10-09-08-04-A, 10-09-08-04-B, 10-09-08-04-C, 10-09-08-04-D; 10-09-08-04-E, 10-09-08-04-H, 10-09-08-04-I, 10-09-08-04-J, 10-09-08-04-K; 


Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the casino service employee registration held by Amanda D. Horner.  Respondent may petition for non-credential hotel employment; petition for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license, in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation (ruling number 10-09-08-04-F); and  


Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the casino employee license held by Mahabubul A. Mozammel.  Respondent may petition for non-credential employment; apply for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 10-09-08-04-G; transcript pages 14-16).

5.
By a vote of 5-0 denied Marcio A. Gomez (a/k/a Gomez-Varela) request to reapply early for a casino service employee registration, but granted Mr. Gomez permission to work as a non-credential hotel employee  (10-0198-RA) (ruling number 10-09-08-05; transcript pages 17-18).
6.
By a vote of 5-0 granted the Division of Gaming Enforcement request for preliminary placement of the names of Messrs. Jack M. Buscemi, Jr. and Joseph A. Gaggi on the exclusion list, pending the final outcome of the petitions for final exclusion  (rulings number 10-09-08-06-A; 10-09-08-06-B; transcript pages 18-21).
7.
By a vote of 5-0 granted the Division of Gaming Enforcement request to amend 59 Orders and delete each licensee’s obligation to report the status of their federal financial debt to the Division as a condition of licensure  (10-09-08-07; transcript pages 21-23).
8.
By a vote of 5-0 suspended the credentials held by Onyea T. Davis and Kiera A. Evans  (rulings number 10-09-08-08-A, 10-09-08-08-B; transcript pages 23-24).

9.
Considered the Complaints for Forfeiture Orders in Marina District Development Company, LLC, et.al. (10-0164-VC).

By a vote of 5-0 issued the following rulings:

a)
Dismissed, without prejudice, the forfeiture actions, with respect to patron “PB” based upon having been removed from the self-exclusion list prior to having gambled; and


b)
Ordered, that the remaining money seized from the other patrons be forfeited, due to their having gambled while on the self exclusion list, and Marina District Development Company was directed to remit the forfeited funds to the Commission for appropriate disposition, in accordance with N.J.S.A. 5:12-71.3

(ruling number 10-09-08-09; transcript pages 24-27).

10.
Considered the petition of Harrah's Entertainment, Inc. and Harrah's Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC and issued the following ruling:

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and  a)  approved the transfer of the interest in Harrah’s OpCo; and  b)  found Harrah’s ACH NewCo, LLC, qualified, subject to the conditions and to the extent set forth in the resolution  (PRN 2041001) (ruling number 10-09-08-09; transcript pages 27-32).
11.
Considered the petition of Shuffle Master, Inc., Customized Casino Games Ltd., and Bally’s Park Place, Inc., (d/b/a Bally’s Atlantic City), for approval of “Blackjack Switch” as an authorized game, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-5 and N.J.S.A. 5:12-69(e)  (PRN 0501006); and issued the following rulings:
a)
ruled that Blackjack Switch is a variation of the game of blackjack, pursuant to section 5 of the Act;
b)
temporarily adopted and published the amendments and new rule contained in the Notice of Proposal, for the purpose of conducting the test; and
c)
conditioned any test of the game upon the filing with and approval by the Division of Compliance of all necessary test submissions from the casino licensees wishing to conduct the test

(transcript pages 32-35).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and granted the relief requested by IGT and Trump Taj Mahal Associates, LLC to permit the progressive multi-level instant-pay slot jackpot transfers, subject to compliance with the 30-day notice requirement in N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.39(n) (PRN 2361002) (ruling number 10-09-08-12; transcript pages 35-37)
13.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted without change, amendment to N.J.A.C 19:45-1.8 (Destruction of Gaming Vouchers)  (transcript pages 37-38).
14.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted without change, amendments to N.J.A.C 19:45-1.10 (Required CCTV coverage/filming)  (transcript pages 38-39).
15.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted without change, amendments to N.J.A.C 19:45-1.10, 1.33A and 1.54  (Bill Validator Drop Procedures)  (transcript pages 40-41).
16.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted without change, amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.8 and 1.26  (Destruction of Redeemed Patron Checks)  (transcript pages 41-24).
