Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
Chair Kassekert, and Commissioners presented a Certificate to Daryl W. Nance as recipient of the Casino Control Commission Value Award for the month of September 2010.

1.
By vote of 5-0 ratified the minutes of September 8, 2010 public meeting (transcript page 8).

2.
By a vote of 5-0 remanded for a hearing 1 application for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee license  (Exhibit EL-1*); and
By a vote of 5-0 granted 1 application for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee license, subject to compliance with the residency requirement  (Exhibit EL-2*)  (transcript pages 10-11).
3.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the petition of Harrah’s Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC., Bally’s Park Place, Inc. (d/b/a Bally’s Atlantic City) and Boardwalk Regency Corporation (d/b/a Caesars Atlantic City), and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Jonathan Ozark, 

pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5 :12-89 (e) and permitted him, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19 :43-2.6 

to assume the duties and exercise the power of Vice President Revenue Management/Planning & Analysis Regional, without first having been qualified  (PRN 2531003)  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 11-14).
4.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Carlos Barahona, Jarmal R. Waitman, Pedro J. Arroyo Nicholas M. Demetriades, Dustin Anderson and Frank J. Tedeschi  (rulings number 10-09-22-04-B, 10-09-22-04-D; 10-09-22-04-E, 10-09-22-04-F, 10-09-22-04-G; 


Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the casino employee license held by Glen W. Geigerich  (a/k/a Glenn Geigerich).  Respondent may work in non-credential employment; apply for a casino service employee registration; and reapply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 10-09-22-04-C); and

Approved the stipulation of settlement and granted Dennis Chau  (a/k/a Duc Chau) application for renewal of a casino employee license.  Further, the Commission considered the sealing request of the applicant and sealed portions of the stipulation and exhibits, as well as “Exhibit B” in its entirety.  (ruling number 10-09-22-04-A; transcript pages 14-18).

5.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $40,000 against Marina District Development Company, LLC  (d/b/a Borgata Hotel Casino & Spa) for violation of Commission regulations regarding underage gambling (10-0165-VC)  (ruling number 10-09-22-05; transcript pages 18-21).

Adjourned the preliminary hearing concerning the exclusion of Vincent Procopio to the October 14, 2010 public meeting.


By a vote of 5-0 granted the Division of Gaming Enforcement request for preliminary placement of the name of Mr. Andrew J. Micali on the exclusion list, pending the final outcome of the petition for final exclusion  (rulings number 10-09-22-06-A; transcript pages 21-28).

By a vote of 5-0 granted the requested relief and permitted Timothy Mooney the opportunity for another hearing concerning his qualifications.  However, denied the relief requested by Brand Interactions Group, LLC as an entity and Eric Simon, individually.  (10-0244-MO)  (10-09-22-07; transcript pages 28-50).

Considered the Division of Gaming Enforcement request to reopen the license application of Betsy E. Lieberman and issued the following rulings:

By a vote of 5-0 granted the Division of Gaming Enforcement request and  a)  reopened the record, regarding the license application of Betsy E. Lieberman;  b)  vacated the Commission Order number 10-03-17-3B; and  c)  remanded the case for further hearing proceedings  (10-0286-MO) (09-0627-EA)  (10-09-22-08; transcript pages 50-53).
9.
Adjourned the Reconsideration of Commission Order granting Nancy Reyes her casino employee license  (09-0552-NC) (transcript pages 53-56).
10.
By a vote of 5-0 suspended the credentials held by Jamillah Q. Hobdy  (a/k/a Jamillahmarrian Q. Hobdy) (ruling number 10-09-22-10; transcript pages 56-57).

11.
Considered the amended petition of Sportech PLC for various qualification waivers and declaratory relief in connection with the application of Sportech PLC for qualification and the application of Sportech Racing LLC, and issued the following ruling:
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and determined that Sportech Racing, LLC’s application for a casino service industry enterprise license is deemed complete, in accordance with N.J.S.A. 5:12-92(a ) (1) and N.J.A.C. 19:51-1.3A (a ),  to the extent set forth in the findings and rulings and subject to the conditions in the Resolution  (PRN 1101005) (ruling number 10-01-20-11;  transcript pages 66-88).
12.
Considered the Joint Petition of Scientific Games, Racing, LLC and Certain Casino Licensees for transactional waivers, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-92(a)(1) and N.J.A.C. 19:51-1.2B and issued the following rulings:
adopted the draft resolution and granted Sportech Racing LLC, a transactional waiver authorizing it to continue providing simulcasting and hub facility services to Bally’s Park Place, Inc; Boardwalk Regency Corporation; Harrah's Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC; Marina District Development Company, LLC; Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC; and Trump Taj Mahal Associates, LLC; until the earlier of:

a)
December 2, 2010; or

b)
The Commission conducts a hearing and rules on the application of Sportech Racing, LLC for a gaming-related casino service industry enterprise license; 

all subject to the conditions set forth in the Resolution  (PRN 1161001)  (10-09-22-12; transcript pages 88-93).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Michael Rynkiewicz temporarily qualified and authorized him to assume the duties and exercise the powers of Vice President, Corporate Controller for Trump Entertainment Resorts, Inc., subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7, which among other things, required that Mr. Rynkiewicz file a PHD-MJ and New Jersey Supplemental by October 7, 2010  (PRN 2461001) (ruling number 10-09-22-13; transcript pages 58-61).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and granted the relief requested by Resorts International Hotel, Inc., to permit the progressive multi-level instant-pay slot jackpot transfers, subject to compliance with the 30-day notice requirement in N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.39(n) (PRN 2531001) (ruling number 10-09-22-14; transcript pages 61-63)

By a vote of 5-0 approved for publication, amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:47-3.3 and 7.3  (Revised Complimentary Vigorish Form)  (transcript pages 63-65).
16.
By a vote of 5-0 approved for publication, amendments for six card bonus wager in three card poker  (transcript pages 65-66).
