Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
Chair Kassekert, and Commissioners presented a Certificate to Leonora Humphreys as recipient of the Casino Control Commission Value Award for the month of October 2010.

By vote of 5-0 ratified the minutes of September 22, 2010 public meeting (transcript page 9).

2.
By a vote of 5-0 remanded for a hearing 4 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee license  (Exhibit EL-1*); and
By a vote of 5-0 granted 17 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee license (Exhibit EL-2*); and

By a vote of 5-0 granted the junket enterprise license application of Nina L. Carrion (Exhibit EL-2); and

By a vote of 5-0 granted the applications for casino key employee licenses and for qualifications:  David R. Coskey, Sr., Vice President of Marketing for Marina District Development Company, LLC ; Mario A. DiGuiseppe, Vice President of Table Games for Tropicana Atlantic City Corporation ; David Fox, Vice President of Marketing for Trump Plaza Associates, LLC ; and Mary Tindall, Vice President of Marketing for Tropicana Atlantic City Corporation  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 12-15).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the petition of Harrah’s Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC., Bally’s Park Place, Inc. (d/b/a Bally’s Atlantic City) and Boardwalk Regency Corporation (d/b/a Caesars Atlantic City), and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Kevin Winters, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5 :12-89 (e) and permitted him, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19 :43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the power of Vice President of Revenue Management, without first having been qualified  (PRN 2721008)  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 15-16).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and granted Kathleen Migiani application for renewal of a casino employee license, subject to compliance with the conditions set forth there-in.  (ruling number 10-10-14-04 transcript pages 20-21).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $20,000 against Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC (d/b/a Showboat Casino Hotel) for violation of Commission regulations regarding underage gambling (10-0523-VC)  (ruling number 10-10-14-05; transcript pages 21-23).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $20,000 against Trump Plaza Associates (d/b/a Trump Plaza Casino Hotel) for violation of Commission regulations regarding underage gambling (10-0275-VC)  (ruling number 10-10-14-06; transcript pages 23-25).

By a vote of 5-0 granted Alicin J. Kuloszewski permission to reapply early for a casino employee license, a casino service employee registration, and/or to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee  (10-0268-RA)  (ruling number 10-10-14-07; transcript pages 25-28).

By a vote of 4-1 (Commissioner Sommeling dissented) adjourned the preliminary hearing concerning the exclusion of Nicholas Caltabiano to the Oct 27, 2010 public meeting.

By a vote of 5-0 granted the Division of Gaming Enforcement request for preliminary placement of the names of Messrs., Michael Connelly, Vincent Procopio and Douglas Rubino on the exclusion list, pending the final outcome of the related petitions for final exclusion  (rulings number 10-10-14-08-B, 10-10-14-08-C, 10-10-14-08-D; transcript pages 28-46).

By a vote of 5-0, based upon the existing record, and failure of Nancy Reyes non-compliance with the conditions set forth in the Order.  Vacated the existing Order, 

pursuant to 80a and 80d of the Act, and denied Ms. Reyes casino employee license application  (09-0552-NC)  (ruling number 10-10-14-09; transcript pages 46-48).

Considered the petition of Avenue Capital Management II, L.P. for approvals necessary to modify the Structure for Holding an Investment in Trump Entertainment Resorts, Inc. and issued the following ruling:
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and
