Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By vote of 5-0, ratified the minutes of October 14, 2010 public meeting (transcript page 8).

2.
By a vote of 5-0, remanded for a hearing 4 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee license  (Exhibit EL-1*); and
By a vote of 5-0, granted 5 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee license (Exhibit EL-2*); and
By the Authority Delegated to the Director of Licensing, pursuant to N.J.S.A 5:12-92 (c)(3)(ii).  The following Entities received revenue exemptions from casino service industry enterprise licensure, during the period September 28, 2010 to October 13, 2010:  AT & T Corp., CBS Outdoors, Inc, Clear Channel Branded Cities, LLC, Micros systems, Inc., Orbitz Worldwide, Inc., Sysco Philadelphia, LLC and Verizon Network Integration Corp  (transcript pages 8-14).
3.
By a vote of 5-0, authorized Robert F. Griffin on a temporary basis and prior to his plenary qualification, to assume the duties and exercise powers of Chief Executive Officer and Member of the Board of Directors for Trump Entertainment Resorts, Inc., Trump Entertainment Resorts Holdings, L.P., TERH, L.P.,Trump Taj Mahal Associates, L.L.C., Trump Marina Associates, L.L.C., and Trump Plaza Associates, L.L.C., subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C 19:43-2.7; and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Mr. Griffin and permitted him to assume the duties and exercise the powers of General Manager for Trump Taj Mahal Associates, L.L.C., without first having been found qualified  (PRN 2771007) (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 14-17).
4.
By a vote of 5-0, approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Felix R. Rodriguez, Ronald J. Davis and Marques T. Shepperson  (rulings number 10-10-27-04-A, 10-10-27-04-B; 10-10-27-04-C; transcript pages 17-18).
5.
By a vote of 5-0, granted Terrell T. Moore permission to reapply early for a casino employee license, a casino service employee registration, and/or to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee  (10-0250-RA)  (ruling number 10-10-27-07-A); and

By a vote of 5-0, granted Markou M. Yacoub permission to reapply early for a casino employee license  (10-0264-RA)  (ruling number 10-10-27-07-B; transcript pages 19-24).

By a vote of 5-0, adjourned the Preliminary Hearing concerning the exclusion of Nicholas Caltabiano without date  (10-0236-EL)  (transcript pages 24-27).
7.
By a vote of 5-0, suspended the credentials held by William M. McClean  (a/k/a William M. Mclean), Michael J. Smith and Robert S. White  (ruling number 10-10-27-07-A, 10-10-27-07-B, 10-10-27-07-C; transcript pages 27-29).

Considered the Complaints for Forfeiture Orders in Harrah’s Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, et.al (d/b/a Harrah’s Marina Hotel & Casino), et.al  (10-0266-VC) and issued the following rulings:


By a vote of 5-0, based upon the patron having gambled, while being on the self exclusion list, found that this individual has forfeited the money and or things of value seized, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-71.3; and Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, is directed to remit the forfeited funds to the Commission for appropriate disposition, in accordance with N.J.S.A. 5:12-71.3(c) and N.J.A.C. 19:42-2.8 (f) (rulings number 10-10-27-08; transcript pages 29-32).

Considered the petition of Tropicana Atlantic City Corp. and Tropicana Entertainment Inc., and issued the following ruling: 

By a vote of 5-0, permitted Thomas M. Benninger, Glenn C. Christenson, Michael G. Corrigan, Keith Meister, Cass Palmer, Bradford Smith and David Zamarin to withdraw their applications for qualification (PRN 2701001) (ruling number 10-10-27-09; transcript pages 32-34).

Considered the petition of Tropicana Atlantic City Corp. for a Declaratory Ruling and issued the following ruling: 

By a vote of 5-0, granted the requested relief and issued a declaratory ruling that Daniel B. Colella, Karen Ann Curley, Francis X. Kenny, Chad A. Mostats, Christina P. Paul, Robert J. Phillip and William Rowe are not required to qualify, in connection with the pending casino license application of Tropicana Atlantic City Corp.  (PRN 2711001) (ruling number 10-10-27-10; transcript pages 34-36).

Considered the petition of Tropicana Entertainment Inc. and issued the following ruling:
By a vote of 5-0, permitted Riad M. Shalaby, Karin J. Brugler and Richard L. Baldwin to withdraw their applications for qualification, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:41-8.6  (PRN 3280901) (ruling number 10-10-27-11; transcript pages 36-38).

By a vote of 5-0, found Stephen McCall qualified to serve as a Member of The Board of Directors for Trump Entertainment Resorts, Inc.  (ruling number 10-10-27-12; transcript pages 38-41).
13.
By a vote of 5-0, adopted the draft resolution and granted the relief requested by Tropicana Atlantic City Corp. (d/b/a Tropicana Casino and Resort), to permit the progressive multi-level instant-pay slot jackpot transfers, subject to compliance with the 30-day notice requirement in N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.39(n) (PRN 2861002) (ruling number 10-10-27-13; transcript pages 41-43).

By a vote of 5-0, adopted as published with minor technical and substantive changes not requiring republication, amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.1, 1.11, 1.33, 1.43, 1.46, 1.46B, 1.54 and 1.55 (Validation of Coupons by A Gaming Voucher System)  (transcript pages 43-44).
15.
Considered the petition of Resorts International Hotel, Inc., for an amendment to N.J.A.C. 19:47-2.3, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:40-3.6 and N.J.A.C. 19:47-8.4   (PRN 3620901) and issued the following ruling:
By a vote of 4-1 (Commissioner Epps dissented), approved for publication, amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.20; 19:46-1.10 and 1.15; 19:47-2.1, 2.3 and 8.3 (Hand Fee in the  Game of Blackjack) (transcript pages 44-45).

By a vote of 5-0, approved for temporary adoption, amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.12  (Supervision requirements for automated craps)  (transcript pages 45-47).
