session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
Chair Kassekert, and Commissioners presented a Certificate to Bernadette Frigen as recipient of the Casino Control Commission Value Award for the month of November 2010.

Chair Kassekert, and Commissioners extended their best wishes to Commissioner Sommeling upon his retirement.

By vote of 5-0, ratified the minutes of October 27, 2010 public meeting (transcript page 9).

By a vote of 5-0, remanded for a hearing 11 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee license  (Exhibit EL-1*);

By a vote of 5-0 remanded for hearings the casino service industry license applications of Flat Earth Networking, Inc., Regional Scaffolding and Hoisting, Co., Inc. and China Antique Furniture, Inc., pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-92(c) and N.J.S.A. 5:12-102  (Exhibit EL-1*);

By a vote of 5-0, granted 14 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee license (Exhibit EL-2*); and
By a vote of 5-0 granted the application of Christopher J. Foster for a casino key employee license and for qualification as Vice President of Hotel Operations for Harrah’s Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC  (Exhibit EL-2*)  transcript pages 12-15).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the petition of Harrah’s Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, and issued a temporary casino key employee license to John D. Smith, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5 :12-89 (e ) and permitted him, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19 :43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the power of Senior Vice President and General Manager Associate, without first having been qualified  (PRN 2991002)  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 15-17).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the petition of RIH Acquisitions NJ, LLC, (d/b/a Atlantic City Hilton), and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Scott Rhoad, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-89 (e ) and permitted him, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19 :43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the power of Director-Information Technology (Regional), without first having been qualified  (PRN 3011002)  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 17-19).

By a vote of 5-0, approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Phillip Palmucci, Jorge Rosa  (rulings number 10-11-10-05-A, 10-11-10-05-C; and

Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the casino service employee registration held by Edgardo L. Cruz  (a/k/a Cruz–Cortes).  Respondent may reapply for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 10-11-10-05-B; transcript pages 19-21).

Adjourned State v. Trump Taj Mahal Associates, and Letoya Coleman  (10-0096-VC), to the December 1, 2010 public meeting  (transcript pages 21).

By a vote of 5-0, granted Olympia M. Rodriquez permission to reapply early for a casino employee license, a casino service employee registration, and/or to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee  (10-0250-RA)  (ruling number 10-11-10-07; transcript pages 21-24).

Considered the renewal application of Donald P. Webb, Jr. and issued the following ruling:

By a vote of 5-0, remanded Mr. Webb’s case for further proceedings, subject to compliance with the conditions set forth on the record  (09-0589-ER)  (ruling number 10-11-10-08; transcript pages 24-30).

Adjourned the Reconsideration of Commission Order Final Orders due to non-compliance of conditions therein of William J. Salerno  (09-0671-NC) without date  (transcript pages 30).

By a vote of 5-0, suspended the credentials held by Rey F. Benitez  (ruling number 10-11-10-10; transcript pages 30-32).

Considered the Complaints for Forfeiture Orders in Trump Plaza Associates, et.al (10-0254-VC); Resorts International Hotel, Inc, et.al (10-0255-VC); and Marina District Development Company, et.al (10-0253-VC) and issued the following rulings:


By a vote of 5-0,

a) with respect to the Marina District Development Company, LLC complaint, agency docket number 10-0253-VC:
1) dismissed, the forfeiture action, with respect to patron “ZC” based upon patron providing identifying documentation verifying that he was over 21 years of age on the date of his gaming activity;

2) dismissed, the forfeiture action, with respect to patron “RG” based upon lack of proof that the amount of money secured by Marina District Development Company, LLC in any way constituted winnings; and 

3) adjusted the amount of money secured from “BM” to $5.00

d) ordered, that the remaining money seized from the other patrons in these three complaints be forfeited, due to their having gambled while underage, and the respective casinos are directed to remit the forfeited funds to the Commission for appropriate disposition, in accordance with N.J.S.A. 5:12-71.3(c) 

(ruling numbers 10-11-10-11-A, 10-11-10-11-B, 10-11-10-11-C; transcript pages 32-36).

waived the qualification requirements for Wells Capital Management, as allowed by N.J.A.C  19:51-1.14 (b) (3)  and  N.J.S.A  5:12-85 (f), and Wells Fargo and 

Company, as allowed by N.J.A.C  19:51-1.14 (b) (4), in connection with Western 

Money Systems, pending application for a gaming-related casino service industry license, subject to the condition that Wells Capital Management and Wells Fargo and Company comply with the Commission’s notice and filing requirement should either subsequently determine to influence or affect the affairs of Western Money Systems or Global Cash Access Holdings, Inc.

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and authorized David Hughes, on a temporary basis and prior to his plenary qualification, to assume the duties and exercise powers of Chief Financial Officer, Executive Vice President and Corporate Treasurer of Trump Entertainment Resorts, Inc. and Trump Entertainment Resorts Holdings, L.P.  (PRN 2921002)  (ruling number 10-11-10-13; transcript pages 39-43).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and authorized Jinlong Wang, on a temporary basis and prior to his plenary qualification, to assume the duties and exercise powers of a Member of the Board Of Directors for Harrah's Entertainment Inc., which among  other things, require that he file a personal history disclosure form-MJ and NJ supplemental form by November 25, 2010  (PRN 2991003)  (ruling number 10-11-10-14; transcript pages 43-46).

Considered the petition of Harrah's Entertainment, Inc., Harrah's Operating Company, Inc., Harrah's Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, Bally's Park Place, Inc. and Boardwalk Regency Corporation, and issued the following ruling:

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and authorized David Sambur, on a temporary basis and prior to his plenary qualification, to assume the duties and exercise powers of a Member of the Board of Directors for Harrah's Entertainment Inc., which among  other things, require that he file a personal history disclosure form-MJ and NJ supplemental form by November 25, 2010  (PRN 3071005)  (ruling number 10-11-10-15; transcript pages 46-18).

Considered the petition of Trump Taj Mahal Associates, LLC (d/b/a Trump Taj Mahal Casino Resort) and issued the following ruling:
adopted the draft resolution and approved the petition of Trump Taj Mahal Associates, LLC for an amendment to its certificate of operation and permit the reconfiguration of its casino floor, subject to the conditions in the Resolution  (PRN 2931001)  (ruling number 10-11-10-16; transcript pages 48-50).
