Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:

Chair Kassekert read into the record a Resolution commending retiring Commissioner Sommeling for his distinguished service to the Commission.  The Chair and Commissioners extended their best wishes to Commissioner Sommeling upon his retirement.  (10-12-01-14)  (transcript pages 10-20).

1.
By vote of 5-0, ratified the minutes of November 10, 2010 public meeting (transcript page 10).

2.
By a vote of 5-0, remanded for a hearing 8 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee license  (Exhibit EL-1*);

By a vote of 5-0 remanded for a hearing the casino service industry license application of Double D. Gaming, Inc., pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-92(a)  (Exhibit EL-1*);

By a vote of 5-0, granted 4 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee license (Exhibit EL-2*); and
By a vote of 5-0, granted the application of Laurence J. Szapor for a casino key employee license and for qualification as Vice President of Security Director for Harrah’s Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC  (Exhibit EL-2*)  transcript pages 20-23).
3.
By a vote of 5-0, approved the stipulation of settlement and granted the casino employee license renewal application of Darrian L. Micheaux  (ruling number 10-12-01-03; transcript pages 25-27).
4.
By a vote of 5-0, approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $10,000 against Trump Taj Mahal Associates, LLC, for violation of Commission regulations, regarding accounting and internal controls  (ruling number 10-12-01-04; transcript pages 27-30).
5.
By a vote of 5-0, granted Michael P. Tabasco permission to reapply early for a casino employee license, a casino service employee registration, and/or to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee  (10-0274-RA)  (ruling number 10-12-01-05; transcript pages 3035).
6.
By a vote of 5-0, suspended the credentials held by Napolean Landrum and William E. Wannop, Jr.  (ruling number 10-12-01-06-A, 10-12-01-06-B ; transcript pages 35-35-37).

7.
Considered the Complaint for Forfeiture Order in Tropicana Atlantic City Corp (d/b/a Tropicana casino and Resort), et.al  (10-0270-VC) and issued the following rulings:


By a vote of 5-0,

a) Dismissed, without prejudice, the forfeiture actions, with respect to patrons “AZ”, “DK” and “HZ,” based upon the Commission’s inability to effectuate proper notice as required by section 71.3 (c ) of the act; and
b) Ordered, that the remaining money seized from the other patrons in the complaint be forfeited, based upon the unclaimed winnings at issue presumed to have been won by prohibited persons, and Tropicana Atlantic City Corp., was directed to remit the forfeited funds to the Commission for appropriate disposition, in accordance with N.J.S.A. 5:12-71.3(c) and N.J.A.C. 519:42-2.8 (f)
(ruling numbers 10-12-01-07; transcript pages 37-39).

Considered the petition of Boardwalk Regency Corp. and issued the following ruling:

By a vote of 5-0, granted the relief requested and approve the designation of Petitioner's Vice President of Table Games as the mandatory supervisory position required by N.J.A.C 19:45-1.11(b)4, nunc pro tunc. (PRN 3071002)  (ruling numbers 10-12-01-08; transcript pages 39-41).

Considered the petition of Harrah's Entertainment, Inc., Harrah's Operating Company, Inc., Harrah's Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, Bally's Park Place, Inc. and Boardwalk Regency Corporation, and issued the following ruling:

By a vote of 5-0, adopted the draft resolution and authorized Ann Fromholz, on a temporary basis and prior to her plenary qualification, to assume the duties and exercise powers of Vice President, Labor & Employment for Harrah’s Entertainment, Inc. and Harrah’s Operating Company, Inc., which among other things, require that she file a personal history disclosure form-MJ and NJ supplemental form by December 16, 2010  (PRN 3161012)  (ruling number 10-12-01-09; transcript pages 41-45).

By a vote of 5-0, approved for final readoption as published, N.J.A.C. 19:42  (Hearings)  (transcript pages 45-46).

11.
By a vote of 5-0, adopted with substantive changes not requiring republication, amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:40-1.2 and 19:45-1.37A  (PIN sharing) (transcript pages 46-47).

12.
Considered the petition of Harrah’s Entertainment, Inc., Harrah’s Operating Company, Inc., Harrah’s Atlantic City Operating Company LLC, Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, Bally’s Park Place, Inc., and Boardwalk Regency Corp., and issued the following rulings:


By a vote of 4-1 (Commissioner Fanelle dissented), granted the request for a declaratory ruling; and a temporary waiver, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.3 (d)  (PRN  3221002)  (ruling number 10-12-01-12; transcript pages 47-103).

Considered the amended Petition of DGMB Casino, LLC for Interim Casino Authorization to Own and Operate the Casino currently known as Resorts Atlantic City.

The Commission received into evidence exhibits D-1 to D-2 from the Division of Gaming Enforcement; exhibits C-1 (ID) from the Commission and A-1 to A-20 from the Petitioner.
The Commission heard presentations of the petitioner and the testimony of Dennis Gomes, President and Chief Executive Officer of DGMB Casino, LLC and Timothy Ebling, Chief Financial Officer of DGMB Casino LLC.
The commission considered the petitions, written submissions, oral arguments and testimony presented and issued the following rulings:


By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and granted interim casino authorization to DGMB Casino, as set forth in the findings and rulings and subject to the conditions in the resolution  (PRN 2441003, 3331002, 3331003, 3331004)  (ruling number 10-12-01-13; transcript pages 104-183).

Chair Kassekert read into the record a Resolution commending retiring Commissioner William T. Sommeling for his distinguished service to the Commission, which was unanimously adopted  (Ruling number 10-12-01-14)  (transcript pages 10-20).

15.
By a vote of 5-0, approved the petitions Of DGMB Casino, LLC, and issued temporary casino key employee licenses to the following individuals, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-89(e) and to permitted them, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.6, to assume the duties and exercise the powers without first having been qualified:

Sherry Amos, Vice President of Marketing, Aaron Gomes, Executive Vice President of Operations, John Arnesen, Vice President and Chief Administrative Officer, George Wackenheim, Vice President of Human Resources, Anthony Celona, Vice President of Slot Operations, Timothy Ebling, Vice President of Finance and Chief Financial Officer, Matthew Howard, Vice President of Player Development, Joseph Fischer, Director of Security, Stephanie Nielson, Vice President of Entertainment, Robert Zitto, Vice President of Food and Beverage, and Nicholas Moles, Vice President and General Counsel  (PRN 3271005, 3271006, 3271007, 3271008, 3271009, 3271010, 3271011, 3271014, 3271015, 3271016, 3271017; transcript pages 184-192).
16.
Application of Resorts International Hotel, Inc., for certain declaratory rulings  (PRN 3221007, 3271001); and Motion of DGMB Casino, LLC for leave to intervene in the matter of the application of Resorts International Hotel, Inc., for certain declaratory rulings  (PRN 3221007) has been withdrawn.  (transcript pages 184-192).

17.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the petition of Trump Taj Mahal Associates, LLC, Trump Plaza Associates, LLC and Trump Marina Associates, LLC, and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Don Karrer, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-89 (e ) and permitted him, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19 :43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the power of Vice President Information Technology and Communications, without first having been qualified  (PRN 3341001)  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 23-25).


In accordance with Resolution No. 09-12-16-20, the next closed session of the commission shall be held on Wednesday, December 1, 2010, at 9:15 a.m. in the commission offices  (transcript page 193).
